cusioms agent of the Dominion, arrived here last
night on very imyportant bus.nuss with the Governs
ment regaralng slleged falsidoition of involces on
which goods are being lmported into Canada from
the United Siates, In couvermation with s Wouln
correspondent Mr. Wollf snid that & short shine
sinee he visited British Columbia to ascertaiu the
amount oy samuggling golug on o that provinoe,
the gullty parties and modus operundl In the

gourse of bls Invest gations he had learned that
enormons quaniiiies of oplum wra bong mmuggled
into 1he United Stures from poluls in that and other
provinces io the Dominton, He got Into the conf-
dence of several Chinamen purposely to report to
the Amerivan autboritles how business was belng
carried oo,

This Information he has communicated to cus-
toma offi-iuls on whe other side of the line le
puys the revenae of the United States 15 being de-
frauded to an aimoat Ineredible extent in the item
of aplam alone, He learned that from British
Columbin large guantities of manafactured oplumy
are being sent et over the Canudlin Pacle,
wiilch finds 1t way into the United States at varl-
ous poluts wonyg the St, Luwrénce River, notably
ut Hrockville, There are now eleven faclories
reiniug crude oplum 1w Vieiorii, any one of
which 1- sufficlent to lllfl]‘l'l,' the local demand of
the Chinese o that provisee. The production of
ihe otter ten, s & MAtter of course, Hnds lis way
fnto the United States. The process of manufuc-
turing or refniog is inexpensive, and adds 1title to
tue orlginal cost of the crode article, hence the
enormoas profit ln marketlog 16 acrosa the line
without payiment of duty.

zoln, after o well-arranged dinner, is like a
sauey littlo ribbon that just completes an ex-
quigite toilet, or the gracious smile which
gives grace to a commonplace action. It
isn't much in itself, but it is very telling in
the right spot,

One of the biggest cheese firms in New
York handlegabout fifty varietios of imported
checses.  The duty is four cents a pound, no

mutter what the cheese, so that for some it is
50 per cent. wl valoremn.

enrly every conntry of Enrope produces
its own peenlinr cheeses, Those which send
out the best are Italy, France, Holland,
Bwitzerland, England and Germany,

Richness and flavor are the qualities that
manke ohecse pleasant, and they are the
points on whicli the differences are based.

Cheese 18 made from milk, but not_cows'

milk only. Sheeps' milk and poats’ milk are
also employed. Cheesemare *'cared ' after
they are wnde, that is, laid by to get duly
tenipered.  Bome are made from eream, some
from half.skimmed, some from skimmed
milk. Some are heavily pressed, others
lightly pressed. Some are put in damp, eool
sinoes, others in dry. wann places. culdes
here are natural and undiscovered causes
which iudividuslize cheeses just as they do
wines, =

Toull Frenchmen and to the majority of
necomplished chevses (Heaven forgive the
term!) Roguefort is (e rvoi des fromages, Oune
firtn alone in the town of Rogquefort, with a
eanital of 5,600,000 franes, produces 8,000,000
of cheeses n year!

Seviral early risers At Fort Washita saw the
cloud ppproaching, but 9 not have time to warn
the vilingers of 1ts approach. 1t sruek the ground
n guarter of a mile uorthwest of the Fort, boinded
lnto the air like w valle and, deseending again,
struck the village squarely 1o the cenire, ¢roshing
or vareylog away hall the houses 1o the town
Many heavy loghouses, although badly twisted and
wrenohed by ‘he wind, withstowd the fury of the
wlor, and their ocoup 1ie were cnabled 1o excape,
