Twelve Persons Injured in a Col-

lision in Brooklyn.

A Long Island R.R. Engine Runs
Into a Rapid Transit Train.

Two Cnrs Thrown from tlio Trnck and
Hnilly rtroken Up l'micngcrs Iinnrls.

A collision occurred on (bo Long Inland
linilroncl, near tbo Ralph nvcnuo station, on
Atlantic nvcnuo, just after 7 o'clock this
morning.

So far as is known twolvo persons wero in-

jured. No one was killed.
That such is tho caso is a miraclo, as both

trains were pretty wall filled at tho time.
Tho accident was duo to tho slippery con-

dition of tho rails.
Engine No. 5, of tho rapid transit branch

of tho system, which runs from tho Flatbush
avenuo station to East Now York, had just
left tho Halph avonuo station, with three cars,
on its way down.

It was being closely followed by engine
No. 73, with eight cars, which was coming
in from Long Island.

As a rule tho Long Island trains do not
stop aftor leaving East New York until thoy
reach tho Flatbush avenuo station, which is
tho Brooklyn terminus of tho road. Tiio
rapid transit trains ttop at all tho interme-
diate, stations between these, two points.

After tho train drawn by cngiuo No. 6 had
pullod away from tho station Engine 73 in-

creased its speed, having slowed up so as not
to run tho other train down when it stotnied
at tho station. Tho trnck ut this point is a

cry heavy down grndo.
Both trains had gone but a short distance

when the Long Island train began to gain
much spcod. In a few minutes she was on
top of the other.

Wijh a crash tho ponderous locomotivo
dashed into tho rear car of tho rapid transit
train, which in turn Bmashed into tho car
ahead of it. Tho stock threw both cars from
tho track, badly wracking them.

A number of people rushed to tho assist-
ance of tho imprisoned passongors.

Inn few minutes George Carney, tho fire-
man of Engine No. 6, was helped out from
his caboose. He w as injured about tho head.

Edward Kelly, of 12 Columbia place, Had
his left hip injured.

"William S. Woods, of Farmingdalo, L. I.,
had his faoo injured.

William Grath, of tho Twelfth'Police Pre-
cinct, received injuries to head and shoulder.

They were aU taken to their homes. Sev-

eral other passengers wero slighyy injured,
but they left for their homos before their
names could be ascertained.
