Tno bookcaaea aro full of rare volnmes of the
clasalcs of all lauguagea. They aro chiefly F.ngllih
cdliloua aud they comprise overlive thou, and

Tbo moat valuable booka among them,
however, are tho bound private letters ot Mr. Cor-
coran, There aro fourteen ot these and thoy aro
great fat tomes, each of which I nearly the alte or
a dictionary.

Fillmore, Tyler, lluchanau, Amos
Kendall and other noted men of our past history,
aud with there are bound letters from the most
note I scientists and litterateurs.

Dolly Madison and myself were
acquainted fur years, mid John Oulncy Adams did
his bauklng business with mo. As lor such young
men us Folk, Piorco arid lluchanau, 1 of oourso
knew them, and during tho tour 1 took through
Europe, In 1KV), President Fiimore waa with me."

And so Mr, Corcoran went on, and his whole
talk ot tbo afternoon acemed based on the prin-
ciple of " Malice toward none and charity for all. "

AN OUTLAW'S RDSB.

ISovt.Vorce'a Ilcaperato filrnlcgcm Which
C'oet a Hliecp-IIcrd- cr III Life.

yVom tht Vtnvtr JttpbUean,
F. A. Rayward, ono of tbo big cattlemen of the

Deer Trull country, came Into tho city last night
on the v o'clock train, nnd told of the shooting
which had occurred at Itoblnson's sheep ranch yes-
terday morning. Ito aald that Wlloy Adams, James
Adams and n man by tho namo of iicJohnson got
onto Vorec's trull on Saturday night, and finally
located him In a llttlo dugoitt where tho hordcrs
" batched." In a corral less than a hundred yards
from tho dugout his horso waa standing saddled
and bridled and ready for Instant use. The threo
men who woro after Vorce toot up a position

a sheen-corr- al and patiently waited for the
desperado to mako his appearance. Tho lour
woro Blow ly away, and not till dawn was there
any sign or lite about the placo. At that time,
howovcr, a shccp-herd- opened tho door of the
Uitlu dugout or cabin and carried aomo feod to the
horse. Hamming to tho cabin again, everything
was nulot for a Hme. 'Iho guard naturally sup-
posed that within a few minutes Vorco would ap-
pear, and, whilo they wero tulktng tho matter over
In hnahed tones, tho door once more opened, and a
man all I red exactly In tho costumo usually worn
by tho desperado, oren to tho broad Bombrero,
mado a rush for the horse. A second later the
crash of threo rifles rang ont and the man fell
dead.

It was not until after they had fired that they
saw auother man running to a llttlo dugout used as
a stablo. and where three horses were tied, lie
had a rllle In his hand, and they were amazed to
rccoguizo Vorce, and only then to realize that that
thoy had shot tho wrong man. As ono of their
number was stepping out to see whero the dead
man lay, a bullet sped by him and ho beat a hasty
retreat. Tho men then held a short consultation.
Tncro was no dciiying the fact that Vorce had the
better of them at that time. It was dangerous for
them to show their heads, but still they were

that they would not glo the desperado up
now that ho waa almost within their grasp. They
must have help, but how to get It waa the question.
Nuno of them cared to tako the chances of a run of
fully n quarter of a mile acrosa the open country
licforo they would lie ont of range of Vorco's rlrte.

This waa done
nnd It fell to JlcJohnson. He left a few parting
words wilh hla companlona, tlgbtcnei his belt
uboiit Ins waist and then lied like tho wind.
