A Roport that Eavy Diciated the Romoval
Not Belloved by Him—Thousands of
Cases Disposed of Voarly and the Hecord

The newspaper roporters went into mourn-
ing this morning on reading the announce-
mentthat Police Justice Patrick Gavan Duffy
had been exiled by the Doard of Justices for
1848 to duaty on the woolmek at Harlem and
Morrisania Police Conrta,

This morning, at the close of n session nt
the Jeffersom Market Police Conrt, where the
Little Judge disposed of some sixty prisoners,
a reporter of Tue Wortp hnd a talk with
him,

" What shall I say to yon # mused the little
Judge. ** Well, you see I have not been reg-
ularly assigned to duty in Harlem and over
the river beforo elnoo 1884 or 1885, and it was
my turn. It is mo, if I may coin a word, no
‘demotion,’ ns expressive of the reverse of
promotion, as some of my friends seem to
imagine.

** On the contrary, after having considered
about 16,000 cases during tho past year ot
Jeffernon Market, the most important, and
the Tombs, the busiest of the Pollee Conrts,
I am entitled to the eass which my nssign-
ment for 1848 itees Lo me,

*tAs Judge Bmith remarked, I disposed of
8,000 more oases than any other Justice dur.
ing 1887, und in 18856 I pussed upon 14,500, and
in 1880 over 14,500 casen,

* Of course as I live at the Astor House
and have always been a resident of the First
Ward, hovering around the Battery, I like
the walk to the Tombs or Jeferson Market,

**And so far as that 18 concerned, I've no
doubt that, a8 in formor years, Justices
White or Welde, who live in Harlem, will be
glad to exchange pulpits with me.
