On the site of thess build-
ings stands to.day, the palace of the
Bon Marché, o shop, uniting the qualities
of the millinery emporium, the hosier's, the
silk merchant's, the haberdasher's, the linen-
draper's, a carpet and curtain warchouse,
&o. 1In the Middle Ages the shop
wonld have been c s ‘'Fondaro," or a
“Btablimento di Galanterie,” and its owners
** Merchant Princos," like the Fuggers of
Antwerp and the Medicio of Florence, The
immense ** Gostinnoi-Dvors” of Russia and
the bazaars of eastern cities in some respeots
resomble the Bon Marche, but these

belong to numerous proprietors
and the Bon Marche is the property of
one firm,

Although in a sguare, the prineipal en-
trance to the Bon rohe {8 in the Hue du
Bao, s streot whose history is interosting and
instructive. The name {s derived from a bao
or ferry, made in 1650, st the river end of the
street, and the thoroughfareitself dutes bavk
to Louis XIII. When a bLridge was built
acroas from the Tuilerles the fortune of the
street was assured, for until then the Hue du
Bao, approached only by ferry-boat, was a
long, quist country rosd. The strect seoms
to have always hnit very roligions charne-
tor, for early in the seventesnth century
were founded many foreign mission
houses, and here to.dsy in the house once
oocupied by Louise de La Vallitre. aro the
Bistern of Charity, a religious body. popular
even with irreligions modern France. Until
the Revolution there were monnsteries, con-
vents, hospitals, &c., but afterwards the gar-
dens meized ns national pruﬁvrly became
building lots and the Rue du Bee was trans-
formed into u fashionable street. Here lived
Ohatoaubriand, Montalembert, Mme. de
