The blizzard that left its home away out on
the edge of Western civilization has reached
this city and has come to stay, for a few days
st least, It camo right along, too, not stop-
ping at any way stations.

Last night thoe late pedestrians met it, and
to.day all New York hins had the pleasure of
it acquaintance. The temperature in about
six hours fell from 24 to 12 degrees, and this
morning, the tiny mercury streams in all
well regulated thormometers danced between
the latter figure and two or thres degrees
below.

Those who were obliged to face the wind
and cold to.day were not prepared for it
either. Bome fow had bearskin caps and
oot collars that did the duty of nose and
ear-warmers, but the big majority had only
the plain every-day inch-and.s-half affair
that fashion has dictated for the neck trim-
mings of the coat, and a 10 by 6 round felt
hat that allowed the wind to enter sideways,
and then wonld not let it out.

The change in the weather made a big
change in the commereial appearance of the
curbstone merchants downtown, The oid
gray-haired hawkor, who for the past two
weeks has been foreing funny sounds from
rabber canary birds at his doorway office near
Fulton street has gone out of that businesa
aud has invested in ear-laps.

Grosch, who is fifteen years of age, resides
in Verona, N, J., but bas been boarding with
o relative named Hollerbach, in Third street.
Turner is one year older and lives at 226 Mad.
ison street,

This morning, at 8.80 o’clock, Grosoh dix-
covered a large rat in a trap in the office of
the American Bronze Powder Company,
whero be was employed, and brought the
animal out into the hallway to show to Lis
friend Turner, who is employed by Becker
Broa., dealers in soales and weighta,

Turner bethought him of a 22.calibre rifle
in his office and running to get it asked to be
allowed & ** whack " st the prize. He drew
up the rifle, and says that the first thing ho
knew it went off,

Grosch ealled out *' Joe," and foll to the
floor, while young Turner ran to the Ohaw-
bers Btreet Hospital for an ambulance.

Girosch was shot in his right side, and little
haope was expre of his recovery by the
hospital physicians,

Young Turner was found by a Wonup re-
orter at 0.45 o'clock dusting the furnitnre
n Becker Bros.!' office, e was much

distressed and did not hesitate to give bis
version of the story, which was as follows :

**Grosch eame out into the hall with s rat
in a trap and showed it to me. 1 said. ‘' Hold
on, CGhimme a whaek at him,' and ran in and
got this rifls,” indicating a heavy target gun
of 22-enlibre.

** I rushed back with the gun and haunled it
ugntn ahoot at the rat when it went off before
I knew it,

Threats of Another Strike on the
Reading System.

Convention of the Employees to
Decide the Matter.

An Offer to Let the Jolnt Committes of
Miners Act ms Modiaters—FEverything De«
pends on the Ouicoms of To-Night's
Dellberations nt Reading—Uhalrmnan Loe
Belleves All Employees, Including the
Passengor Men, Will be Ordered Our—At
Mr. Corbin'a Office It Is Bald that the
Passenger Emplovees Have Givea Up
Thelr Knlghts of Labor Charter.

‘Puitapenemia, Dee. 20.—The Reading
gituntion is no less complex to-day than yos-
terdny.
