Unexampled Scene ofCrlme and Lawless-
ness While tbo Iloud Wat nulldlug.

trom (A. Chltago Journal,
Henry S. Cameron, who for the lastwenty-flv- o

yeara has been a railroad contractor and haa trav-

elled through the country from the Atlantlo to tha
Pacific In the line of hla profeaalon gives the fol-

lowing account of some of hla experiences In tho
construction of railroads In the West,

"My first largo contract," began Mr. Cameron,
" was in connection with the construction of the
Union racldo ltsllroad. Tho construction of this'
road haa alwaya been considered a wonderful feat,
and so It waa In Us conception, but In Its execution
It was ono of tbe easiest tasks I ever ensued lu.
From tho I'latto to tho river Jordan In Utah tho
country presents fewer engineering dlincultlcs
than any I ever aaw, and there was scarcely a
place lietweon Omaha ana Weber Canyon, a

of over a thou.und miles, where any grading
was necessary. But thla waa not known to the
authorities at Washington, and one of the moat
coolly Impudent robberies I ever heard of was
perpetrated by the Union Pacific Company, In

reliance upon the Government's
and lack of knowledge.

The lawlessucsa that prevailed during tho con-
struction of tho road was something unexampled
In the country since tho early days of California.
Tha workmen were Irish for the most part, and
inclined to bo violent, but they were not murder-
ous. But the road gangs wero accompanied by a
perfect swarm of gamolers who robbed the mon of
their last cent and wero a perfect peat. These
men wero old f rontleramen who were accustomed
to settling all disputes with knlfo and pistol, and
tho Irlsn fell Uko sheep before them. At tbe right
of each dealer at toe numerous faro table lay a
heavy army revolver, with the barrel sawed on to
render lta handling moro eaay and rapid, and In
many cases the catches on tne hammer were filed
away. The reason for Una was that a p atol of tbla
kind could be tllscharged In a second by almply
drawing back the hammer and letting It fall again,
thus aavlng several aeconda of valuable time. Be-
fore such men tho Irian, unskilled In arms, were
lielpless,aDd many buudroda wero killed before the
road waa completed. Sometimes Judge Lynch
stepped in, but generally the murders went on aa
If nothing had happ-nc- Tho wnolo road waa
lined wltti the wooden hcad-boar- of tbo slain,
beating the name of tho muMerod man ami tbe
simple but algnltlcant words, Killed at auch and
such a date. '

'Cheyenne and Laramie, which were each the
depots of the road for some time, were particu-
larly lawless placea In thoie uays, but they both

t'Cloro the rrlgu of terror that broke out at
Tomontory, In Utah, where the Union and Cen-

tral roads met. Here tho lawless elements of both
roads were brought together, and a perfect pande-
monium ensued. For fifty miles the roads were
built side by sMe, at there nas a dlsputo as to the
territory belonging to each, and both wished to ob-
tain the point which li claimed us Us terminus.
The gauas were guarded by armed men, between
whom Ueauly fights oltcn sprung ui. and the
loaaea were, in tho segregate, as heavy as these of
n considerable battle. The dispute was finally set-
tled and the roaua met at Ogdcn, which baa ever
since becu the terminus of each.

"When the construction was completed there
wore many thousauu of men without employment
lu a strungo country. The suffering that ensued
waa great. A few went to the mines and a few
louad petmanent employment ou the roads, but the
great majority were In a eesperate condition. The
effect ut this was to increase highway robbery to a
most ularmlng extent, and for months after the
men wero discharged no one could move about at
night with any feeling of safety. Borne of tho moat
desperate outlawa the Weal has ever seen date
their career of crime from tbla time. A man lived
lu tho midst of excitement In those days, and
I often regret tbat I ahall never sea their like
again. "

QUINN CROWDED THEM OUT.

THE IYORKINOWOMEN'8 MOTEMENT ALMOST

AT A STANDSTILL

The Originator or thn Work Did Not Want
to Join the Knight of Labor or Any
Other Organization, but Qnlnn not Hold
of It They May Form a New Society and
Keep Qnlnn and III Assistants Ont.

'Our effort to nmoliorato tho condition of
tho workingwomen of tho oity has all como
to naught," said ono of tho bravo women who
somo months ago inaugurated at Pythagoras
Hall n scries of meetings looking to tho or-
ganization for mutual benoflt and protection
of tho poorly paid women wago slaves of tho
city.

"What is tho causo?" asked thosympa.
thctio reporter to whom tho assertion waa
mado.

" It is all bocauso Master Workman Quinn
and his District Assembly 49 want to and has
in fact gobbled us up.

"Whon wo started tho movement it was
with no idea of rocruitlng for tho Knights of
Labor or any labor organization or party, for
tho women whom wo sought to benoflt wero
of tho class that could not support thomselves
with their earnings and could not cortainly
aid In tho maintenance of tho Knights of La-

bor with initiation fco and duos.
" Not only workingwomen, but rich womon

were expected to unite in tho effort, and wo
had many noble womon with their sealskins
and diamonds nrcBent at our meetings to
assist us in our attempt at raising up tho poor
workers.

