Peter's Cathedral. Ho great vras tho Interest that
thousands of people poascd laat night upon tho
steps and In tho vicinity of thlt church waiting
pntlontly through tho long cold watches of tho
night for the opening of tho doors to admit tho
great host of peoplp Invited to Lo present. It U

estimated that thcro were at least eighty thousand
people within the walla of this church during the
ceremonial. Notwithstanding thu fact that the
number was to largo thero was no undue crowding
or disorder.

Three thousand Italian troops stood from early
morning until the close of the ceremony In the
1'laco St. Iterro In front of the cathedral. Tnese

Tho Interior of the church wat a niaaa ot brilliant
decorations. Stato banners, magnificent tapes-trie- s,

a profusion of flowers and every form ot
church adornment were grouped with artlstlotasto
agalmt the sombre, shadowy background ot dark
walls and gloomy Interior. Tne great majority of
the audience, entered tho church whon tho doors
were flrtt opened. Within nn hour after the open-

ing of the doors the greater part ot the vast au-

dience was In Its place. Alany were kneeling, wait-

ing with rapt eagerness for tho entrauco of tho
I'ope and tbe celebration of the solemn ceremonial
of thla day.

Near tho altar teats were reterved for tho repre-

sentatives of all of tho royalties of Europe. Here
In this group weru members ot the Diplomatic
Corps In full uniform, every membor of the Itotnau
aristocracy glittering In military, naval and conrt
dress. Tho special onvoys and regular ambaa-sulo- rs

wcro groupod near some four hundrod
Bishops aud Cardinals, who woro the magnldccnt
lobes belonging to tho Church service ack of
them was au enthusiastic group of pilgrims num-
bering Bomo Blx thousand. Theno pilgrims wero
from Spalu, provlncoa of Italy, from Franco. Aus
tria and Uermany. Thero wero among tho foreign-
ers aome five hundred Americans who obtained
tickets. Tho names of tho most prominent ot theao
bavo already been telegraphed to Tint Vouu.

Most conspicuous among tho Americans was Mr.
Blaine, who looked on with Intense and curious
Interest at tho great plcturo presented by thla rev-
erential audience, grouped In Buch numbers lu

BUSINESS IN THEJTDERAL BOILDING.

Ueports from tbe ninny Departments Housed
In tlio Ilia; IStons l'lle.

The New York I'ostmtBtcr will have a statement
of 1867 statistics completed during the present
week. Assistant Postmaster James Oayler said
yesterday: "Till our tables of statistics aro pre-
pared we can give no definite Information. 1 may
say, however, that tho continual lucrcaso in popu-
lation augments tho amount or postul matter
handled, and, therefore, the amount of work which
wo arc required to perform. Do I think the reduc-
tion of postage from three rents to two has tended
to Increase the nnmber of of letters sent? Well,
hardly. Y'ou see anybody who wants to write a
letter Isn't goiuic to hang back on acoouut of a
cent. Even If they were Inclined to they
could use a postal card. I look for the timo when
tne postage on letters will not ixcced one cent, and
will yield the Government a profit at that. The
Money-Ord- Department bos been liberally pat-
ronised, especially so during tho holidays, aud the
business la registered letters Is constantly on tho
Increase."

Ihe United States District-Attorne- ofllco has
transacted a vast umouut of business during tho
present year. First clv)l Assistaut Henry C. flatt
furnished the reporter with a aummarj for tbo
year. Oen. Ik H. Foster, havlnir resigned, will re-
tire from the Criminal Department, which has
been consolidated with the Seizure and Law and
Equity department, over which Abrain J. Koso Is
hereafter tu bo placed In charge, with Daniel
O'Connell as asslstuntund Abraham Calkin as clerk.

Ihe deficiency In the last appropriation bill for
tno Judiciary Department and the very limited
umomit allowed to tbe United States Attorney for
the Southern District of New York for tho conduct
of tho large and Increasing volume of business In
bis ii nice, havo necessitated a temporary decrease
in his lorce aud harder work for those who remain.
The appointment, under an act passed by tbe last
congress, of Judge Lacombo as an additional
United states Circuit Judge, has augmented tho
labor of tne Customs Bureau engaged In the trial
of an Immense calendar ot tariff cases, both old
and new, numbering about 1,600, tome of which
date back to 1BD7, and which the present United
States Attorney, with Industry and zeal, Is endeav-
oring to clear off the docketa of tho ofllce.

The term of the United States Circuit Court for
the trial of these customs suits began on Oct, 17,
l!c7. since that time 77 of such tnlts have been
tried, dttcontluued or otherwise disposed of.
One hundred and tlxty-fou- r new suits against col-
lectors have been commenced alnce Sept. 1, 1887.
'Iho court villi reconvene on Jan. 8. In the
Seizure and Law and Equity llnieau, daring the
past year, one hundred and nine cases have been
tried or otberwiaeldlsposed of, seven writs of error
argued and sixty-eig- new cases begun.

lu tho Criminal Department there have been DO

examinations, 60 Indictments and 88 convictions.
The average annual number of reports and letters
sent from tbe office Is about one thousand.

The local Inspectors of steam vessel! have tlono
a little moro work this year than last. Inspector
1'alrchlld aald: "lean only guest at the amount
of work done the past year by comparing It wltb
the report lor the year before. Tho number of pas-
sengers carried by steamboats In tho New York dis-
trict will amount to something over 400,000,000.
Tnere have beeu comparatively few accidents by
collision or snsgs and only a limited number of
wrecks. Several lives have been saved bv the va.
rlout stations la our district. There
have been a few lives lost by accidental drowning,
but no passengers have lost their lives In thlt dis-
trict during tbe past four tears. We have granted
about twelve hundred licenses to masters of veaselt
and something over nine hundred to pilots. A few
licenses of masters and pilots have been revoked
tor misconduct aud violation of rules. Abont fifty
steam vessels bave beeu added to the service here. "

Ihe United States marshal! have made several
Important arrests and have recovered considerable
valuable property. The j bavo served several hun-
dred processes lor the courts and bavo worn oat a
tew score pounds ot r.
