Mr. Small was followed by homo moro
letters. Juno 7, 1883, thu lover wrote that ho
was ill and wus going to Allegheny City. Ho
was heartily Bick of constant business, ho
said, had despaired of hope of his mother's
recovery, and was discouraged for his own
health, but was " btill with IPs and K's,
Bunnie's II aud K. K. M. Q."

Trom Pittsburg, Oct. 10, 1883, Mr. Arbucklo
complains that his enchantress is n poor cor-
respondent, and does not reply to his ques-
tions, aud tho like, but ho hoped to seo her
next week, and thought that adoen "IPs
and K's" would do him moro good than tho
medicine ho was taking.

In November he again hopes to seo her, for
they are still kept apart by cruel fato, busi-
ness, malaria, a sick brother and a bad liver;
aud ho is "over remaining yours, with IPs
and K's, B. B."

Again in December, 18S3, Babv Bunting
wonders that with all Ins ills ho has not lost
liesh and in sure that Bunnio has not lost her
appetite. Ho does not go to church because
hogets wringing wet with perspiration, but
is going to hear Henrv (BeocuerJ and remains
"N. B. and B. B." (Naughty Boy and Baby
Bunting).

Jan. 22, 1881, tho anxious swain complains
that "Dear Bnnnio" leaves him in horriblo
suspense "Why lo you not answer my
notes r" he asks, aud then inclosts " IPs and
K's." as usual, from " K. M. Q."

One letter, written by the plaintiff, was put
in evidence Tho meaty part is as follows;

and a small bng. I am w siting tor yon with a full
heart, longing, longing for joul Yours ever,

Hunsie.
Besides the letters Mr. Parsons introduced

a dozen telegrams cent m 1883 and 1884 to
Bunnie by Baby Bunting, telling of his move-
ments and each winding up with an injunc-
tion to write, anil then the defense rested and
a recess w as taken.

CHURCH MMBFRS AT ODDS.

THEY CALL ONE ANOTHER NAMES AND

OTHERWISE MMIEIIAVE.

The Mrlbmllut Kplseounl Church In West.
Chester Torn by ConlUrtliiK 1'nrtlnim
The New Chinch l'urly Helped Out by
the Votes of the Lnilles, Who Never Voted
llolorc Ilnril Words t'sed by Members.

Somo two months oi moro ago tho llov.
Mr. Adam, pastor of tho Methodist Episcopal
Church in Westchester, started out to bound
tho views of tho official and influential men
of tho church as to tho advisability of build-
ing n now church iu Railroad avenue, tho
main street of tho village., aud to get an idea
as to tho amount of money that would bo
subscribed for that purpose.

In it few weeks a meeting of tho official
board was called and n voto was taken on
tho question, tho new church planners get-

ting n majority. This caused a split in tho
church at once, somo going so far as to re-

sign their positions iu thoir various official
capacities, others not attending church ser-
vices if tho pastor conducted them, and act-
ing in an umumablo manner generally.

Things went on for a fow woeloi, wnon two
poems by n local w ritor appeared iu n paper
that is largely circulated here, tho tlrst of
which was a Iifcliko pen picturo of tho way
in which things stood, and Btirred things up
once more. Church members and professing
Cluistians found it convenient to call each
other liars, sneaks and such things without
shamo.

Tho culminating event took placo yostcr-d- a

afternoon, w hen tho annual mooting oc-

curred for the purposo of electing threo
trustees in placo of Isaac Clark, Alox. Rey-
nolds and He nrv Hojt. These bam o gentle-
men wero renominated by tho new church
party, whilo H. B. Hobby, of tho old church
party, wan nominated against Hoyt.

'I htn tho fun began. Tho old church party
had run in a crow it of people who seldom go
into a church of auv kind. Tho law was ex-

plained by tho douiinio to the effect that only
thoso who contributed regularly, whether
members tr not, to tho support of tho church
had a legal right to vote, and consequently
some wero debarred from voting.

It was seen that tho old church crowd had a
decidcel majority, and then camo tho coup do
graco, engineered by the ladies, nino of
whom, headed by a "Mother in Israel,"
filed in from tho parsonago, ballots in hand,
and doposited tho same in tho basket, thus
turning tho scalo in favor of tho now chnrch
party, which gained tho victory. Tho ladies
were in syinpathv with tho now church
movement. Mr. Hoyt, thoir representative,
roceived a majority of 3 votes, ho gotting 29
to Mr. Hobby's 20 votos.

