John Cami bell, tho fireman nt tho
tcBtlilcd that he was In tbo bollor-roo- m at the time
of tbo explosion. Ho noticed no smell of escaping
gas, nud conld not account for tho explosion. Ilo
saw I'lalstid about twenty minutes beforo tbo ex-
plosion, and was sure that he was sober.

K. J. Kulcr, general superintendent ot the works,
said: "lainsatlHncdth.it the explosion was not
duo to gas, but I don't bay that It was caused by
dynamite. "

Thomas Shcehon, tho nlgfrt watchman at tho
works, was ninety feet away when the explosion
took place There was no flash, and he noticed no
peculiar smell of gunpowder or ether substances.

Mlcnael Gorman, of (00 West Thirty-eight- h
street, who through tho cellar half an hour
before the c.trlo-m- n occurred, said that he noticed
no leak of gas In thu cellar.
