Cries of "Bring a doctor" were next
licnrd, and Officer Dolnn came ont of the
lion with ft blanchod face, saying; "A man
lias cut his throat 1 Send for on ainbnlanco."

It turned out that a notorious burglar,
highwayman nnd piokpookot named George
Harrison, alios Fred Dennett, alias Frank
Belniont, alias Dutch Fred, had taken n razor
from his pockot nml deliberately cut his
throat from tar to car in tho presence- of somo
fifteen or twenty of his follow-prisonor-

A colored man nnmod George Burton saw
Harrison tako out tho razor and tried to stay
his hand, but Harrison was too quick, and his
life-bloo- d spurted all oer Barton's face.

Tho would-b- o suicide's wifo and two
children were in tho court-roo- and when
the tidings reached them their cries of grief
nddid to tho confusion. An ambulance
camo promptly, however, and took tho

suicide to tho Chambers Street Hos-
pital, the woman and her children following
m its wake.

Harrison, or Dutch Fred, is well known to
the police of this and other cities. He has
wrvedtwo terms in the penitentiary and
one in Sing Sing, and two years ago mado
n noted escape from tho Long Island City
Jail. His pfcturo is No. 81 in the Bogues'
Gallery.

His crime was a burglarious assault upon
"Edward Ding, a saloonkeeper nt 212 Broome
street on Dec. 14, 188C.

Harrison, in cpmpony with a crook named
Edward Biley and another, hid in a closet in
tho saloon until 2 o'clock in tho morning,
wheiKling was on his way to his bedroom
with tho cash token over the counter during
tho day.

They foil upon Eling in tho hallway, when
Harrison knocked him down and tho others
ran away with tho money.

lliloy was arrested two blocks away by Off-
icer Kollaher, and was necontly convicted
and sentenced to fifteen years in State prison.

If Harrison had been arraigned to-d- ho
would probably got twenty years, though his
counsel. liobort A. Livings-
ton, intended to ruovu for a now trial on tho
ground of mistaken identity.

BIEDENPELD'S YUDOW SMILES.

Tbo Inqur.t Over the Jealon. Second Ave-
nue Druggist Ilrjinn.

Coroner Lidman began an inquest this
morning in the caso of Halberg Biedenfold,
tho German druggist of 3 Second avenue,
v ho died on Sunday last aftor accusing his
clerk, Anders Holm, with having injured
him in a quarrel ovor a ganio of sixty-si- x on
tho Friday night before.

Biedenfold had a young wifo and was jeal.
ous. Tho quarrel grew out of her attentions
to a former clerk, Leo I'olzer, who was one
of tho party.

Detective William Kourke. of tho Fifth
street police, brought Holm into the Coro-
ner's court. Holm is a Swede, twenty-seve- n

years old, and married. His hair and little
mustacho aro straw color. His naturally
long, woo-bego- face was made sadder by
his situation.

His hands and feet were in constant mo-
tion, and his largo, light-blu- o eyes wandered
from object to object in tho distressingly
unoruamented court-roo- His young wife
Bat in court weeping pitifully.

Maurice Meyer represented young Holm as
counsel.

Mrs. Biedenfeld was in the audience. 8ho
is a plump, d little woman, with
a pretty face, which was made more attrac-
tive by the widow's bonnet and veil. But
the round face was not mournful. Tho cherry
month smiled and showed pretty teeth.

Coroner Lidman had BOlectedTjurors from
tho neighborhood whom he could vouch for
and who knew all of the parties. After two
had been excused for deficiency in their
knowledge of English, tho following re-
mained :

I found Mr. Biedenfeld under the influence of
liquor. On Saturday afternoon Biedenfeld went
out on the street.

Coroner Kidman Were yon told when ion called
Saturday morolug that there had been an all night
Jamboreo there T A. Ye. I was told that they had
drank beer and wine all night.

