Dcdlin, Jan. IN Mr. Wilfred Soawea Blunt, at
present confined In Oalway Jail under the Coerolon
act, was on Friday deprived of an overcoat which
be bad boon permitted to wear over the prison
dress. IndUmnt at tbs treatment, Mr. Blnnt flung
off his prison attire and demanded his own clothes,
which were not given him. Mr. Blnnt then took a
blanket, roiled It around bis person and paced bis
rell thus clad. Saturday be visiting Justices bad a
meeting and saw Mr. Blnnt, who made the follow-

ing Important statement. He offered to make It on
oath, but the justices declined to so receive It. Mr.
Blnnt satd:

On yesterday, Friday, the Governor, with tbe
chief warden, entered my cell and Informed me
that he had a painful doty to perform, as be bad
i ecelved positive orders from the Prisons Bosrd to
reprlve me of my great oat, if necessary by force.
He sail that there were two ways, by either ot
wbloh be would do It; by the head warder using
nominal force, or by a number of warders who
would use actual force for tbe purpose.
I replied that to save trouble I would
not actively resist, and on tbe threat
of violence 1 gave up the coat. While absolving
the prison's officials from blame I consider I am
suffering persinal persecution and fearing I might
be removed to some other prison where I would
not have tbe safeguards for my life, ub, owing to
the honorable character of the ofneeta I have In

this prison,! feel bound to explain to you the
on wbtoh I found my apprehension.

"In September lsst I was ataylng In a coiintry
house In the south uf England, where I fonnd my-

self In company with Mr. Bslfonr. We had con-

versations on tbe Irish question. He explained to
me his Ideas abont tbe means to be taken to pnt
down tbe Home-Rol- e movement. He stated he
considered the whole movement depended
on the personal Influence of some half a
doxen men, and If be could get them out
of the way tbe movement would collapse. This
conld be done by means of tbe Coerolon act, by

which they would be able to get the
leaders Into Jail for six months with bsrd
laboi. tie said the treatment would 'be
very severe very different from the treatment by

Mr. Forster of bis prisoners, and would be so severe
that those who bad not strong health would not be
able to support It-- W lib respect to Mr. John Dillon
he said, I shall be sorry for John Dillon, as be haa
some good points about him. He will bave six
months, and as be has bad bealtb be will die in
prison.'

I was so much Impressed by these statements
that when I heard of tbe Mltchellstown affair I came
to Ireland and warnod Mr. Dillon and Mr.

O'Brien of what was Intended. I know Air. Ba.
four Is aware of this, and I believe he attributes to
this action or mlno tbe fact tnat John Dillon was
ont ot Ireland when the warrant for his arrest waa
Issued. To this I attribute the virulent character of
