i this town, says tho Court of Appeals in its
dismissal of the test case against Jamos II.
Broslln, of tho Gllsoy Houso, for violation of
tho liquor laws in furnishing wine, boer and
liquors to his guests.

Mr. Breslln purposoly disobeyed tho polico
orders by furnishing wino to his guests in
order to mako a test case and obtain a deci-
sion of tho question of law as to the right of
hotel-keepe- to furnish liquors with meals
on Sunday as well as any other day of tho
week.

Ho was arrested on a warrant. Ho pleaded
pot guilty. Justico Lawrence roinanded him
to custody on habeas corpus proceedings and
tho General Term issued a writ of error and
upon a roviow docidod that Mr. Broslln
should be discharged, giving the opinion that
the law nmdo a distinction between Sunday
Foiling of liquor as a beverage and furnishing
liquor with Sunday dinners to hotel guests.

Col. II. G, Ingersoll appeared for Mr. Bres-li- n,

and E. Henry Lacombo, then Corpora-
tion Corporation Counsel, sont a notice of
appeal on him in behalf of " Abraham It.
Lawrence, as Justico of tho Supromo Court
whose decision had been overruled."

All of the points at issue woro incor-
porated in tho appeal and its answer. All
were argued, but tho Court of Appeals

that Justice Lawrence had no standing
in tho cane as a party interested, nnd that his
appeal must bo dismissed on that ground,
without deciding on the main and real ques-
tion at issue, tho District-Attorn- ey or tho
State'! Attorney-Gener- al alono being

to mako tho .appeal, aa tho people
we the parties aggrieved, if there is any
grievance.

This loaves tho caso just as it was boforo
tho appeal. The decision of tho General
Term is now tho law, and hotel-keepe- rs aro
by their docislon allowed to furnish wino
With meals or in the rooms of guests.

District-Attorne- y Fellows is in Albany,
but Assistant District-Attorne- y Somplo says :
" Of course tho main question is still un-
settled, and X think it moro than probablo
that, in viow of tho unanimous public de-
mand that tho question bo adjudi-
cated onco and forever, Mr. Fellows
will mako tho necessary appeal in
the case. Tho Court of Appeals can-s- ot

form itself into a law lecturer, and may
only decide actual disputes between parties.
Justice Lawrence nod: no dispute lie was
not interested."

, Excise Commissioner Woodman said to an
EvBirtMe) Would reporter : " Wo have no'
feeling in tho matter, but want it settled
beyond dispute. I disliko to speak for tho
other Commissioners, but they aro moro
liberal than I and I am of opinion that hotels
may furnish wines with meals and in rooms
of guests."rBut I do not think this applies to ordi-
nary restaurants. Tho law says that thoro
shall be no sale of liquor betweon 1 and 5
o'olock in the mqrning, nor on Sundays. Tho
same section goes on : But this shall not bo
construed as prohibiting hotels from enter-
taining guests at all times, subject to tho lim-
itations of this section."

" Anothor section says that hotels must fur-
nish sleeping accommodations to guests. But
I think that restaurants should, as the tern- -

orary home of their guosts, be nrivilego liko
otels. That is a quostion which ought io bo

decided, however. If complaint should bo
made to us against a hotel-keep- I should
move its dismissal."

CntoAoo, Jon. 18. Two moro victims of
tho storm in northern Hurd County, Dak.,
aro reported. A fanner who started for a
doctor was found thirty-si- x hours afterwards
with his horse standing beside his dead body.
A man six miles west of Millard loft his
house, telling his wife if the storm inorcased
ho would stay at tho bam. no has not yet
boon found.

Tho report of tho death of a school tcaohor
and sixteen children at Clear Lako Township
in castorn Edmund County, at first discred-
ited, is truo. Parties who havo como from
Warner, Dak., stato that tho bodios of tho
toachor and six children havo been found.

H. W. Obapiuf of Minneapolis, supposed
to havo been lost, arrived in Aberdoen last
night.

Highmoro, Dak., reports that, sistor Will-men- a,

of Stephen Mission, twenty miles
south of thero. was caught by tho blizzard
on hor return from the homo of tho priost.
Tho quarter scction,within which the mission
buildings aro, is fencod in, and whon sho was
found by searchers.who used a ropo to guido
them, she was standing up and Still nlivc.
She was carried to her room, where sho died.

Word comes from Wolsely, noar Huron,
Dak., of two moro deaths.

Tho DruBO family live on n farm nino miles
southwest of Wolsely. Kathariiio Druso,
with a sister, was at a Barn about siity rodB
from tho houso whon the storm camo ap.
Kntharino stnrted for tho houso, but lost her
way. Tho next morning her body was found
about forty rods from tho house.

