were orders for ono egg, or two, or threo.

J. k W. V. quinless. at 222 East Thirty,
fourth street, deal only in fresh and cannod
fruit. A bright lad behind tho counter said :
" Business is affected just now chiolly by ex-
penses. "

"Our business is pretty fair," was tho story
in tho woll.stockcd grocory of F. Bnrsky, at
208 East Thirty-fourt- h street. " Wo can't
complain much,"" 1 1. Wiessnor, fino groceries," says tho
sign at 210 East Thirty-fourt- h street, and Mr.
wlofisnor himself Baid to tho reporter : " Busi.
ncss is A No. 1."

John 1 Luth, who keeps a .largo corner
grocory at 141 Avenue A, says : " Tnis is the
dull season pf tho year with us and wo can-
not oxpect much. My customers aro for tho
most part poor peoplo, and they buy in small
iiunutiticH halt n pail of cool, a pound of
flour, a quart of potatoes and so on. Wo do
not give crodit ; it would not poy. Wo suffer
by tho imposition of the farmers and whole-
sale dealers. Spinach, for instanco, is sold to
us by tho bag. At this time of tho year tho
bags are mado email, but wo havo to pay as
much. Apotition is being prepared by tho
Grocers' Union to rogulato tho sale of coun-
try produco according to somo honest
standard."

Frodhoff & Moyer do a good business in
groceries at 92 Avenuo A. Their chief clerk
said : " Our sales aro small now, owing to tho
usual dulness aftor the holidays."

At 530 Sixth street Josoph Zcigelmeyor has
a grocery store Mr. Zclgolmeyer complains
of tho hard timos. " I beliovo," said ho," that two-thir- of my customers are out of
work. Thoy aro mostly laboring men and
mechanics, who do most of thoir work in tho
spring, summer and fall."

Ferdinand Akriscg, a bright young gro-
cer who has boen pushing his business for
about oight months at 205 Epst Thirty-flft- h

street, said: " Thero is nothing to complain
of or to boaBt of. People aro tniying about
tho same, but thero's little money in tho
business nnyway. Evorything is affected
by monopoly cool, iron, sugar and God
knows what not. Tho sugar trust has raised
tho prico a cont and a half a pound since last
fiuinmorv nnd yon know how it is with coal.
Oil has gono up, too."

Across the street, at No. 204, is Henry
grocery nnd liquor store. ' I find

tho trode," said the proprietor, " as good as
can bo expocted aftor tho holidays. In fact,
it is better with mo than it was two months
boforo the holidays. I havo moro and bettor
orders. I havo been in business here throo
years nnd a half."

Goorgo Archer, ot 219 East Thirty-flft- h

street. Bells small grocery supplies, but makes
a specialty of milk, cheese and bnttor.
" Trade's a littlo bit Blower in here," ho said,
and added : ' ' That is, for getting themonoy.
Wo sell goods enough, but the money seems
tight and hard to get. "

Airs. Lizzie Buhlman, proprietress of the
grocory and dairy at 216 East Thirty.sixth
street, whero sho has been for not quite n
year, declared hersolf satisfied. ' ' Business
is better with mo," sho said, ' ' than at nny
other timo. Not that I've made bargains, but

I'vo beon satisfied. "
On tho west sido tho high prico of coal is

folt sevorely. John Juechter, jr., supplies
groceries, breadstuffs and coal to tho people
who livo in tho neighborhood of his neat
btoro at 336 West Thirty-sovent-h strcot.
"Thiswoek," ho said, "Isell coal for 30
cents per bushel, or niuo cents per bucket.
Yes, I'm obliged to buy coal half a ton or n
ton at a time Dorauso thore isn't a coal collar
in this block. Wo sell from two to two and
a half tons a week in this weathor."

Jos. Hall, proprietor of a growing busi-nes- s
in dairy products at 241 West Thirty-Bovout- h

street, was not in when tho reporter
called, but his wifo, who thoroughly under-
stands tho business, said : " Yes, they'vo
raised on coal again, and I supnoso the peo-
plo hold us responsible for tho increased
prico. I don't think strikes do ono bit of
good to anybody. And it's not cool nlono
that has gono up, but wood. A few days ago
I could buy 100 bundles of kindling wood
for Sl.GO, but now thoy chargo us $1.80.
Cool wo could buy Saturday night at $2.80
per half ton, now I understand that it is to bo

courso, can't got it as cheap from the dealers
as wo can. "

A d grocory at 331 West Thirty,
sovonth street is ownod bv John V. Coffey &
Brother. "Oh, yos," said Mr. Coffey, ,rwe
6oll coal, but we can't mako a cent on it,
especially sinco this last raise to $0 per ton.
Wood's gono up too, but tho peoplo buy both
just tho bamo, for thoy aro obliged to havo
them. I sell from three to four tons of coal
a week when it's cold, and sinco this last
raise in tho price I havo to charge ten conts
n bucket for it, and I supposo that boforo
long it will be still higher."

Mr. Sturcko keops an attractive grocory at
220 West Sixtoonth street. He said: " Busi-
ness is very dull. I sell cool for 10 cents n
pail. I always uiko the morning and Evenino
NVobld."

