] T0 KEEP EVEN.

The Cenl Barows and Nugar Kings Conld
Taoarn a Few Things by Talking Whhk
Merehants Whe Mell Conl by the Tialfl
FPall and MSogar by the Half Peund-—
sminll Stores Barely Maklng Expenses.

Tae Evexivo Worwtp's talks with retail
merchants show that the prices of sugar and
conl nod other necessities have cut the store
profits down very low.

Henry Sopp, who was a plano-miker, nud
who tinkes wooden pipes, saved up money
and put it into a little grocery store, four
yonrs ago, at 240 East Forty-first street.  His
store is one of five which stand in that street
boetween Second and Third avenues, ' Busi.
ness isn't so good ns it used to be," snid he,
" but I ean't complain muech, T makemy liv-
ing. Prices go up ull the time.  Sugur has
been raised, potatoes have gone np nnd are
still going, and conl is getting higher.” Mr,
Hopp sells conl by the pail or half pail, at ten
conts or five, and kindling wood at five cents
n bnaket.

At Gottlich  Doehterman's place, 226 East
Forty-first strect, business, it seemoed, must
be goad, for a woman customer got her mur-
ket-binaket filled with bireat, sodn orackers,
salt, rice and meveral other smnll supplies,
just as the reporter entered, and a tall man
had & quarter-pound  package of oheese
opened that he might get n half-pound in-
stend,  Yet the proprictor said that trade wns
not brisk. He sellsuton of coal inn weck
by the pailful. One hundred bunches of
kindling wood, selling for two cents ench,
lnsts him two weeks,

* People want to buy things chenper than

we can get them st wholesale,” suid Mrs,
Dochterman,  Her husgband said : ** Husi-
nens is played out, und 1'd sooner go buck to
work again.” Mr. Dochterman is a black-
smith and hoas been trying the grocery trade
for n change,

When Jicob Fippinger came into business
nt 222 Enst Forty-first street eighteen yeors
ngo he hnd it all to hiwself. Now he savs:
** Business conldn’t be very brisk, any way,
becanse thers are too many stores, ™
wowmnn in a red worsteil hood bought a half
loaf of bread and a small dab of butter, the
latter weighing n quarter of n pound and cost-
ing nine cents. ** Butter,” said Mr. FiH.
l:iugl.-r. ** ranges from 25 to 37 cents n pound,

ut we can't toneh the highest price.”

H. Steineman keeps stationery, toyve and
oignra on one wmide of his store, at 220 East
Forty-first street, and coal and wood on the
other side., Mre, Btememan, plump, brown-
eyed and complacent, nssured the reporter
that trade was going on all the timoe, and that
slie sold a ton of conl s week, Bevoral fpir-
haired, noisy children romped over the piles
of kindling wood and the coal bing, and, ob-
gerving the reporter smiling st them, M.
Bteineman smiled, too, ** Two of them are
mluu.»,:' pnid she, ' and they bring six iu to
play.’

In this little store conl goesby the pail,

The site of the present Church of the Holy
Insocems, in  Thirty-seveuth streot, just
north of  Brondway,
wis purchased by the
Tov. 1. Larkin in 1800,
Archbishop  MeClos.
Ckey  hoving in that
& vear declded to erento
a new parigh in that
i part of the city, Upon
it stood nsmall frame
gtractnre which  Lind
besn ocenpied by n

wHE REV. /. LARKDY, Protestant  Episcopal
congrogntion. The cost of this and several
adjncent lots, which Father Larkin purchused

. s fime, wis nbont £180,000,
Ml!'}:lr :3:::1 :;:m serviess were held in the old
Iuilding, but in Juue, 1869, the corner-stone
of the new building was Inid, and in Febrne
ary, 1870, 1t was completed nnd formnlly dedi-
entod hr\r the Wight l[ov. Willinan Starrs, then
Viear-Cienernl.

The new edifics wis ot that time one of tho
lirgest and bandsomest of its kind in the eity,
It s Chothic in style, and has o frontage of 0
foot on Thirty-seventh street and a depth of
190 foet, Its front is of Belleville stone,
trimmed with lighter Olio sandstone, Above
the fagude is o handsomo window of stained
gluas,  ropresenting 8t Cecelin, and in the
niche above a statue of Our Lord, wronght by
a woll.known Milan senlptor, Two rows of
exgnisitely earved pillurs within sn port the
roof und galleries.  Thenltar is of white mar-
ble, and the altar-piecon painting by Bru.
mwdi, representing the crucitixion.

The cost of the buildings, including sites
for the chureh and schools, was 506,000,

During the past year the interior of the
chureh hag been redecorated, the walls and
cofling having been repuinted nnd freseood.
The eeiling I\lm boen omamented with a
double row of Landsomely cxecuted panels
ropresenting different saints,  In sddition to
this the stonework of the entire front of the
chiureh hus been rechiselled, the result bein
thut the wholo bmilding hag been renovated,
aud within and without it hus the sppearance
of & new structure, The cost of these later
improvemeuts wis nbont &8,000,

Fither Larkin lins been very active in the
improvement of the educations! facilities of
his parish, and the sehools, which are under
the charge of the Bisters of Charity and eight
lay tenchers, have o regulor daily sttendanes
of over ono thousan ]mluls. The church
has an attendance of 5,000, and five mnases
are celebrated every Bunday to ennble ench
member of the parish to sttend,

Among the societivs connectod with the
church are the Building Association, which
has necomplished wmmeh in lguidating the
dubt of the chureh, temperanee societica for
Dboth men and women, & Library Associntion,
an Altar Boclety, the Socicty of the Saered
Heart and the kiodality of the Blessed Virgin,

Father Larkin, who has been the pastor of
the church since its foundation, is still hale
and hearty and as active as ever in his work
anong hl’n parishioners . He was born in
Connty Galway, Ircland, wag educated at
Maynooth College, and came Yo this country
in 1848, He was ordained by Axohbiahuli
Eccleston at Baltimore, and from 1849 till
1861 he was engaged in active missionary
work in the West, where he wos ingtrumental
in founding many churches and was an
enrnest and zealous servant of the Church.
In 1861 he came to New York, and was as-
sistant in 8t. Stephen’s Parish until he took
charge of that of the Holy Innocents in 1866,

His present nssistants are the Iev. M. J.
Dunghorllx. the Rev. J. T, Down end the
Rev. W. P, Kenny.
