Dark, narrow passagownys,
small rooms, with twice the nnmber of ocon-
pants they conld eonveniently hold, wooden
atairs that were orumbling with nge and with
brenk.nock holes in them, nnd dark corners
everywhero, It was called by & happy cholee
of name for soch a woe-begone tnmbling lot
of buildinge, ** Rotten Row."

HE  NBOUGHT DOWN THN BRICK WITH A
CRUSIING FOROR,

It was rotten, to the core, Rotten in the
hive itself with mouldy woodwork, tumbling
briock walls and orazy stairs, and rotten in
the tenants, who were cutthreats, thivves,
sharps of every kind aud a scottering of the
' gentler sex,” not so much gentler aftor all.

A stranger who got into this labyrinth and
had to find his woy round would sooner have

The present rector, the Rev. Father Ann-
cletus, 0. 8, F,, hna t'i'nrlng the eleven yenrs
of his pustorship won the esteem and admirn-
tion of all his parishioners. Hin successful
administration of the affairs of the church is
the source of great gﬂdn among his people,
while his financial ability is unquestioned.

Oun Jan, 81, 1882, he purchased the ground
in Sullivan street upon whioh the new church
and monastery stand, and nfter many years of
hard labor and great economy he has now the
gratifioation of anticipating the spoody com-

lotion of the structure, which, when fin.

shed, will be one of the finest Oatholic
churches in New York.

The building in 200 feet long by 765 feet
wide, and within and without is Roman in
the style of ita architecture. The oruamenta-
tion throughout is rich and artistic and the
building promises when completed to be s
mufniﬂnent monument of Christian nrt. It
will have a seating capaoity of 1,600,

The lower church, which is capable of seat-
ing 1,200 persons, was opened on April 8,
1857, and wns blessed by Archbishop Corri-

un, who on the same day blessed the peal of
ﬁelln which now hang in the bell tower, as
well as each room and corridor in the new
monastery, which was then opened for the
first time, It is & splendid building, four
stories high, fronting on Thompson street,
just in the rear of the church.

The Rev. Father Anacletus, through whose
instromentality those benefits have been se-
cured to the Italinns of New Y r)rkJ inn mems-
ber of the Order of Reformed Franciscans,
which was established in this conniry in 1855,
and which has a collego at A.llnghuuﬁ'. o
He wns born June 2, 1887, in  the village of
HRoocogogna, in Italy, and his fumily name is
De Atmaﬁn. At the age of eighteen he re.
nounced the world and entered a convent of
the Francisesn Order at Rome, where he con-
tinued bis theological studies for three years,
In December, 1 he came to America and
was connected with various miesions in New
York for several yenrs. Ie was then suoces-
sively ian of the convents of the Order
of Bt. Francis at Alleghany, Winsted, Conn,,
and St. Anthony’s, in this city, bein nr-
pointed rector of the last-named pori n
