A MOTHER FOHND LXPOSED WITH HER

CHILDREN IN SEVENTH AVENUE.

Abandonrd by Her Iliialinnd,
Turned Out of Her I.oddlnK nml Lnnbln
to flet niurh Work One Child n llnby
Five Montba Old.

A touching caso of suffering nnd destitu-

tion catno before Justlco O'lteilly iu tbo n

Market I'ollco Court this morning.
Three prisoners wcrcnrrolgncd on 11 charge

of vagrancy; Barnh liaxtor, n. d

nnd poorly dressed woman of thirty-eigh- t

years, with n bnby nt her
breast, and her sou, Joseph Harmon, a
bright-eye-d boy of fourteen yenrs.

Tho cbnrgo of vagrancy was a purely tech-

nical ono, ns every one knew that tlioy had
been guilty of no other offenso than nccept-in- g

n night's sholtcr nt tho Thirtiitb stnet
etatlon-bous-

rolicemau Kyau told Justlco O'lteilly that
tho woman nnd her two children woro found
shhoriugin 11 hallway on Seventh incline
near Twentieth street, shortly before mid- -'

night. Tho woman had taken her shawl
from her shouldors to glvo warmth to her
littlo child, and wns herself numb and
almost unconscious from tho bitter cold.

Kind-hearte- d Bergt. .Sheldon made than sit
near tbo warm stoio in tho station-hous- e for
half 1111 hour before ho questioned them, and
tho Btory bo heard enlisted all his sympathy.

Mrs. Baxtor bald sha had liwd till Christ-
mas at 370 rioventh ncnue. Hor second hus-
band. Folk Boxter. wnsn painter, but drank
aud abused her. Ho abandoned her iu No-
vember, soon after tbo birth of her baby, mid
tho landlord tumid her out becuuso slio
owed ono month's rent, 47. Khe had been
obliged to sell nearly all her furnituro to pay
tho prouous mouth s rent, and when she was
dispossessed fho bad scarcely an j thing.

Her son Joseph was then employed as n
District Mcbseugcr boy nt the Hoffman
House. Ho earned $2.00 a week, mid this
bought lodging aud bread : but the boy
rcaciicd the oflire a fow minutes Into on two
occasions and was discharged.

Mrs, Baxter, though in weak hcnlth and
having tho baby on her hands, then tried to
pot laundry work to do, but as sho could not
iron very wellsho was not employed more
than a dny or two each week, hho willingly
did washing or scrub work when sho eould
RCt it.

Sinco sho was put out of 370 Koventb
avenue she lodged whereM--r sho could get a
room nt tho cheapest rate. It wan a hand to.
mouth oxistenco, upd sho often bad to sleen
111 empty houses. Her bov tried to get work,
bnt failed. Her mnrriod dnughtor by her first
husband would not help hir, hawng boon
offended wbon her mother married Baxter
tw o years ago.

Yesterday thn poor woman washed for a
family on Wist Thirh ninth strict mid
earned ffl. After buying food for her chil-
dren sho had 76 cents left, and went to
.Scbuck's Hotel, nt Socuth avenue and
Twenty-niut- li street, to try to get a room. At
tbo intraueo she happened to sav to her boy,
"I hope this is a respectable house," bho
spoko in a low toiuf, but tho clerk overheard
her and was offended. Ho refused to lot her
havo a room, aud sho did not know whero
clso to go.

Agent Honry Stocking, of tbo Society for
tho 1'rovc ndon of Cruelty to Children, cross,
questioned tho woman und ber boy and be-

came satisfied tbnt their caso wits 11 desorv ing
ono. Justice O'lteilly discharged them, nnd
tho lnwyers and bystanders iu tho court
room wero so impressed with the story that
they raised $7.60 aud guo it Mrs. Baxtor.
Hho said sho would biro n room nnd try to
get steady work ut washing, Shu promised
to notify Agent Stocking y where sho
was located.

An EvtNlNO WonM) reporter wont to 370
Seventh nveuuo toinaho inquiries about .Mrs.
Baxter. Mr. Robert KesHlor, jr.. who has a,

butcher store thero and is the landlord of tho
house, snid ho had dispossessed Mrs. liaxtor
because sho got dnink. Ho snid people iu
tho liouso complained because sho mutto n
noiso. Shn owed him n month's rent, but he
did not put her out for that reason.

Tljo reporter then called on Bix different
fanulios iu tbo house, thrco of them living 011

tho floor occupied by Mrs. Baxter. They nil
snid Mrs. Baxtor was a d and

g woman. It was tho husband
who got drunk, and sho did not. Ho iibed to
pawn the furnituro and beat hor badly.

Mrs. Baxtor's nppearance, ns well as that of
her children, belles tho story that she is a
drinking woiuau. The bnby is clean and
neat and she is modost-lookin- g and

siou of liro damp occurred in pit No. 6 of tho
Wellington eollicries yosterdny morning, do--

stroyiug tho o nud all tho buildings at
tbo mouth of tbo shaft.

About n hundred nnd sixty men woro in tho
initio nt tho timo the explosion occurred nud
of these it is now known tbnt ovor forty woio
killed.

Tho shaft timbers wero w recked and tho
cages wero useless as a means of rescue, but
pulleys and ropos wero pioparcd aud the
burned und exhausted survivors weio
brought ono by one to tho surface.

huvoinl men wero lnunrtd as a search
party, but thev soon returned, stating that
nothing could bo done iu the intense daik-lics- s,

nud tbo gases relinsi d by the explosion
mado it dangeious to leiiuiiii long in tlio pit.
Whilo they were at tho bottom of the shaft
they could hear gioiuisnuil olios iu nil direc-
tions from the men imprisoned by tho fallen
masses of coal nud rock

They nlso reported tbnt the explosion had
not bred tho mine nnd that thero was uo
dangi r from this sou no.

A temporary cage wns constructed nnd
lowered nud by 1 o'clock 108 ineu bnd been
rescued.

Tho explosion occurred in tho lower lovel,
nnd 111 this tw cut live white nud twenty
Chinese niiuetswero imprisoned.

At li o'clock all tlio w Into men wero brought
to tbo Mutnco dead nnd tliowoiknf taking
out tho C'biueso was being e'oiulucted ns
mpidly us possible.
