** I have found the druggist who filled the
prescription,” I said to him,

** Thit is  very good thing, and quickly
domne," he answered, *' but they have secnrod
the murderers and they have ‘ squealed.’
We have got the whole story from them,"

It was true, Capt, MeDonnell had ecap.
tured the light-colored fellow, William
Weston. He lad something which dis-
tinguished bhim from the other—it was in
being blear-eyed. Capt. MeDonnell found
out where a negro answering to this desorip-
tion lived, He had not shown up, thoogh,
wince the day of the murder. A white
woman, however, named Annie Kane, was
associnted with Weston. Capt, McDonnell
captured him just as he was leaving her
hose,

Ho denied all knowledge of the murder.
He had on o pairjof light-colorad trousers,
and overthem o pair of overalls, They were
taken off at the station-house and his
trousers were found to be damp, ns if they
had been washed, When asked to account
for this, the negro said he had fallen into a
stream while ho was wandering around in
the country up above Harlom. Whon they
exsmined the trousers blood stains were
found on them. He had evidently tried to
wash them out recently.

Annie Kane had been broughitto the sin-
tion-honse, and had been told that it was
better for her to tell all she knew about the
murder, booanse her relations to Weston
wore known and it might go hard with her,
She then told several things, which showed
that Weston wna in the habit of associating
with Weissburg, aud that he believed Weiss.
burg had 200 or $300, which he carried
around oo his person.,

Woeston was the most intelligent of the
thres, or to speak more correctly, he was the
lenst stupid. About this ssme time Officer
McGowan hnad arrested two negroes—one of
them a big black fellow—on the Boulevard
np in the neighborhood of the murder. It is
& strange fatality that leads a murderer
back to the spot where the crime has been
committed.

When they were brought to the station-
house I remarked that ome of them wore n
oheap shirt like thoss which had been found
in the peddler's pack. But these were of u
common pattern and material, such as are
found in n dozen places on the Bowery and
in downtown clothing stores, so it was not
mnoh of a belp.

When Weston found the two wers cap-
tured, and that Annie Kane had said enough
to implicate him, he tried to save himself by
giving away the others, He said he was with
them when they did the murder and got
some of the effects. They liad been disap-
pointed about the money. The peddler
really had £200 or 300, but be did not carry
his money wbont with him, They found §40
on his person and divided that,

When William Thompson and George
Ellis, the other two, heard how Weston had
tried to save himself by sacrificing them,
they told their version of it, and, what with
their admissions and sifting thiogs the whole
thing eame out.

Weston knew Weissburg, Weston used to
travel up through Morrisania a good deal
and saw the peddler making his rounds up
there also. He found out that Weiraburg had
some money, and thought it would be a good
scheme to get him up in some unfrequented
part of the neighborhood, ernck him on the
head nnd get the money.

He proposed this to Thompson and Ellis,
Thompson was the big fellow. They agreed
to meot Weston in Morrisania, and if the
peddler showed up to fix him. They found
him eating his crackers and cheess, and com-
ing up took from the poor wretch whose
murder they were contemplating some of his
simplo fare, which he shared freely with
thew,

They proposed to walk up the lane with
him, and the fonr went along the lane into
Lydig's Wood, When they got some distance
into the wood, they asked Weissburg to go off
the road into & plessant open spece and sit
down there and hove a drink.

When they got along to the spot where
Weissburg's body was found, seeing the
const clear, Thompson dropped behind and,
picking up n etraight picce of fallen wood,
raised it and dealt a heavy blow on the neck
aud shonlder of the peddler,

He fell to the ground, stunned and bleed.
ing.

My God!"” he eried out, in a pitiful
voiee, ** what are you going to do—kill me "

He was hit again, and exclnimed: *' God
save mo!" as he wasa stretched along the
ground, Weston then seized the largo rock
nnd bhorled it down with all his might on the
victim's head, It orushed his skull to pieces,

The murderers went throngh the “clothing
and took the valuables from it, and also took
such things from his pack as they could se-
crete well enongh, sud made off,

Strange to say, the miserable wretches fan.
eiod they would get off with a comparatively
light sentence.

**Do you think I'!l get more'n ten years "
Weston asked of one of tho officers.

** Yeu, I think you'll get the ond of a rope,"
was the auswer,

They did. The three of them were hung at
the Tomba. They were s coarse, hardensd
trio, and the conusels of the clergymen
who talked with them did mnot produce
any very serious results,

Ons thing deserves mention in regard to
their sxeoution. Weston and Ellis both dled
without any very grest muscular contortions
thelr hanglog being as painless and suooess.

ful as conld beexpetted. Thompson was the
big wretoh who had struck the poor peddler
after he was down, when the murdered man
had exolaimed ; '* God save me!"

He was choked to death. He was seen to
make s desperate effort to raise his pinioned
bands, and some of those who were nearest
heard in choking tones from under the cap
thnat covered his hend the words: ** God save
me!"

