A New Method of Instrucilon in the Now
York Sohools.

A novel system of manual training, the
adoption of which enrnest men have ngitated
for severnl years and which is expected to
revolutionize publio school edueation, went
into operntion on an oxperimental seale to.

day.

The schools selected for the first illustra-
tion of the new method were Gramwmar
Behool No. 1 anid Primary schools Noa, 1, 2
and 14, in the Fourth Ward, and Gramumar
Hehool No. 43, in the Twelfth Ward.

The Board of Edueation cnused o printed
eode of instrnction to be supplied to ench
tencher several days ago. The boys and girls,
knowing what was going to happoen, wers in
the liveliost etate of exoitement and plensirm.
ble nuticipation,

The new systom, it {8 explained, must not
be confounded with that of industrial work,
which is also lheing sgitatod.  Inthe lower
grades it conrists of a few simple helps to the
children, eausing them to uase their hands
and eyes in the ordinary studies hitherto
tanght, :

In the stndy of HI’!II]’;HI\I!I}’. for instanes,
they will be supplied with tour and water
and tanght to mnke chaing of mountains in
mdte with rivers of renl water between them,

The boys will not be mudoe carpenters or
