BABES AMID FLAME.

Orphans Arouged from Sleep by
Fire,

Crippled Fanny Molley Proves
Herself a Herolne.

Amother Dutbreak at the Lonke and Watts
Ovphan House mt 1 A. M.—Forty Little
Girls Led by u Companion Throngh
Smoke und Flames to Nalety—Boys Dis
tingish Themaelves as Volunteers—Loss
of Life Prevented by n Toncher,

Firemon, policomen and the fire patrol had
1oft the Lenke and Watts Orphan House, One
Hundred and Tenth street and Sixth avenne,
nftor extingnishing the firs which broke ont
yestorday afternoon, and the 100 little orplians
had been quicted down and tncked nway in
their mmoky-smolling dormitories, andjwore
ploeping soundly in the belief that they were
wafe from firo nlarmn.,

It was but a faneled scourity, not fully
shared by Bupt. R, M. Hayden, Tho lat-
tor had organized a patrel by the male
employoes about the building, and it was not
lndulged in at all by one of the teachors,
Miss Tomplkins, whose room is on the second
floor, directly opposite the closet where the
fire of yestorday originated.

Miss Tompking, scenting danger aud un-
able to sleep, sat in her room and read,

At 8 o'clock this morning an unususl noise
attracted her attontion. It was hike the snap-
ping of dried twin{u. and peocompanying it
wns A roaring sound,

Htartled from her book and fearing the
worst, Miss Tompkins ran to the door of her
room, opensd it and found the hall ablaze
with light and filled with rolling volumes of
wmoke,

The fire was on the third floor, above the
piace where it broke out in the afternoon and
nenr the dormitories in which were lln«‘nin$
nearly every one of the forty little girls o
the Home, they having been nearly all sent
to the floor nhiove becuuse of the dumnge to
thie lower dormitory resulting from the after-
noon's fire,

Tho woman was transfixed with horror for
a moment, The fire was directly lu front of
the door of the dormitory and eneircled the
stnirs down which the little ones must es-
cape,  Escape bade fair to be cut off.

tecovering her power of locomotion, the
tonchier run down the wmain ball to Sopt.
Havden's apartmenta and aronged Mr, and
Mrs. Hayden, who st once respouded to ber
wamiuﬁ or{. 3

Mr. Hayden rushed to the ‘reseus of the
children, mustering the boys in their play-
room in the basement.

Mrs. Hayden wakened tho female servants
who slept on floor where the fire wus
rging unconscious of their danger, and
opened the doors to allow the esenve of all.

Tompkionsg had in the wean time hur-
ried back to aronse the girls in the fire.en.
cireled dormitory only to find that Fanny
Molloy, & sixteon-yeoar-old girl, hadjthe hevy
of frightened tots out of bed and was pilot-
ing them throngh the smoke and flame down
the stairs to the main hall,

No time wiw lost in clothing the ohildren,
who rushed fearlessly through the fire, emn-
boldened by the example and entreaties of

wuny.

In their night clothing they were ull mus-
tered in the lower main hall, and not one was
I‘II'I%:ll-IR or injured beyond a bruise ornslight

nrn.

The ehildren must have elothing if they
wore to be foreed out into the strect, and
soveral of the orphan boys, led by Eddie
Esterbrook, a lad of thirteen, volunteered to
get it from the dormitory, .

Bupt. Hayden's amatenr fire brigade, with
recharged oxtinguistiers, which had  done
such good work on the day previous, kept
the fire down in the cloget near the door.

The boys sneceeded In getting all of the
elothing, nud the simple toilot of the chil.
dron was mmle in tlu{‘ great hall, whers they
were as merry over it as if they had not just
escaped n great danger,

When the tire was discovered it had reached
the roof and was mging in the garret over the
wnin building, fifty foot sway, while sparks
were showering down through the hall.

Mr. Miller, 0 contrnctor, residing at One
Hundred and Thirteenth street and Tenth
avenne, saw the blsze and hnrried down to
the aﬁ_\‘itlm. where he ronderod valunble ns.
gistunce. Afterwurds be took fifteen of the lit-
tle girls to bis home,

Analarm of firo had bean sent ouf imme-
diately after the discovery of the blaze by
Migs Tompkios, and the department re-
eponded rapidly, and succeeded in extin-

ruishing tho flaumes after o goodly portion of
lI‘lu} roof of the west wing hud beon de-
stroyed.

Supt. Hayden bad arranged for a tour of
inspection of the building once every hour
during the night, and the last tour was made
by two employees named Buckstono and
Herr at 2 4.5, 1t in not thonght that it conld
Eave been very thorough, for uu hour later
the entire garrot was enveloped in flame,

Mrs. Hayden, who was seen by an EveNivo
Waounn rupul"l-l-'l’. 'I.‘.Illluiy censured the Fire
Department and the fire tmtml for leaving
the fire in the afternoon without having on.
tirely extinguished it, as sho belioves the
second conflagrition was the result of sone
smouldering spark which bad escaped the
firemien,
