covered which roilectod on any of them.

Referring to tho report made to tho Fire
Commissioners by Firo Chiof Cushmnn, ex-

onerating tho fireman, Supt. Hall baid Hint ho
was positive that, notwithstanding tho Chief's
assertion to tho contrary, thero wero lireincu
on tho first floor of 57 Maiden Lnno, and
that Mr. Patterson, of tho German American
Insurance Company had seen them thero.

Mr. Pnttorsou could not be found at his
offico by the reporter. Detectivos Gates nnd
Nugent, of tho Old Slip station, are still en.
gnged on caso, but havo either discovered
nothing or havo kept their diacoverioa to
themselves.

li'LEAfl'S SHOCKING DEATH.

BUPT. LATIIROP LOOKS Uf0N IT A3 AN

UNFORTUNATE ACCIDENT.

Ordrrlr Bennett Arraigned Ilefnro Coroner
Nugent-H- old In 81,000 Hall.' for tlio
Coroner' liiYcstlxntlon Trlim lo Hlillt
the Illume Upon Orderly IHIIU .llul.eun
Hurled In Uvcrftreens Cemetery.

With tho consent of tho Coroner, Dr.
Francis Delafiold, of lloosevelt Hospital,
mado the autopsy on tho body ot' Charles Mc-

Lean, the young Scotchman whose shocking
death in tho olovator of that institution, was
reported in yesterday's Evenino World. Dr.
Delafiold found that tho breast bono was
Bhattored, but that tho immediato omiso of
death was a compound fracturo of tho baie of
tho skull, accompanied bv cerobrnl hem-
orrhage.

After tho autopsy tho body was delivered
to tho dead man's aunt, Mrs. Elizabeth Cald-
well, of 720 Tenth avenue. Tho hospital au-

thorities, recognizing that tho death was duo
to carelessness on tho part ofono of their em-
ployees, sont word that thoy would bear oil
the oxprnso of tho funeral.

Undertaker Samuel J. Luckings, of Ninoty-nint- li

street and Tenth avuuuo, furnished a
solid rosewood casket with silver bundles,
and threo. coachcH to tako tho mourners to
Evergreens Cemetery. Tho rclntives present
woro Charles McLean, of Wist Kixty-fir- st

street, nn engineer in tho employ of tho Dock
Department; Mr. nnd Mrs. Chnrlos Demi, of
600 West Thirty-thir- d street j Mr. and Mrs.
Carlow, of Brooklyn, and Daniel Spcnco, of
Provideuco.

Tho ltov. ThomaB M. PetorB, of St.
Michael's Episcopal Church, conducted tho
services. Tho funeral procession Btartod for
the ccmotery at noon.

There was a strong feeling of indignation
among the relatives present at the method of
tho young nion's death, nud threats wore
made of a suit agninst the hospital authorities
for damages.

Supt. James II. Lathrop was Been at tho
hospital this morning by an Evening Wont.n
reporter. Ho seemed desirous to havo tho
occurrenco looked upon as an unfortunate
accident, for which no ono iu particular wus
responsible

Ho said that he was still convinced that an
elovator boy was not neoded in the institu-
tion, nnd that no change would bo made iu
that regard. He thought that somo blnmo
might perhaps attach to ordorly Thomas
Mills forghing tho word "Ready" while the
olevator was on the floor above, but Mills
wus a (rood officers, and ho would be r'etainod.

Mr. Lnthrop insisted that thero was no wil-
ful delay iu notifying tho authorities of tho
dentil. Ho wroto and mailed a letter to tho
Hoard of Coroners Tuesday night. Tho blamo
for the dclav must rest, iu his opinion, with
the Post.Otllco people.

" Thoro ought to have been a man in chargo
of tho olevator. I know other hospitals in
tho city havo olevator boys. Thore are two
in chargo of the elevators at St. Luko's Hos-
pital, where I was employed fourteen months,
and they have them ill so at tho New York and
Dellevuo Hospitals, If I go free of tbe
chargo, as I expect to, I shall go straight to
my relatives iu Yorkshiro, England.

As ho had been in tho hos-
pital only four dnyB he was not familiar with
tho workings of the elevator.

Coroner Nugent held Bennett in $1,000
bail to await further investigation. Supt.
Lathrop would not bo responsible for Ben-
nett, who was sent to tho Tombs.

Firemon, pollcenion nnd tlio flro patrol lintl
loft tlio Leakn mid Wnlts Orphnu Houso, Ono
Hundred and Tenth street nnd Sixth nu'imo,
nfter extiiiRiilsliint; tho tiro which broko out
yestorday afternoon, and the 100 littlo orphans
had brou quieted down nnd tucked nwny in
their Riiioky.niuelliiiK dormitories, andworo
slcopini; Botindly in tho belief thnt thoy wero
snfo from flro nlarins.

