IT IS THIRTEEN YEARS SINCE HE SHOT
DILLIBER DEAD,

The Trawedy In the Westmingtor Hotol—
Dillabor Had Net Offended Him In Any
Way and Dillon was Declured Insaue--
Hut He was Let Out After Four Years
and Has Mace Been Dangrrons.

At the nnderiaking establishment af Patigeson &
Beving, No, 880 Fourth avemus, liea the body of
Homaine Dillon, ap agdd man, for whom, altbough
wealthy and well conmeeted, no near relative
or friend has luquired sines his death, neatly
forty-eight hours ngo. Living 8 reciuse in the very
bheart of the greal oity, with every luxury ihatas
cultivated taste might appreciste at the command
of lils ample fortune, ne was shusned andavolded
Ly ull who knew hiw, and even 1o hands that re-
celved his bounty dreaded lest the gifsabonld be
followsd by & bullet.
