They quickly lost all they had but a
few pennies, and gave up their scats, but still
stood watching the game.

Ho had five stacks
ol "whites" beforo him, and placed a dollar's
worth on tne board at every play, ills stacks In-

creased to eight and then began 10 grow less, and
when the reporters left ho had scarcely more than
a dollar. Tho nervous manner In which many of
the players staked their chips and watched them
gradually decrease showed only too plainly how
111 they coHld afford to lose. One colored man,
after losing all, Inquired basalully of the dealer:

"Ulvc mo acinar, boss;"
A box ot ulnars was produced from benrath tne

tablo and passed around. Judging from tho odor
that inortly pervaded the rank atmnspnero they
were mule ot potato peelings with patent leather
vrannnrs.

From the 'lay-o- " the reporters
Ytiraced their steps to room No. 2, where a white-haire- d

man with a military moustache was presid-
ing over a hazard table. He had three trtmendons

I dice, which he dropped Into a box. Tne players
1 placed their money on vatlous numbers or sets of

Ijj numbers and the dice were uucovere i. If tho
V mm of tho alee coincided with any number on

Which there wero chip, odds were given to tbe
player. A good deal of money was continually
being taken In by the dealer and many a player
rent away broke. One ot tee players was so
drunk that he could scarcely handle his chips,
and was continually brusnlng the chips ot
other players from tbe tablo In attempt-
ing to placo his own. Kvery few minutes
lie would purchase fresh chips only to lose them In
Yery short order.

Tne last of tbe threo games was tho moan-es- u

tt can be played with two cents and
is seldom plaved with more than ten, and
many of those who have lost heavily at tne other
boards atop on their way out and urou tnelr few
remaining pennies. The game ih cilltd tho "en-
velope game, " and Is very popular with colored
men. The reporters stopped to watch It, and
wero asked If tney desired to take a chance. They
pretended Ignoranco as to how tho game was
Idiyed.

7 ' ' Oh, well, " said the dealer, " If yon don't know
bow, you'd better not learn. You only get a dollar
for a cent If you win. It's not very hard to learn,
though, " und he procecdo I to i xplata. He passed
over a cigar box tilled with printed numbers and

'wanted. The reporter picked out Tho
dealer placed the numbers uu a slip of paier and
the reporter uave him a quarter. 1 his amount wu
marked oti the slip with the numbers. Then the
dealer took an envelope from a box fastened to the
rail and wlthdre w from It a nip of paper contain-

ing a double row ot fleures, with twelve numbers
In each row. These he copied off on a blackboard
where they could be seen by all tne players.

"Now," he eild to the reporter, "It you And
your combination of three numbers In either row
of twelve, yu will got f 2.1 for yonr S5 cents. The
reporter's combination failed to connect, as did tho
combinations of all the other players. They
watched the'Vame about twenty minutes, during
which the dealer took In a mu.r little sum and was
not requited to pay out a cent.

ALONG THE BOWERY, y

Au Institution which was a few years ago pe-

culiar to tho Bowery and which still adds much to
the many attractions of tho street Is the beer und
concert garden. Tbe mixture of tna.lc and beer Is
a (Icruian Idea, and It was the Jlirllty (tcrman
clement which nad bicn added to New York's
population that, feeling the nccesidty for Us national
homo comforts and amusements, Introduced to
New York that purely Teutonic Institution, tho
beer and concert garden.

William Kracmcr, tbe proprietor of tho Atlantic
Garden, udjolnlng the Thalia Theatre, the largest
and ono of tho oldest of thcc resorts, reeked a
Bhort history of tho New York concert gntdens yes-

terday, over a glass of 1'llscncr beer, Is his cosy
private office. ...

"The first concert garden In New York," ho
said, " was tho Casino, which was started nt Wi
William street, by Kdouard A Hater, back In tho
miles. It was a small placo and Ms patrons wero
mostly Germans. Concerts were given thero three
tltuci a week on Wcduoditys, Saturdays and
Sundays,"

' Tho next to be opened was the Volks Garten,
on the Bite ot tho New York Utadt Theatre, whero
the Windsor Theatre now stands, lteluhart
Ilrolhcrs A ltlemer wero the proprietors. This
place was a veritable garden, with trees and shrubs,
and was a favorite resort for the Germans of the
city, who frequcuted It with their families for
recreation, beer and music."

s
In 1858 Kracmer, Hamburger A Co. opened tho

present Atlantic Garden, directly opposite the
Volks Garten. Tho building fronting on tho llow-er-y

which was used.for tho purposes of the concert
hall was the old Hull's Head Tavern, at which
Washington and his generals remained during the
evacuation of the city by the Hrlllsh, and a big oil
painting of tbe Father of his Country sitting on his
charger, watching the retrcatlug forms of the de-

feated soldiery of England, adorns one of the
panels In the ball to-d- to commemorato tho
event. The garden extends throngh to Elizabeth
street on tho slto of what wai formerly a coal yard

The prosent Volks Garten, George J, Krause,
proprietor, south of tho London Theatre, Is another
ot the came clans of plaoes,

These were originally Intended to be what tho
European concert gardena are, family resorts and
ho Atlantic Garden and tho Volks have maintained
this character very well, though they have a clan
customers who do not frequent them for cxaclly
tho same Innocent recreation and amusement that
the honest German, his fran and kinder seek. The
patronago of this class of customers Is not encour-
aged, most of tho songs snng being In German,
and they Ond greater plcasuro In the concert sa-

loons, which are a poor Imitation of the German
Institution and cater to.an vntlrcly different cle-

ment of society. . ...
Mr. Kraemcr said that tho New York concert

garden became a necessity because the Germans
could not acenstom themselves to the American
style-o- f mailing up to a bar, pulpintdown a qu.in
tltyof whiskey or beer and hurrying away. They
were lager-be- drinkers and liked to drink that
mild brew moderately with their families and at
tho concert garden they conld do this.

s

To tbe establishment of these gardens Is attribu-
table, In a great uicasuic, the substitution ot lager
beer for whiskey as the favorite American bever-
age.

These German conoert gardens were not suited to
the depraved and vIcIouh, but they suggested au
Idea, and tho result was a multiplicity of low con-

cert halls and dives where tho vllent of liquors
were dispensed by women and ribald songs sung.
The Bowery had Its share of these.

.

To suppress them the Thcatro law was passed,
