ing, which was then offered for sale, was
bought in for the use of the venerable Cuban
priest by John Delmonico. In 1837 tho prop-crt- y

was formally transferred to tho church
by Mr. Delmonico on tho payment of $58,000,
and the corporation was organized under tne
title of tho Church of tho Transfiguration.
The churoh had boon dodicated in Morch,
1836, and with Fathor Varola as pastor it
grew in influonco and prosporitv.

Father Varelo was appointed Vioar-Genor-

in 1837, but ho romamod in charge of bis
parish till his doath in 1853. Ho was a man
of most austere habits and rigid asceticism,
and gave all his income to the poor of his
parish. The last fow years of his life his
health gave way, and ho died at St. Augus-
tine, Fla. Tho mismanagement of the finan-
cial affairs of tho church is said to havo in.
juriously worked upon his mind during his
declining years and hastened his death.

When tho ltov. William McClotlon becamo
pastor affuirs woro in such a condition that
it was decided to abandon tho old church
and look for a moro fovoroblo sito. The pres-
ent sito, in Mott street, was purchased for
$30,000 in 1853, tho bale of tho old premises
in Chambers street for 875,000 having ena-ble- d

tho church to pay off its debts. It bad
been built nnd previously occupied by the
Episcopalians os Zion4 Church, and after
somo necessary repairs, in order to adapt It
to Catholic worship, tho now Church of the
Transfiguration was finally dedicated and
opened fordivino servico May 14, 1853.

The congregation soon began to increase,
and tho work of improving the schools of the
parish was taken up with vigor and enorgy.
Thoir growth has been so great that at tho
present timo tho daily attendance in the de.
partments for both boys and girls is consid-
erably over twelvo hundred. Tho schools
were made free in 1881 by tho Bov. Thomas
Treanor, who was then pastor. He was ac-
tive in reducing the debt of the church, and
during his pastorato was so successful in this
respect that besides materially dimin' hinc
the burden of dobt, he had, at the oxpei.o of
$50,000, thoroughly renovated and repaired
the building and completed tho cupola and
boll tower.

Father Treanor, who died in 1870, was
by the ltov. James Hasson, who in

turn was succeeded in 1871 by the Itev.
James H. McGcans. the present pastor of St.
Peter's Church in Barclay street. Tho Bev.
Thomas F. Lynch, the present pastor, was
appointed to succeed Father McGoan in 1881.

The changes in tho parish during tho past
ten years have been few. Tho most impor-tant'- is

tho establishment of the Italian con-
gregation in tho basement of tho church.
Tho Italian population of tho paribh is very
largo, aud Its rapid increase during rccont
years has demonstrated tho necessity of a
separate Bervice for its accommodation. Tho
regular attendance ot these services is about
2,000, and groat good has been accomplished
by the extension of tho church work in thiB
direction.

Tho Bev. Thomas F. Lynch was born in
Troy. N. Y., In the year 1848. Ho received
his classical education at Manhattan College,
lu this city, an I studied theology at the Troy
Provincial Seminary. He was ordained a
priest July 18, I8,'l. and was appointed as an
assistant ot the Ohurch of St. Stephen's,
whero he remained two years. Ho was after-
wards assistant pastor at St. Teresa's Church,
aud became pastor of Transfiguration Church
Nov. 13, 1881. His present assistants ore tho
Bev. Thomas F. McGare, the Bev. William
F. Dougherty, the Bev. Giuseppe Ansanelli
and the Bev. Marcellino Moroni.
