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A MAMMOTH ENGINE WRECKED.

A Rccno or Destruction In Ilurlinnnn iV

IiVnll'a Juto Puctory I.nss, 83,000.
One of tho largest condensing beam engines in

llrookjln waa running apparcnlly In perfect order nt
6.60 o'clock last night. At o. 63 o'clock tho engine
was almost a total wreck. Thero was a sharp susp,
thin a general grinding of heavy Iron, steel roJs
and bars, and the powerful englno was destroyed.

Tho cngluo was In tho Juto manufactory of
lluchanan A Lynll, which la on President, between
Hoyt and Iiond streets. Engineer binall wss lu
charge of Iho englno and waa Just about to Hop It
for tho day wncn the crank-pl- u strap broke. This
all up Is it piece ot wrought irou, 0 Inches wl !o and
4 lushes thick, which connects the cruuk by miaiis
ol the connecting-ro- d to tho wnlklug-bta- 'I hu
co'iiieitlug-ro- d was thus loosened st one end and
went suing about, wrecklug everything It touched.
The h piston was thui released and
It descended to tho bottom of the ci Under
and cracked the lower head. Tho force of steam
sent tbe piston up with great vtolcnco.and tho upper
head of the cylinder was also cracked and turn off.
The eugtnc-ruo- soon becamo filled with Btcaiu,
and the work of destruction continued. The

in Its tlcsccut struck a largo brace, and
tiiuBiuade a lever ot the walking-bea- that was
tiding lorccd down with tremendous power,
'lilts force and resistance Bnappid off the three-Inc- h

bolts which hold the caps lo the upper part of
tbo gallows frames, and the frames, whlcn woro
four Inches thick and six Inches wide, were
broken to pieces. Lirgo pieces of the wrecked
engine were hurled in all directions, und every-
thing In tho room was more or less damaged.
1 ho plunger puuiti was a total wreck, ami tho air-pu-

rods were broken as though they had been
straws.

Engineer bmall and his fireman stood bravely at
their posts, and although the room waa filled wtth
steam, through which chunks of metal
were dying in all directions, they nianaee.l to reach
tho stop-valv- on the boiler and cut off tho Bleam
from tho broken engine. The momentum of the
big was enough to keep the broken shafts
and rods in motion for a few minutes alter the
engine had been a total wreck, and tbe broken
pieces continued to smash iblnys until at last they
lost their power and quieted down like an expiring
demon.

Superintendent ot Doners William A. Powers vis-
ited the sceuo shortly sfter and bo spoko In high
praise of the bravery of the engineer and hla as'st-an- t.

He said that had thoy nut stood at tbolr posts
there would have I ccn moro scrlods damage from
tho escape of ateam. Tne damage is estimated at
to.ouo, and It will take six weeks to repair tho
broken parts. Many ot the 400 employees of the
factory will bo thrown out of employment until
such time as tho engine Is replaced.

BREWERS AND BOYCOTTERS.

Tho National Association Tukes a Hand In
the Dllltvuub.ee Quarrel.

It is
learned that at a meeting of tbo National Associa-
tion, wblcb was held In New York laat night, a
prlvato circular to all members ot tho association
was drawn up. This to-d- was submitted to and
adopted by tbo Milwaukee association, and will be
fottnwlth distributed to members. The circular
avers that the Milwaukee brewers arc not opposing
organized labor, nor trying to out down wages,
but "are opposing the despotic rule of ontapoten
anarchists." The, brewers say that they bore with
many annoyances, "until they were boycotted by
their own workmen's national organization be-
cause they refuxed to allow tbo guiding spirits of
the latter all of whom are rampant anarchists to
dictate to them where they (the employers) should
buy their material a demand which many of them
could not have been compiled witb, even If tbey had
been willing, because under contracts with their ma-
terial dealers. " They add that Ji per cent, ot their
men have quit the organization and returned to
work.

'1 he nnlon has also Issnod a manifesto In Eng-
lish and Uerman, which says:

"it must be clear to all unbiased minds that

Hosa lltirkatahltr and Ida HJornstsd, servants of
Millionaire Amoi J. Snell, who resides In an olo-ga-nt

resldcnco on Washington ltoulot.trd, were
awakoned by loud shouts, seemingly coming from
tho floor below, whero slept Mr. Snll. Quickly
following the shouts came pistol shots, and the
frightened servants, who had In their caro the two
young grandchildren of Mr. Snell, huddled together
In their apartment for a time powerless to act, A

dead sllcnco followed the dread sounds, and after a
tlmo tho girls who, besides Mr. Snell and tho chil-

dren, were tho only persons in tbo house, Mrs.

