Among the followers of Henry Georgetbe leading
toplc yesterday was the antack made by Dr. Metlynn
on George's Presidontinl  sapirations aod  land
theories ut the meoting of the downtown Antl-
Poverty Soclety on Thursday evening. On that
occasion, as reported ln Tur WorLb yesterday,
Dr. Metlynn sawd: ** The party can get aloug
abundanily well without Mr, George, 1f e comoes
back tnto the party agatn, even If he does not snp-
pors Mr. Clevelnod or the Democrdtic parly, he
will bave to take & muoh humbler position In the
ranks thun he haes bad, For myself, Tdon't want
him for my candidate. 1Ithnk he wounld be rather
@ hort than & help to us.  We have many good men
in the party willlug to be our candidate.” le
added that the writers on Mr. George's paper had
tried 1o glde-track the party on the lesding wsues,
but that they hud falled. **Weure golug to have
anational convention and are golng 1o nominate
candidates for she Presidency sud Vice-Fresidency
of the United States,  We don't intend to allow the
party to be made & tail to the Democratie kite, nor
shall we wear orape on our hats if that machine
and ita Prealdenty Cleveland, shall be defeated.”
