Tho cashier thoreupon took hold of Hol-
land and tried to push him away from the
bar. Tho colored boy's blood was an, how.
ever, and ho fought desperately, changing
his ice.pick from one hand to another and
dealing vicious blows right and left.

William lilldulph, another waiter, canio to
Mr. MoLaughlin's assistance, and both did
their best to rush Holland out of tho bar-
room. Holland, however, had got a tight
grip on tho bar-ra- il and fought hko a tiger.

Suddenly ho roleased his hold and rushed
nt lliddulph, timing him to tho ground.

The
room Indicated a struggle, and It Is probable that
the burglar did not Ore until he saw that he was
compelled to or submit to being captured. The
general opinion is that the murder was committed
by some tramp.

THE LIBERTY OF THE PRESS.

CONGRESSMAN COHMiNQB'S GALLANT DE-

FENSE OF MS GRAFT.

Proddlnsj the Wars and means Committee
on the Tnr I IT Dill riuuis af an Antl-Fo- el

Dill Debate on the Alleged Ineffi-

WAsniMOTON, Feb, 18. In the Itouie to.dsya
lsrgs number of bills wss Introduced, including
one authorising the election ot a delegate from the
Indian Territory to the Fifiy-flr- st Congress, and
another proposing a constitutional amendment lim-

iting the membership of the House to SSO.

The bill prohibiting the advertising ot lottery
tickets In the District of Columbia came up for con-

sideration. Mr. Rogers (Arc) and Mr. Hemphill
(8. O. ) opposed It upon constitutional grounds.
Mr. Browne (Ind.) spoke for the bill and Mr. Craln
(Tex.) against It

Mr. Cummin js (N. Y.), looking at the bill
not ss a lawyer but as a man who pretended to
hsvs a modicum of common-sens- thought there
wss too rnuoh law in It. In trying to correct an
admitted evil tho House was opening the doors to a
greater evil. The bill appeared to contain some of
the. ashes of the old alien and sedition laws.
Those laws not only interfered with the liberty of
the press hut also Interfered as the pending bill
did with tho liberty of the person.1 Nor was this
the Brat time that those ashes had been stirred up
by Congress. They had been stirred up undsr the
administration of Gen. Grant when the United
States Senate had passed a bill to abridge the free-
dom ot the press. Under the provisions of t ha
bill the editor ot the most obscure newspaper In the
moat obscure corner of tho most obscure State
could be dragged to toe District ot Columbia and
subjected to fine and Imprisonment by petty local
tribunals. There was the same seed In this bill.
It not only trampled upon the freedom of the press
and ot the person but It trampled on the rights ot
States. The bill was clear In IU provlalbns. It ap-

plied undoubtedly to papers published oatalde but
circulating In the District of Columbia,

It congress had a right to prescribe what should
be printed in the advertisement columns of a news-
paper tt bad a right to exercise a censorship over
the editorial and news columns. It Congress, then,
was to exercise editorial supervision over the entire

The workmen on the road were engaged in
hoisting a girder into position by means of a
heavy steam derriok, which was placed on
tho framework of the road already la posi-

tion.
Suddenly, as the heavy mass of iron was

being hoisted into place, an ominous tremb-

ling of tho wholo hoisting apparatus was folt,
and tho workmen to their horror saw the
dorrick swaying and tottering from its posi-

tion.
They wore filled with alarm at the move-'me- nt

of the hoavy mass, which threatened to
crush down and carry destruction and death
in its passage.

For one wild moment a frantio effort was
made to arrest the impending disaster. But
the attempt to right the swaying derrick was
futile.

Slowly it Bwayed till tho ponderous mass,
engine and all, came crashing down with a
horrid din of splintered timber and iron
wrenched from position by the immense
weight.

A wild cry of horror broke from the terri
fied workmen as they saw and hoard the ter-Lrib-le

engine of destruction crash through
everything tbat opposed its progress.

Six men foil with tho wreck to the street
below.

Just at tho moment when tho engine, the
tall derrick and tho moss of iron tore their
relentless passage to tho stono-pave- d street
below, a Roid avenuo cor wits parsing on its
westward trip. It was half filled with pas.
sengors.

By oue of theso fatalities whioh mako half
a mlnuto's difference in timo all that is
neoded to perfectly avert disaster, tho car
had ronched a point iu Broadway between
Ellory and FayctUi streets which brought it
almost immediately under the falling mass.

Tbe whole frightful weight of tho derrick
cnglno, tho derrick, tho six men who wero at
work on it and tho dobris which wns carried
along, fell with crushing force on tho car.

Tho car was shattered liko an rgg-shol- l.

The driver was tho only one who had tho
faintest intimation of tho horrible fate. Hu
heard nnd saw tho black, cracking mass
thuudoriug down, but the warning was too
late.

In a second rnoro tho weight crushed down
relentlessly upon tho car. The driver, Mich-
ael McCauloy, was killed nt onco, as well as
the two horses. The lifo was ground out ot
them between tho cruel stones and tho falling
mass.

The number of the victims who wore
crushed to death or wore crippled for lifo is
not yet fully known.

There ucre six laborers engaged on the
" h" road nt tho time tho dorrick fell.

Charles Kirohner was killed, end one of
the men ho had charge of tho iron work
was crushed to death. .

The man in charco of tho engine was not
killed, but his logs were ground to a mass of
shapeless flesh and bone, and his injuries ore

bo frightful that it is doubtful if ho surrhes
tho dreadful shoe);,

Tho ncciduut occurred a little boforo 10

o'clock. The spot at onco became tho scene
of i ut en no excitement. Tho din of tho fall,
lug mass, as it crashed down through the
ttructnro, and tho crushing of tho rar, to-

gether with tho shrieks, gromis and yolls of
tho victims, ntlrnctcd the attention of all who
were in tho neighborhood.

Tho now s Hprend rapidly and a crowd gath-
ered around tho ncenn of tho disastor and
looked with horror an tho slghf.

Tho I'iro Department was called out and
ambulances wero hastily summoned to the
sdot.

This musical club, as It ma j properly be deslsnsted,
Is composed entirely of young soolety ladles, some
of wooine are "roaebuda." whllo a few are not
even "out" ret. lint tney are all ardent musi-
cians, earnest workers and very mucu devoted to
tne success ot their oronestra, wnlch la tbe only
one of the kind In this country, Founding It was a
happy thought of Miss Hewitt, tbe danirhter of
Mayor Hewitt, and It was sosgested by Lady Folke-
stone's orchestra, wMon has become snob a brilliant
train root London society, the members of which
are Utled women, some of high rank. .

Wss Hewitt felt convinced that there waa plenty
,ol musical talent anion New York society fiirls,
'which, It brought together and properly trained
and directed, would reach as creditable results u
thoso achieved by lu London prototype, and the
succi ss ol the nndertsklng, up to the present lime,
bss JustlQed this belief.