"True, somo of tho women, members of
tho organizing committee, wero Knights of
Labor and trades unionists, but others were
not. Tho idea-wa-s to divorco tho movement
eiitiroly from labor organization. It was to
bo an effort for tho iudependenco of women.

" Quinn, of 49. saw this, and ho got tho
women of his District Assembly in it to ob-
tain control of --tho organization and forco it
into tho Knights of Labor. Tho result is that
wo havo been unablo to rcacli tho class that
we hoped to benefit. Thoy will not como to
our meetings, and tbo charitablo rich ladies
whom wo had enlisted in our cause havo
dropped out, whilo Quinn and his clique
rule."

Another of tho ladles who was engaged In
this laudablo enterprise was seen by tho re-
porter and asked regarding tho statement
that the organization haB failed of its object.
Bho said :

" Yes. Mrs. Daniels, our chairwoman, saw
that .thoro was no uso of opposing the 49
element and resigned. Miss Gabriel Grooloy
and Mrs. Thomas have failed to attond recent
meetings for tho same reason. Now there are
left but two or three of tho enthusiastic
women who originated the idea, amrng them
being Miss Mary C. Andrews and Miss Ida
Van Ktten, and I doubt if thoy will try longor
to battle against tho odds which Quinn has
opposed to them.,l The only thfng to do is to let 49 havo this
organization but in getting it It will securo
no more than it had beforo then organize a
now movement and excludo from it tho
women agitators of District Assembly 49,who
soo in tbo organization only an opportunity
to recruit the Knights of Labor, and, by tholr
action, defeat tho very object of tho move-
ment aid to tho poor workingwomen who
will not and cannot ho, brought into tho fold
of tho Knights of Labor or the trades unions." You can put it down that Mr. Quinn has
tho Pythagoras Hall movement under his
thumb, and that it has boen crushed. I wish,
however, that you would say that this man
alinn says what is not true whon ho says

at 49 gavo us tho use of the hall for noth-
ing. 'Wo paid for that hall 0very night that
wo used it not vory much, it is true, but all
that was asked."

Miss Andrews, one of tho original commit-
tee, who is a Knight of Labor, under tho
jurisdiction of District Assembly 04, was
loath to say anything about the diuicnlty,hut
acknowledged that there is a strong attempt
at a new organization to accomplish tho
original objoct of the Pythagoras Hall move-
ment an association entirely divorced from
other organizations of labor.

Are tbe Iteault of Accident.

Gold, as a rale, Is the last thing you will see In

soil. You may havo It under your feet
at the rato of $100 to the bucketful of dirt, and not
a grain will you soe unless that soil happens to be
furrowed by a receat rain. Then, It a stream
of water haa cnt It away, washing It clean to the
ledge, you may aes lying thereon the dull yellow
bits, and you may take them for blta of bras or
brass filing. Gold In its natlvo state Is not a showy
metal, not near as showy as tho glittering yellowish
pyrites of iron, which to often, by the Inexpe-
rienced, has been mistaken for the genuine ore.

A man, long out of luck, strolled ono morning In

coarto, ragged lumps, just aa It had fallen out of
the rotten quartz matrix. A lamons professor
came a tew montba afterwards, made a survey of
aome ground adjoining, pronounced It rich, pock-
eted hla 11, 600 fee, and on that ground and on the
etrenirth of that Burvey certain capitalists built ex-
pensive mining works, and when I paased by ihem

It I a n fact that Lincoln revised the
original draft of Seward's famous letter of Instruc-
tions to Minister Adams In May, 1841, not only cor-

recting the grave and dangerous blunders It con-
tained, bnt its language, ao that It came from
Lincoln's hands a document of greater dignity and
finish of languave. The December Century is
authority for tho further very Interesting fact that
Bowsrd wrote the original draft of the famous
closing passage of Lincoln's first Inaugural, but as
It came from Seward's hands It was comparatively
poor and mean In expression. Lincoln rewroto It,
and, while preservlog the germ of the fine poetlo
thought It contained, clethed It In Its present
Burpasstnily beautiful ana eloquent expression.
The passage la the familiar one referring to the
"my. tic chorda of memory stretching from every
battlefield to every heart and hearlbstons In thla
broad land," Ac. It is clear, therefore, that thia

Lincoln was not only a sounder
thinker than the classical and ornate Seward, but
he was a finer literary artist, since he could not
only mend his statesmanship, but correct and
Illuminate his style. Of academic learning Lincoln
had none, but bo bad carefully read the English
Bible, Milton and Shakeapcare; be had a finer
poetio imagination ihan Seward and he waa easily,
therefore, the more chaste and eloquent writer.