As Clark and Reynolds w ero tho
Board of Trustees stand as beforo, with a ma-
jority of ono for tho now church. Tho polls
wero open for ono hour, and tluring that time
Bomodisgroccful scenes w ero enacted ond ex-

pressions unbecoming gentlemen nnel profess-
ing Christians wero uttered. Ono man

a church moniber of trying to buy hiB
volo by offering to pay his faro to Florida.

Thero aro many soro heads in town y

and tho victorious party is rejoicing over its
triumph. Tho members of the opposition
aro raving at tho action taken by the ladies,
saying that it is unprecedented simply

it has not been tho custom for ladies to
vote for either school or church trustees in
this village. To-da- y the stores and other
places of business nro filled with men warmly
discussing tho matter.

Tho goncral opinion now is that tho new
church will bo built. It is quite likely tho
opposition will petition the conference to
remove the present pastor next spring.

READING'S BAD STATU Or" AFFAIRS.

Nothing In tho Report tlmt lluslnrss Men
Wnnt Corbln to Compromise.

srrcuL to Tiir wnnLn I

Fhiladi ltiiia, Jan. C " What is thorn in
tho btory that business men aro urging Mr.
Corbin to compromise with tho miners aud
cmlthe strike ?"

This was tho question sent in to General
Manager McLcod this morning. His answer,
written across tho faco of thouoto.wasas fol-

lows: "Nothing. Havo not heard of any
business men being near Mr. Corbiu with
those purposes in view."

Ho refused to bo seen by reporters, return-
ing tho rosponbo, whtn catds wero Bent in,
that thero was nothing now , and that ho had
uotiung to say.

" I havo been conucctcd with tho Reading
Cool and Iron Corupauy cvor smto it was or-
ganized in 1870." said one of tho sales agents
this morning, "nnel in all my experience. I
never saw a worse condition of aflairs in tho
coal trado than there is V o hav o not
a siuglo ton of coal to consign to auv body.

"Tho railroad company has ordered all tho
coal now on tho tracks and not hitherto con-
signed to customers to bo turned over to it at
tho mines. Wo aro doing v irtually nothing.
All tho coal got out is not sufficient to bupply
tho Reading locomotives and keep tho Bhops
going.

"This action of tho railroad company in
seizing all tho coal now out of tho mines for
its own use is thought to indicato that tt ex-
pects tho strike to contiuuo for somo timo
and is preparing for it as best it cau."

A prominent manufacturer hero saj s that
if such big concerns as tho Reading Iron
WorkB and tho l'hn nix Iron Works havo to
go out of blast it will involvo an enormous
loss for thoso manufactories.

Ho thought that suits against tho railroad
company for not supplying tho furnaces with
coal according to contracts entored Into
would enstio and probably result in big dam-
ages if it could bo proved that tho company
is responsible for tuo present stato of aflairs.

SOLDIERS AT A FIRE.

A Big Building Burned at tho
Navy-Yar- d This Morning.

Admiral Gherardi's Men Turn
Out to Figtit tho Flames.

They .llnko but Poor Work at It. IJesplte
the Ailiulrnl's Conimnmti., when the
Urooklyn Firemen Come to the Rescue
.llan.nf.Wnrsiueii an tlio Ladders Loss
About 830,OUO-lloo- ks nnd Taper Moved.

Surrounded bv a small lako of ico whero
tho water from tho hydrants had frozen all
around it, tho ruined equipment building at
tho Nnvy-Vor- d, used for tho storage of heavy
ordinance, and tho Navigation Department,
smoked antl crackled and btcamed in tho
keen winter air this morning.

It caught firo from somo unknown cause at
12.30 a. m. Tho flames wero first seen in tho
office of Mr. Took, Chief of Construction,
where all tho papers nnd books of tho Con-

struction Department wero kept, together
with tno drawings, specifications and plaus of
tho now cruisers.

Tho building is n long structuro of about
two hundred by sixty foot, three stories high,
built entirely of brick, with corrugated iron
roofing. It runs almost duo north nnd
south.