To Mr. Meyer Dr. Humler said:
I think Biedenfeld was under the Influence of

liquor when he told me he had been murdered. I
did not think Mm In danger of death, but he was
nut so drunk, mat he did not koow what bo was
talking about. Mrs. Biedenfeld wat sober on both
occasions.

Coroner's Physician Bcholcr testified that
bo found no marks of violence on the body
of Biedenfeld, but there was a rupture of the
livor an inch and a half long.

Tho liver and kidney showed thatBieden.
leld was a heavy drinker. The rupturo
might have resulted from a fall or a blow.

Dr. Franz Serr, of 2 Second avenne. testi-
fied that ho was called to see Biedenfeld at 1
P. M. on Saturday, and found him in muoh
lain, but thought ho was iu no danger.

lie saw him agutn at 6.80 o'clock and found
binuruprotcd.

Dr. G, Treskatis testified, and then a rocess
Was taken.

Snap.nd.d
from Dutj.

Policeman Joseph P. McGnire, of the
Mulberry street station-hous- e, and John
Irving, of the Mercer street squad, who

in a flerco duol with long night-stick-s

in Bleecker street last night, in a qua.Tel
over two women, were this morning sum-

moned beforo Supt. Murray.
Each blamed tho other for tho first assault.

The ovidenco seemed the strongest against
McGnire, for. as Inspector Conlin expressed
it, the blood from the fight was on tho north
side of the street, in ,the Fifteenth Precinct,
whero McGuiro had no excuse for going.

The charge against them, when considered
with the attending circumstances, is one of
tho most serious ones that can bo made
againtt a policeman.

The .Superintendent reprimanded them
sharply for their gross misbehavior, which
had entailed disgrace upon their uniform
and tho department to which they aro at-
tached, and then took from each ono his
shield and suspended him from duty.

Complaints were served upon them before
they left the building, so that tho Commis-
sioners can nut them on trial on Monday and
openly dismiss them from tho force at once
or on the following day.

McGuire has been on tho force about three
years. 'When in the department only a few
weeks he summoned Policeman Powers to
his assistance, called a man ont of a saloon
on Sixth avonao. clubbed, him unmercifully
and left him lying on the street without
making nn arrest.

Inspector Williams, who was Captain of
the old Twenty-nint- now the Nineteenth
Precinct, pnt the man on trial, his object
being to get rid of Mctinire as a man totally
unfitted to be on the police force. The trial
took place beforo Commissioner Porter, who,
instead of rocommending him for dismissal,
fined him thirty days' pay and transferred
him to another precinct.

Irving has a much better record and has
been regarded as a good policeman, but his
fato is sealed now, and he will follow Mc-
Guire into retirement.

Tho Mulberry street returns give McGuire
as the first assailant, while dipt. Brogan's
returns are ominously silent on the subject,
the superior officers there not being able to
speak a good word for him.

The Whyo Chief Sale In the Tomb, nt the
Time Lawyer Howe Argue, a Mellon

Tho great crowd of people who had
gathored in Part III of tho Court of General
Sessions, to listen to tho argument for a new
trial for Dan Drisooll, was startled shortly
after 11 o'clock this morning, by a rumor
that tho Whyo murderer had been ablo to
procure a razor and had cut his throat iu tho
prisoners' box. It was soon learned that the
would-b- o suicide was a highwayman awaiting
sentence, while tho slayor of Beozlo Garrlty
was safelv locked in his cell at tho Tombs
and tho disturbance abated.

Tho long daily calendar of tho court was
gone through, nml it was 12 o'clock when
Counsellor Howe began tho last plea which
which con bo mado in on earthly court for
Driscoll.

Mr. Howo commenced deliberately to stato
the object of his motion, and said :

" Iu making this motion boforo Yonr
Honor a long presentation of facts will bo
unnecessary as you presided at tho trial and
will rocoll all of tho facts of tho caso. So

you will ngreo that tho case went
to the jury on tho ovidanco of Carrio Wilson
and McCarthy.