A Yankton (Dak.) special says : Onlv two
doath a aro reported so far in Yankton County,
and two in Clay. In Bonhomme County
nineteen deaths aro reported. From South
Dakota 104 deaths aro reported. In o

County 200 head of frozen cattlo woro
counted in ono placo and 140 at another.
Dead cattlo and hogs may bo seen along tho
road from Yankton to Springfield. The
snow-drift- s aro said to be 80 feet dop.

Charles Gray, living near Tekomah, Neb.,
died yesterday from exposure in Thursday's
storm. Ho walked all night between his
horses to keep from freezing, and was found
half a mile from homo badly frozen.

Miss Loulso Itoyco, a school-teache- r eight
miles from Plainview, Neb. , had but thrco
pupils on the day of tho storm. She started
at 2 o'clock with the children for u houso
about twenty rods distant, but lost her way.
All lay down in tho snow and Miss Itoyco
wrapped up the children as best sho could.

Early in the night one child died and later
a'second'one'rtnd' just as mornizlg broke the
third child succumbed to tho cold. Miss
Itoyce then managed to reach the house, less
thnn twenty rods away. Both her feet are
badly frozen and they will probably havo to
bo ainputntod.

TO REPEAL TIIE POOL LAW.

The Gattcnburaf Swindle Likely to be Stopped
Very Soon.

A bill to repeal the law which permits the selling
of pools on race-trac- was Introduced In the New
Jersey Legislature at Trenton yesterday. Its father
Is Frank McDermltt, the member from Essex.

The bill under which the bookmakers on New
Jersey race-trao- now operate waa passed last
year, despite a great deal of opposition. The game
now being played at tbe Quttenburg track to which
Tub World has called attention has, Mr. Mc-

Dermltt states, Induced him to try and have the
law repealed. Mr. McDermltt Is one of the n

Assemblymen In Jersey. Last winter he
was known as tbe "Fiery Frank." There Is no
doubt that he will mako a lively fight on the bill
which be has Introduced.

Many of the memuers of tho Houso aro in favor
of tbe bill, and It will take a hard atruggle on the
part of the pool men to defeat It. Under the bill as
presented by Mr. McDermltt the will
be stopped, not only at Quttenburg but at Mon-
mouth Park. There was probably no man In the
House who knew yesterday morning that anoh a
bill waa to be Introduced, every one supposing that
the bard fight of tbe last winter and their
ultimate victory had settled the matter for good.

In the midst of the day's monotonous business
Mr. McDermltt electrified the gloomy Assembly
Chamber with bis bill. Message were at onco
sent to the s, and their lobby
will probably be down at Trenton In force. A
great deal of money will doubtless be spent to
defeat tbe bill. It was said that the boodlcrs did
not pay up last year, and after the bill went to the
Senate the ABsemblymen tried In vain to get It back
and kill lr.

Fort McKiNNsr, Wyo., Jan is. A disastrous
Are occurred Monday morning at 1 o'clock. The
pott commissary building was entirely consumed,
with Its contents. The estimated lots 1 1100,000.
There wa no insurance. Tno building was stocked
with commissary supplies to last until May next.
Tbe companies at tbe post have a supply of rations
to last ten days, not Including food for tbe of)lccrsr
fsmllles. Tho fire originated In some way from a
ore need In tho building to keep goods from freezing.
It Is supposed there was a defective due, Tbe gar-
rison baa been ordered to balf rations. Flour,
pork and fresh beef can be purchased In open
market, but augar, coffee and canned goods cannot
le procured In the country. The snow bothway, north and south, Is drifted from Ave to ten
feet deep and It la almost Impossible to run goods Into
the country .owing to tbe extremely cold weather.

Water could not be got to extinguish the Are, and
lor aome time the headquarters building and Quar-
termaster's storehouses were lu great danger. There
was no wind at the time or the post would have
been entirely destroyed. Trie post trader's store
and merohanta In Buffalo havo only a small stock
of groceries and canned goods and there are pi as-
pects of a famine. The commanding officer of tbe
post. Gen. Brlsulne, baa telegraphed to depart-
ment headquarters for provisions to be forwarded
by fast freight from tbe nearest post, bnt owing to
the extreme cold and deop snow It Is ImpoasiDle to
say when supplies can get there, 'the Wyoming
telegraph and telephone wires were bnrned ami
prostrated. Tbe thermometer at some place Is 68
degrees below zero.

Among tho fcnialo breadwinners of this
city who toil and strugglo for moro pittancos
and oko out a precarious oxistonco in ordor
that a few men may mako large profits, tho
lacomakors faro vory poorly.