Mr. Atkinson, of 25t West Fiftconth Btrcct,
has a neat and tidy grocery. Ho is assisted
in its management by his wifo, who is a strict
business woman. " 1 have been here flvo
months," said Mr. Atkinson. " I nm doing
a good business. I can't understand why
thero is bo much complaint about dull times.
I nover found business better."

Sturke Bros, keen a largo grocery at 152
Blcccker street. Thoy say : " Business is
not as good as this time last year. We soil
coal at 10 cents per pail. Our customers aro
mostly among tho laboring class. Wo keep
tho host goods that can be bought andEoll
them very cheap."

THE PARISH OP BT. BERNARD.

Its History nnd the Abln Work of the Iter,
nnbrlel A. Ilenlr, Its Pnator.

Tho Pariflh of St. Bernard, now ono of tho
most Important in tho city, was founded in

iiealey. In 1869 tho now prop
erty, on Fourteenth street, between Eighth
and Ninth avenues, was purchased, and tho
corncr-ston- o of tho present handsomo edifice
was laid on May 11, 1873. Tho church was
only two years in building, and on May 30,
1875, it was dodicated with imposing cere
moniosby Caidinal McCloskoy. It also

tho distinction of being tho first
IlomanCatholio Church in this country dedi-
cated by an American Cardinal. Tho bormon
on this occasion was delivered by the Bight
Itov. Bernard J. McQuaid, Bishop of Hochos-to- r.

The influenco and powor of tho churoh has
grown immensely in these last years, ond
now tho parishioners number about nino
thousand.

During its entiro oxistenco tho Bov. Father
Hcaly has boon its pastor, and no ono could
be moro bolovcd and respected by his flock
than ho.

Among his assistants during tho interval of
hispastorato havo been tho Bov. James Galli- -

now roctor of tho Church of tho Holy
San, : the ltev. William A. Fnrroll, rector at
Tuckahoo, nnd the Bov. John J. lUordan, tho
lato " Apostloof Castlo Garden." His present
assistants aro tho llovs. Michaol J. Henry,
Georgo P. O'Callahan ond Thomas McMonus.

Tho church building, with grounds at-
tached, cost $200,000, of which moro than a
half has already been paid.

Tho parochial school which was started in
September, 1886, now numbers nbout four
hundred pupils, and is under tho chargo of
six Sisters of Charity.

Among tho principal societies connected
with tho parish are tho Conference of tho
Socioty of St. Vincent do Paul, tho Holy
Name Society, the Socrod Heart and a num.
ber of sodalities for tho children of tho
parish. Theso aro all doing oxcellont work
in tho advancement of roligion nnd mainte-
nance of morality.

Tho Bov. Gabriel A. Hcaly, tho pastor, was
born in this city Oct. 20, 1841, in old St.
Poter's Parish, whero ho was baptized. Ho
received his early education at tho Christian
Brothers, in Canal street, and afterwards en-

tered tho College of St. Francis Xavior, in
Fifteenth strcot, whero ho was graduated in
1860.

From horo ho went to Montrcnl, where ho
pursued his thoological studies at the famous
seminary of St. Sulpice. Ho remained thero
threo years, receiving most of his orders, but
returned to this country in 1864, and was or-
dained a priest by Bishop Bayloy, of Newark.

His first position was in his native, parish of
St. Peter's, whero he was appointed assistant
to tho Bov. William Quinu, tho rector. Ho
rotained this position for three years and a
half, when ho loft it for tho parish of St. Ber.
uard's. which ho foundod, nnd of which ho
has been the pastor over since.

Among the interesting cntcrtainmonts given
at this church w as tho eelobrated Nativity
play, or Christmas cantata, which was com-
piled and arranged by tho pastor, and in
which tho dramatic points in tho birth and
early youth of tho Saviour aro strongly
brought out. It illustrates tho principal
ovents of his birth, tho adoration of tho
shepherds ; of tho Magi ; the killing of tho
children by order of King Horod, and other
incidents.

Somo idea of its popularity may bo hnd
from the fact that it was given in this church
for ten consooutivo years, 1875-8- 5, and it is
now being represented in different parts of
the country, having been produced within
the last few years in Boston, Philadelphia
and several towns in this Stato.

The play has recently beon publishod In
book form, and may bo strongly recommended
to any pastor who would wiBh to give to his
congregation a most attractive, novel and

entertainment.

While
ho was warming himself, with a bundlo of
newspapers undor his arm, at the register In
tho hotel lobby ho said Madigan lashed him
with a whip.

Madigan, a burly, beotling-browe- square-jawe- d

follow, said he was thirty-thre- o years
old ond hod boon portor ot tho Metropolitan
four years, Newsboys bothered the guests
by congregating in tho corridors, pitching
pennies nnd making a noise. Ho had orders
to dnyo thorn away, and had "tappod this
boy with n bit of bamboo, for ho was ahvajB
bothering."

Then William M. Martin, n lowypr, at 7
riassau street, ond living nt 44 West Fortieth
street, stopped forward and said with much
watmth:

" I bow tho wholo affair. Tho lad was do.
ing nothing. This man stole up behind him
and lashed him with what looked to mo lika
a stout stick, to which was attached a leather
thong.