It was a brutal, sordid murder, and
tha oriminals had nothing to excite the
slightest comimiseration in any one. They
planned the killing of the wenkly little pad-
dler to get his carnings, aud st down and
nocepted hospitality from him before they
inveigled him into thn wood and struck him
dead. Whoen they were eaptured they wera
all ready to eriminate each other for the sake
of saving their own migerable necks,

The prescription had belonged to Thomp.
son, and he bad pulled it from his pocket in
drawing out the peddler's certifieats, Hae did
not know where he had lost it. The steward
hind given it to him. If it had been necessary
to work up the case from this eolue it might
have been o long and diffienlt task,

The parishioners of St. Francis Xavier
worshipped in the old church for more than
thirty years, In 1877 it was decided to pur-
chase more und and build a new churoh
and this project was put into immedinte exe.
oution. The corner-stone of the new build.
ing was lnid March 65, 1878, and the church
wis completed and dedieated Dee. 8, 15880

It is ono of the most beautiful and impos.
ing church structures in New York. II"l'm
architectura]l designg were druown by P, O,
Keoley, in what i8 known as the olsssical
Roman style, and the design of the frontage
on Bixteenth street indicates the massiveness
of form that can only be obtained in this
stvle of architecture. 'I'he exterior of the
building is of light gray grrmiie. the earvin
and ornamentation of which is graceful nm‘i
artistic, -

The interior is handsome and imposing,
and the mural decorations are the finest to
be goen in any church edifice mn this city.
The aisles are paved with Italian marble and
tne great altar is also of the purest marble,
The evclesinstioal scenes which fill the panels
hoth in the walls and ceiling are the work of
akilled artists, and the statuary which is ar-
ranged in the various niches is a prominent
fentnre of the art work of the interior,

The dedication of the new church took
place on Dee, 8, 1842, which is the date of
the Fenst of 8t, Francis Xavier, and happened
in that vear to concur with the first Sunday
in Advent, Under such circumstances the
fenst is nwually transferred to the following
day, but by a specinl dispensation of Pope
Leo the privilege wana piven of ravltinlp in
this ense the prayers commemorative of St
Francis Xavier, in the solemnities of the
LKA,

The ecoremonios begnun with the solemn
blessing !‘f COardionl MeCloskey, and the
inmd pontifioal mass was then celebrated by

rehbishop Corrigan. The sermon was de-
livered by the Iit, Rev. Michael J. O'Farrell,
Bishop of Trenton, At the vesper services
the Bishop of Newark officinted and Arch-
bishop Oorrigan preached the sermon, The
services were continued throughout the
week, the sermons being preachod by Fathers
of the various religions orders,

The Rev. J. J. Murphy, 8, 1., the present
sastor of Bt, Francis Xavier's, wak born
n Ireland, and received his oducation at
Maynooth College. He bocame the pastor
of the church three years ago.

Itis not in the least surprising to learn
that the gentleman who so long has held
possersion of the moon, and gnzed provols
ingly down upon less fortunate office-holders,
in all kinds of wenather, will vanish this even.
ing for about dn hour and a balf. BScientifio
people say that the man in the moon will
tomporarily sucoumb to an eclipse, but this
will not shake the conviction in the minds of
many that he has been frozen ount, and thag
he will devote this hour and a half vaeation
to the exhilarating pastime of getting w

As there are nlways people in the wor
who will meanly take advantage of a man
during his absence, it follows that great
wreparations have been made for this ovening,

'ho Harvard Observatory is determined to
ndd to its knowledge of eolipses, and the
Ruswinn Observatory at Pnlkown is partien.
Inrly desirous of ascertaining the exaot posi.
tion of the moon, It is hoped that this ques.
tion will be definitely settled this evening,

But the spirit which prompta these learned
bodies to step in during the moon's absenoce
and almost steal the information oannot be
sufficiently condemned. There is no evi.
dence to show that the man in the moon ig
not & gentleman, refined and _enltivated, and
perfoctly willing to be interviewod nsto his
position,

The eclipse this evening is said to be one of
more than ordinary intercat. The moon will
o more completely out of sight than usual
and will remain #o for a longer period of
time. Total cclipses as a rule do not last
long, nud thero is very littlo n[Lpnrmul for
doing good astronomical work wpon them,

Bo that this is a rare ocoasion.

The delicacy which has prompted tha
goentleman in the moon to retire at sueh a re.
spectable hour wa 5,00 r. m. cannot be wuffi.
ciently apprecigted. Thers is no need to sit
up all night orrise at nn indecently early hour
in the morning in ordoer to be an obhservar,

Thoe celipse will be visible to everybody
hero, which is n good thing to know, or thera
might be & genernl exodus to the Harvard
Observatory or to Pulkown, Russia.