It wns but n fnnoied security, not fully
shnred by Bupt. It. 51. Hnydcu. Tho lat-

tor hnd ort;niii7od n patrol by tho mnlo
employees nbout tho buildiup;, nud it uuh not
ltidulgod iu nt nil by ono of tho teachers,
Miss Tompkins, whoso room is ou tho socoud
floor, directly opposite tho closet where tho
fire of yosterdny originated.

Miss Tompkins, scenting danger nud tin-abl- o

to sleep, But iu hor room nnd rond.
At 0 o'clock this moraine an unusual noiso

nttrnctod her attention. It was like tho snap,
ping of dried twigs, and accompanying it
was a roaring sound.

Startlod from her book ond fenring tho
worst, Miss Tompkins ran to tho door of hor
room, opened it nud found tho hnll oblazo
with light nnd filled with rolling volumes of
Bmoko.

Tho firo was on tlio third floor, nbovo tho
placo where It broke out in tho afternoon and
near tho dormitories in which wero stooping

.nearly every 0110 of tho forty littlo cirls of
tho Homo, they having boon nearly nil sent
to tho floor nbovo because of tho (lnmngn to
tho lower dormitory resulting from tho nftor-noou- 's

flro.
The woman was transfixed with horror for

a moment. Tho firo was directly in front of
tho door of the dormitory nud encircled tho
stairs down which tho littlo ouos must es-
cape. Kscnpo bndo fair to bo cut off.

ltecovering her power of locomotion, tho
teacher ran down the main hull to Supt.
llnvden's apartments nud aroused Mr. and
Mrs. Ilaydcu, who at once responded to her
warning cry.

Mr. llnyelon rushed to tho roseno of tho
children, mustering tho boys in thoir play-
room in tho bnsomont.

Mrs. Hayden wakoned tho female servants
who slopt on tho floor where tho firo wns
rnging unconscious of their danger, nnd
opened the doors to allow tho cscapo of nil.

Miss Tompkins had In tho mean timo bur-rio- d

bnok to arouso tho girls in tho
dormitory only to find that Fanny

Mollov, a sixteon-yenr-ol- d girl, lmdtho bovy
of frightened tot out of bod and wns pilot-in- g

them through tho smoko and flamo down
the stairs to the main hall.

No timo was lost in clothing tho children,
who rushed fearlessly througn tho lire,

by tho oxamplo nud entreaties of
Faunv.

In their night clothing thoy woro all mus-
tered in tho lower mnin hnll, and not ono was
missing or injured beyond a bruisooraslight
burn.

Tho ehildron must havo clothing If thoy
woro to bo forced out into tho stroet, and
several of tho orphan boys, lod by Eddio
Estorbrook, a lad of thirteen, volunteorod to
get it from tho dormitory.

Bupt. 1 lay den's nmntour flro hrigado, witlr
recharged extinguishers, which had dono
such good work on tho day previous, kept
the firo down in tho closet near tho door.

Tho boys succeeded in getting all of tho
olothing, aud tho simplo toilet of tho cliil.
drcn was mode in tho great hull, whom they
were as merry over it ns if they had not just
escaped n great danger.

When tho lire was discovorod ithad reached
tlio roof and was raging in tho garret over tho
main building, fifty feet nwny, while spurks
wero showering down through tlio hall.

Mr. Miller, it contractor, residing at Ono
Hundred aud Thirteenth street .and Tenth
aenuo, saw tbo blft70 and hurried down to
the asylum, where ho rendered valuablo as-

sistance. Afterwards ho took fifteen of tho lit-
tlo girls to his homo.

Au alarm of tiro had boon scut out imme-
diately aftor tho discovory of tho blaro by
MIbs Tompkins, nnd tho department

rapidly, nnd succeeded iu extin-

The ehildron who wero in immodiato peril
and wero saved by the brnvo action of Fanny
Molley wero all nursery ehildron, ranging in
ugn from eenen to nine.

The horoiuq is short aud has a dark com.
ploxiou. Bho is a cripple and has boin in tho
institution ten vears. She is not now lookod
upon as one of tho inmates, but as au assist-
ant.

Sho is modest in demeanor, and did not
attompt to (jlonfy herself. To tho reporter
who iutcrwewod her, she said that fdio didn't
btop to soo how high thu flumes leaped or how
thick the smoke was, but pushod the children
right through both and followed herself as
fast as her himcucks would allow.

The origin of yebtordny's lire, which started
iu a closet adjoining the stairway ou the sec-
ond floor, Iihb not yd been ascoitaiucd.
Thero wero kept in the closet tho keiosenn
lamps used iu tho institution, but none of
them was broken.

Ths daily drill of lh children was found to
be of iualunbo ataistaiico during tho fire,
and thttv obeyed orders without u murmur or
aery of fear.

The best of disciidiuo prevailed, aud it U
probably owing to tills fact, as well as to tho
tiuuly alarm and heroic behnvior of Fanny
Molley, that this simple firo was not accom-pauie- d

by loss of life.