Hncll bung absent In Milwaukee, crept to the head
of the stairs and called loudly for Mr. Snell. They
received no roply, and a hurrio.l oonsultatlon was
held, resulting In a call tor help from tho window.
This availed nothing, and, too frightened to de-

scend to Investigate, tho girls comforted them-
selves by the belief that Mr. Snell had called out In
his sleep, a habit or his, thoy say, and that his re-

volver had been discharged as the result of a bad
dream. Coining to this theory, which, If not log-

ical, was at least relieving, thoy retired again and
woro soon sleeping soundly, white below the cur-

tain had but Just fallen on n terrible tragedy.
At 7 o'clock Henry Wlnkelhook, Mr. Snoll's'hlrcd

man, cama Into tbe honso from tbo barn to fix tho
fnrnaco fires. There Is a llttlo patch of garden be-

tween tbo barn and the end of tho house, and tho
patch has u back door opening upon It, Wink

found that holes had been bored Into this noor
until a circular piece largo enough to admit a man's
hand had been cat, )ust over tbe lock. The door was
fastened, but In the kitchen there wero marks of
wet and ditty boots. Opening from tho dining-roo-

which Is In the front of tho house. Is a sort
of office where Mr. Snell hail a safe and kept many
valuables. Wlnkclhock found tho safa open and
the floor of tho oillco strewn with papers, tin boxes
and burglars' tools.

A broad staircase leads from (ho basement ball
to the parlor floor above, and at the top of tho
staircase lay Mr. Knell's doad body, with a bullet-hol- o

lu bis head and another over his heart. The
terrified hired man shouted loudlv for the servants.
who came running down filled with dread forebod-
ings.

Wlnkclhock and tho glrl3 at onco alarmed Iho
neighborhood. Mr. bnell's son, Albert J., and his

A. J. Stone, both llvo close at hand.
They were notified and sent for the police. Mrs.
Snell was sent for from Milwaukee and arrived
with her daughter, Mrs. Grace Collin, this after-
noon. She was prostrated by the news.

Tho detectives made a careful examination of
tho house and Us surroundings and found the
tracks of two men In tbe snow in tbo back yard.
One was apparently a big man with a long stride,
who wore a number nine shoe. Tho other wag a
smaller man, with a number six shoe. Tho tracks
show that tho men had been prowling around the
back doors of several bouses in the ntlghborhood.
They cau bo traced from 431 Washington lioule-var-

tho residence ot Mrs. George 11.

Brooks, down to Mr. Snell'. At Mrs. Brooks's
tho burglars made a noise that aroused
the Inmates, who frightened the Intruders
away. Thoy got Into Mr. bncll's back yard by
climbing the fenco, and from the fence tho tracks
lead directly to tho kitchen door. Tbe door waa
fastened only with a spring lock, so that the hired
man could get into tho bouse in the morning with-
out trouble. Tho burglars bored holes Into the
door with u small augur and made a bole three
luches in diameter Just ubove tho boll of tho lock.
When they had reached lu and pushed tho Bprlng
the whole house was at their disposal.

They went Into the dining-roo- where they
picked out Hie choicest sliver on tho tl aud
put It luto a bag. Then they went Into tbe office,
whero the safe stood. This was broken opeu and
thsy took ft, Oou worth of Cook Couutybonds.ua
unknown amount of Government bonds und some
notes.

The theory of the 'detectives la that they had
spent about an hour in tbe house at this pplnt,
when oue of them started to soarch the upper part,
Opposlto the atoirway landing on tbo first floor
above were folding doors that opened Into the
parlor. The burglar fonud these doors locked aud
started to foroe them with a Jimmy. 'Iho uolss
woke Mr. Suel), who slept on the noor above ex.
uctly over the door at which tho burglar was at
work. The millionaire secured his retolvcr und
started down stairs. Half way down ho saw tho
burglar aud shouted and nred at blm. T he cracks-mu- u

had got the door open then und dodged inside
the parlor. Mr. Snell fired a shot through tho told-ln- g

doors, Ibe burglar fired ono back then dashed
tho door open suddenly and fired two or per-
haps three more shots. One struck Mr. Snell Just
nuovu tho left car and another over tho heart, lie
fell on the stair landing and must have died In-

stantly. Tne burglars must tbcu have left in great
haste for tbey lull tbe silver and the rest of their
Dlundcr exctptthe bonds. They have six hours'
start of tho police and left next to no clue be-
hind them.