Tho Navv-Yor- d is divided into streots liko a
smalltown, and thoso bounding tho burned
building nro on tho north, towards tho
Wallabout Caual, Second streot; on tho
south, toward tho York street ontrnnco of tho
Navy-Yar- d, First street; aud on tho west,
McDouough street.

Contractor 1'ook's offico is on tho Second
street end of tho building. Thoro aro several
offices i loso to each other at that particular
point, and thoy wero oil blazing away with tho
unanimity of a biij haystack when tho confla-
gration was first discovered.

Tho alarm was at onco given and tho drum
beat to iiuartors, as soldiers aud sailors wero
nliko called to liro quarters, Admiral Uherardi,
with all tlie officers under his command,
rushing out at tho first coll.

Tho Navy-Yar- d Urn department's engines
woru brought into play inside of a fow mln-uto- s,

and almost simultaneously tho regular
Urooklypj engines wero on tho secno.

Admiral Ghtrardidid not at first appreciate
tho necessity which existed for tho citv

Ho had an armv of men aud threo
engines under his control, and when En-
gineer Dalo camo driving down with his flro.
laddies tho commandant of tho Navy-Yar- d

beemnd to regard it as an intrusion." Wo can manngo this by ourselvos," ho
said ; then in a voico of command : " Capt.
Ramsey I" Thoro was no ansnor. "Capt.
O'Noill I I say, go iu thoro. Tuke your men ;
put out that tiro I"

District Lugtiieer Dalo knew moro about
fires than tho Admiral, ho having tho bulk of
tho experienco m that hue. Ho did not pro-
tend to hear nnd ertiietly sent out two moro
alonns for regular engines.

Tho tire-bo- Keth Low had also arrived
on tho sccno, and laid its big hose from the
Wallabout up to tho fire.

Meanwhile, dcspito tho efforts of tho local
force tho firo had gamed enormous headway.
A number of largo signalling rockets hatl bo.
come ignited and fizzed through tho build-
ing, starting tho flro in every direction, and
soon tho top story, from cud to end, was ouo
betthiug aud roaring mass of tlamo.

Engines 0, 7. 8, 9, 10 and 11, as well as
trucks 2 and 3, had arrived, and tho engines
with tho three Navy-Yar- d engines wero
pumping their double stream on the blaze
with hardly any apparent effect, while tho
flames burst from every window on tho top
story and tongues of flro lapped out under
tho roof and cat through tho supporting
rafters.

On tho northern end. facing Second street,
the building wnsgiittod from top to bottom,
and tho roof fell in shortly beforo 1 o'clock
in thu morning.

Tho efforts of tho firemen wero then
towards saving tho two lower stories

from utter destruction. At first this was
dtemod impossiblo, but tho enormous vol-
ume of water poured iu eventually overcame
tho fire, anil about a hundred aud thirty feet
of tho southern end wtro preserved from tho
llnint s as far ns tho lower stories wero con-
cerned. It was n difficult job, howovor, as
tho firemen wero unable to work on tho roof,
owing to its faulty construction.

Tho sailors on board tho ships Trenton.
Atlanta, Itostou, Dolphin, Enterprise aud
Vermont had been called toman tho Navy.
Yard hoso lines, which thoy did with a vigor
which was applauded by tho regular firo lad-die- s,

who, how in or. laughed at tho absence
of method displaced by Admiral Gherardi's
men.

When Admiral Uherardi was asked did ho
know anything about tho lire, hu only pointed
to tho starr rtalmswhtro " Kiugdom Como"
is reported to uxist aud turned to his inquirer
with tho tuteirogiittd response. " Whj don't
you ask tho mint up thero f"

'I ho firo blazed aud burned for nearly four
hours beloro it was thoroughl) subdued.

'I ho Tiro Departnicut engines then went
back to their stations, whilo tho Navy. Yard
steamers remaitieel by tho smouldering wreck
of what had been a valtiablopiecoof Govern-
ment property at midnight, anil thu tired and
drenched bohliers ami sailors turned in to
sleep after their unusual call to quarters,
while the sentries still patrolled their beats
the same as if nothing had happened.

Admiral Gcrbardi was seen at his office this
morning. Ho said that while many of tho
n cords m the offices wero destroved, most of
them aro in duplicate in Washington. The
plans for tho new armored cruisers weroonl)
copies, and tho aro all saved, as were also
most of tlm instruments on the third floor.