" You will also remember that wo chargod
McCarthy with tho murder, and that tho
dying woman stated that McCarthy fired tho
shot which killed her. It is truo sho after-
wards stated that Driscoll did the shooting.

" Carrie Wilson stated that she was at the
house 1C3 noster street at 3.45 o'clock on the
morning of tho shooting and that she saw
Driscollshoot at McCarthy and kill tho Gar-rit- y

woman."
Mr. nowo then went on to show the im-

probability of the Wilson girl's testimony
when she said she left tne scone quietly, saw
several policemen and talked with a woman
at her home in Chrystie street and yet said
nothing about a murder till she told tho story
that night to Police Captain Meakim.

Commissioner Aitannon'. Explanation of
That To Bulky lit port.

Tbo Commissioners of Accounts do not
concur with Mayor Hewitt in the (opinion
that thoy do not conduct their office prop-
erly. The Mayor mado a bulky report on
tho Dook Department tho text of his expres-
sion of disapproval.

Commissioner Joseph D. Adamson read
Ttie World's story this morning and said
" This is the first intimation which I havo
had that tho Mayor is dissatisfied with onr
work.

"Wo aro required by tho Consolidated
act," ho continued, " to mako quarterly re-
ports of the condition of the Financo Depart-
ment to tho Mayor. This wo do Tegularly,
and this is tho only report which is made
mandatory by the law.

" The Commissioners aro empowered to
into the workings of other departments

as thoy deem fit, and usually do so at tho
of tho Mayor.

" Mayor Hewitt has often asked for infor-
mation of this character, and it has always
been given him as we wero best able to give
it,

" Tho report concerning the Dock Depart-
ment was made to the Mayor in the latter
part of October, and it was undoubtedly
voluminous, containing, as it did, a great
mass of testimony. Late in December Mayor
Hewitt asked for a supplemental report,
which waa furnished, him yesterday.

' We do not con tent oursolvw-Mtrtl- with'
reporting tho testimony taken, but always
sum up tho result as we find it, and this re-

port of conclusions reached accompanies
tho testimony and other exhibits in the case."

Concerning the cost of running tho office
Mr. Adamson said that thn Consolidated act
increased the powers of tho Commissioners
and added fresh duties. From mere ac-
countants it mado them examiners, with
power to summon witnesses.

TOM PLATT BEATEN

His Residence Was Not In the
City of New York.

Gov. HillSuBtainod by the Jury'a
Verdiot.

Not Eliglblo to tho Offloo of
Quarantlno Commissioner.

Tho Bos Will Tako the Caio to the
Court of Appeals,

ALfUttr, Jan. 13, Jndge Mayham's court-

room was jnmmcd this morning in anticipa-
tion of a verdict in tho Piatt cose.

Tho jury, which had boon locked tip all
night, filed into the Bnpremo Court Chamber
about 10 o'clock. Each member of it looked
as if ho had enjoyed very little sleop.

A hush pervaded tho crowd of spectators as
the Court, in response to an inquiry as to
whether a verdict bad been agreed upon, was
handed a largo onvolope. The clerk rend its
contents.

It declared that it was tho unanimous de-
cision of tho jurors that nt the timo Mr. Flatt
was appointed Quarantine Commissioner,
Jan, 9, 1880, he had no legal residence and
dnmlcilo in tho Metropolitan Police District ;

therefore ho was not only ineligible to the
oflleo, but has held It illegally for eight years.

Mr. Moak, realizing that this meant noth.
ing more nor less than that Piatt was no
longer a member of the Board of Quarantine
Commissioners, immediately moved for a
new trial.

Tho Court denied the motion.
The caso will now be taken to the Court of

Appeals.
Boss Piatt was not in Court at tho time tho

jury rendered its decision.
Frank II. Piatt, his son and bondsman,

was present, however, and received the an-

nouncement with little apparent astonish-
ment.

" It's no more than I anticipated." said
young Piatt to Tne Wobuj correspondent,
" with such a Judge and such a jury."