Thero aro a good many young girls, whoso
agos ran go from ton to fifteen years,

lu tho trado, and thoir wagos aro from
$2 to $3 a weok in somo establishments. Tho
discipline is vory strict and tho hours of la-
bor ton a day.

A young woman, who was formerly em-
ployed iu a laco ' manufactory, informed an
Evejjino Would rcportor that many of tho
girls aro very poor, and livo in tho pent-u-

illy vontilatod tcnomont-house- s. Somo livo
with thoir parents, and not a few ot them
join together and rent a room or two and

keep houso " on a buiuII scalo so small, in
fact, that thoy havo very littlo to eat and
drink and ory poor garments to wear.

A girl clovou years old said t
" It is real hard work in tho factory I work

in, iu South Fifth avonuo. We go in at 7.30 in
tho morning, and when wo sit down to our
machines wu aro not nllowod to got up with-
out permission, and thon only by notifying
tho forewoman. Wo havo to pay for needles
if wo break them and any damago to tho nia-ohi-

has alio to bo Bottled for out of our
wages. I livo at home with my parents and
havo what I earn to pay for olothes.

"Somo of tho girls in our place nro very
poor, and I know that thoy havo only tho
clothes thoy wear. They bring for lunch a
slico or two of broad and butter and some-
times a littlo meat. I havo hot boon long at
tho work. I got only S2 a week, but somo
oldor girls get $3 each. I shall quit the placo
as soon as I can find a bettor ono."

At 3 o'clock this morning tho policeman in
Fulton street saw donso smoke pouring from
the window of tho sub-colla- r. Ho soundod
an alarm. Tho smoko awakened tho femalo
table-waiter- s, who slopt on tho fourth floor,
and Mr. and Mrs Mouquin, on tho third
floor. It was so dense that, ponio stricken,
they all fled to the roof and passed over to tho
roof of adjoining buildings and thenco to tho
street.

Tho fire was subdued. It burned only in
tho wino collar and larder, t. It evidently
started in somo way from the Btcam-hcatin- g

moter, through which livo pounds pressure
was allowed during tho night. Tho fire broke
many bottles and heated much wine, so that
every bottlo for several foot must be openod
beforo selling, entailing in spoiled wino a loss
of probably $10,000. 1'wo B filled
with meat nnd vegetables were ruined, floors
bnrned throagh and crockery and glassware
broken. The wholo loss was $11,000, which
was fully covered by insurance.

George Field waa not the only baby born In San
Franclico during the holiday aoason, as balf a
dozen advertisements published during the past
week testify. Indeed, San Francisco seems at
present to be mulcted with an epidemic of destitute
babies. These advertisements all offer babies of
all complexions and sexes for adoption. Mldwlvea
have accumulated such a stock or Infancy that
babies are u drag In the market. To be sure, the
majority of this stock aro as destitute of names .a
of fortune, but to an Examiner reporter, who
looked at a number of youngsters yesterday, thoy
appeared just about as njndsome and as healthy as
If a loving .laddy bad trotted each aronnd a room
all the night long.

In an establlibmcnt on Folsom street were two
boys, one fair, with clean-c- features

and delicate tapering little fingers; tbe other
darker, falter, and with leatnres not less pretty,
though rounder and moro obscure. Tho first was
the culld of an unfortunate unmarried young
woman from Eureka. Tho other waa a legitimate
child, son of a German couple, who had quarrelled
und between whom a divorce case Is now pending.
During the excitement of the trial of the caae tho
mother could not sparo tho. time nocessary to tho
care of her child and the father nover thinks ot It.

At another house a baby was found on the door-
steps wltn a 110 bill fastened to Its nrlst. The ma-
tron of the eaiabllsiuncnt laid that she had been
Incky ; that ahe had found homes for three babies
within a month. She was anxious to get rid of
this one, and offered tho reporter a commission If
he would get some ono to adopt the baby then at
her house.

' ' Commission on what T" asked tho reporter.
Well J, of course. I will not let the baby go

without being paid for my trouble In attending to
It," replied tho matron.

Wno were the parents of the other babies!"
was' tbe next qncBtlon.

" I don't know I don't ask I don't want to
know," replied the matron. "It la lust as well
that the people who adopt these children should
not know where they come from, and In esse any
one tries to trace the babies back I dont want to
know any moro aboul the children than I can help.
And then suppose a woman who deserted her child
wanted to cla in him when bo is well grown. If I
don't know where tbe onlld came from, I can't tell
her who has him, can IT He might be lu any one
of a hundred houses?"