T he theory about the shooting Is borne out by tho
bullet holes about tho folding doors. T here is one
lu tbo wall near the door which must have been
the first Mr. Snell fired. 'I here la another through
the door from tbe hollsldo which waa probably Mr.
Shell's second shot. The third shot was from the
burglai's pistol, and It made a nolo through tno
door from the parlor aide. '1 here Is also a bullet lu
tbe hull wall which probably came from tbo bur-
glar's pistol. It I; slraugo that all this fusillade and
ibe shouts of the girls upstairs did not attract the
intention of anybody on the street. 'I here have
been u great many burglaries In tho neighborhood
lately, and It la said that Chief Houshaw had an
extra force of twenty-liv- e men on watch In the
Immediate vicinity and they heard nothing.
Tho people- who live on Mr. Snell's
block havo boen bo terrified by
the repeated visits of thieves that they hired a
private watchman at their own expense to keep an
eye on their property. He beard nothing. The
girls say that many carrUgea and slilgns were
being driven up and down the Boulevard but no
ouuaceius to hate heard any pistol shots. Thtre
wss a ball In progress about a block off and Just at
the tlmo of tho shooting a leutlicr-lunge- d negro
was shouting out the numbers of the carriages for
the people wbo were going home, which is prob-
ably the reason tbe cries tor help were not beard.

Mr. Snell occupied a very prominent position In
Chicago. He waa alxty-fon- r years old, a native
of Llttlo Falls, N. Y., and oame West In 1B4I al-
most penniless. He kept a hotel attfehaumuerg,
about twenty miles from here, and ran It with suc-
cess. He, however, laid the foundation of bla for-
tune at Jefferson. Before leaving Scbaumberg ho
became acquainted with some of tbe men Inter-
ested In the Northwestern Hallway, and Impressing
them latorahly by his iiuslucta-lik-o methods they
necurcd for him a lurue contract for furnlthlng the
road with wood, tbo nse of coal In Western loco-
motives not being ut that time practised. T bla con-
tract made considerable mouoy for Mr. Snill aud
In 1803, wben be left Jefferson for Chicago, he waa
worth perhaps fl0,0oa Before leaving Jefferson
he bad noticed that the road leading from tho
village to Chicago was being traveled more generally
every yoar.

JStonc, was entered a low moatha ago ad the
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thieves sccurod between and 11,000 in cash
ami or I .'1. 000 In bonds.

The killing of Mr. Snell rcoslls the murder of
Lyman . Weeks, who was shot dead under elinlt tr
circumstances In tho dining-roo- of his resident?,
No. 1071 He Kalb uvenuc, Ilrooklyn, ou the night
of March 16 last, by a burglar who hiul fori ed an
entrance through the baaemeut door. Mr. Weeks
waa n commercial traveller of domestic habits
und a saving disposition, and had but a short
tunc previously purchasid tho house In which he
was killed. Before retiring It wus his custom to
see that the lights were tint, and on the night of his
murder ho wss turning out the gas In the hall uu
tho second floor when Mrs. Weeks said she biurd a
noise lu tho basement- - Llka Mr. Shell, Week
started downstairs lo Investigate. On reaching
tbe basement Mr. Wceka saw a light In the dining-roo-

Ho pushed opeultho door and was con-
fronted by a burglar who had Just llnlshtd packing
up a lot of silverware. Thu noise made by .Mr.
Weeks had nlarmed tho burglar, who was Just
about leaving as he met blm.

Mr. Weeks was a man of athlctlo build and un-
doubted courage. Tho burglar evidently reullred
this as Vt eeks msbed at Mm. In an Instant a shot
was nred and Weeks full dead, tbo bullet piercing
his heart. Mrs. Weeks had nesrd the sound througb
a speaking-tub- aud, rushing to tbe head of thu
stairs, called to her buaband. Gelling no roply, aho
run to it front window and shouted for tho police.
As she throw up tho window she saw u man with it
peculiar sloucby gait walking rapidly down Ho
Kalb aveutie. Neighbors onierod tho hou-- e and
found Mr. Weeks lying upon Iho dlnlug-roo- floor
bathed In his own blood. Thero were Indications
of a struggle In thu disordered furniture.

Not it Biuglo clue was loft by the burglar or ac-
complices, If ho bad any. Rewards aggregating
13,000 were offered by tbe city and residents ot tho
neighborhood, and a close hunt for the
murderer was begun. A month afterwards
Inspector Byrnes urrcstd John Greenwull,
Charles Miller, Paul Krause aud John Becker,
a quartet ot peity thieves, who wore con-
cerned In Beveral burglaries and wero rupposed to
bo desperate lu their natures. Krauso and Becker
said Grcenwall and Miller killed Wroks, mm tho
former was tried auu sentenced. Ou Tuesday tho
Court of Appeals ordered a new trljl, declaring
much of the evidence used against him waa In-

competent. Now It Is the opinion uf tho police
lli.it he can bo convicted.