(they were all under two weeka old) waa one twelve-pound-

twoten-poundr- and several weighing
elwht pounds. But the nfleen-ponn- d record of the
Kxaminer't boy at tho City Prison remains un-
broken. He Is the prize Chrlatmaa baby, and the
fat subscription taken up by the Kiamlntr ahows
that he got the prize.

As far as could bo lesrned not one of the desti-
tute holiday-bor- n babies, George, of course,
excepted, baa found friends to glvo him a home.

DRISCOLL respited"

Throe Moro DayB of Lifo Granted by
Gov. Hill.'

The Court of Appeals Refuses a
Stay of Execution.

No Hope of I.lfo from the Highest Tribunal
Desperation ofnho Whyo Una the Con-

demned Man Ileen Plotting Fresh Vio-

lence T Extraordinary Precautions Taken
Aronnd HI Cell In the Tomb Warden
Walsh' Ulndnos In Itetnrn for Abuse.

fSTTCUt. to Tmt wontn.1
Amant, Jan. 18. Gov. Hill, on applica-

tion of W. F. Howo, counsol, respited Daniel
Driscoll for threo days this morning.

This action was taken immediately after
tho Court of Appeals had roudorcd a decision
holding that thoro was no causo for a stay
of tho excoution whleh was fixed for next
Friday.

In his appeal to tho Court Mr. Howo in-

sisted that ho had additional ovidenco which
ho would bo able to produoo at tho trial to
show that Driscoll was mado to Buffer for tho
acts of othors, and that a now trial would
certainly roBult in an acquittal.

Dibtrict-Attorno- y John II. Follows declared
that tho Court had no jurisdiction in tho
caso. Tho caso had boon fairly triod and
Driscoll had boon convictod. Tho statnto
prescribed a cortain ponalty for his offense,
and tho law loft no other alternative than
that punishment must follow.

Tho judges without loaving their scats do-

cidod unanimously that thoy had no ground
for granting a stay.

Immediately on hearing tho docislon Mr.
Howo hurried to tho Executivo Chamber.
Thero ho begged tho Govomor to do what
tho highest tribunal docidod was not In its
power.

" Dan Driscoll is tho olevorost and most
dangorous criminal in this country, and we
havo to take especial precautions in liis caso."

So said Sheriff HnghJ. Grant this morn-
ing whon asked tho causo of certain carpen-
try work jnst complotod in tho neighbor-
hood of Driscoll's cell in tho Tombs.

Until yostorday tho doputy Bhcriffs occu-
pied chairs insido tho coll, and visitors to tho
condemned man were nllowod to stand or sit
botweon tho deputies and Driscoll, shako
him by tho hand and give him nowspapors or
documents direct.

The Sheriff's mon of cogrso kept Driscoll
in viow all tho timo and watched his every
movement with untiring vigilanco, but norno-thin- g

was noticed yestorday which made
them fool that extra core was needed.

Beyond tho fact that thero was an ugly,
doBporato look in Driscoll's eyo tho deputies
will stato nothing as to the reason for thoir
alarm, but it is cortain that last evoning ono
of tho doputios reportod to his ohiof that
stops ought to bo taken to prevent any ono
coming within reaching distance of the con-
demned man.

A carpenter was at onco sont to tho prison
to eroct two stout wooden barriers across tho
corridor outside Driscoll's cell, one six feet
and tho other twelve foet distant from tho
cell door.

When tho barriers woro completed tho dep-
uties plaoed their chairs between them, and
left Driscoll free to promenade from his cell
door to tho first baraier.

Heroafter visitors will have to Btop at the
second barrier and talk to tho condemned
man over tho heads of the deputies. This
step has undoubtedly, been taken for fear
that Driscoll will do violenco to some one, as
both Father Gelinns and the Sisters of Mercy
aro to remain outsido tbe second barrier.

This morning an extra deputy was placed
on guard, tho four on duty being Delmon,
Fitzgerald, Carraher and Mulvaney. Dris-
coll would not talk to Father Gelinns when
the latter called and said ho did not want to
ont anything- - Ho gulped down a cup of cof.
feo and sont back a trayful of tempting

which the Warden had provided.
Warden Walsh's treatment of Driscoll

proves that he is ono of tho kindest-h- e artod
and most forgiving of men. Tho Whyo chief
has abused tho Warden continuously sinco
he has been in tho Tombs, has mado un-
founded charges against him and has laid
plots to " do htm up."

Mr. Walsh gets oven by sending to tho
man tho ohoicest morsels from his

own tahlo and by doing him any favor per-
mitted by the rules.

Tho Warden Boys ho will not attend tho
execution.

Tho motion of tho Dlstriet-Attorno-y to dis-
miss the appeal to tho General Term of tho
Supromo Court will not como up until to-

morrow morning at 11 o'clock.
