The Union Bquare Thestre and Morton
House are in flunes as announoed in our first
edition. The firo is making such headwny
that it is probable that the thres buildings
mentioned, with the adjoining-stores, will be
burned to the ground.

Just about 1 o'clock this afternoon Offcer
Van Ostrand, of the Fifteenth Precinet, dis-
covered smoke ocurling out from the Union
Square Theatre at the rear, He at once sent
out an alarm.

Boon the building was a mass of smoke and
flamea, a8 was the rear of the Morton House
and the Btar Theatre. Three alarms were
sont ont.

Clork Downs, of the Morton House, mnoti-
fled the guests to quletly move out. They
did so, and there was little confusion.

Clerk Downs got the money and valuables
from the safe, and, with the account books
of the hotel, they were sent over to the
Union Bquare Hotel.

Trunks and clothing were seized by the
guosts and employees of the hounse and
hustled into the strect.

The entire interior of the Union Square
Theatre is in flames. All the scenery, cos-
tumese and properties of *'The Henrietia ™
are being burned ; also the soenery and
properties of ** A Possible Case, "

The Biar Theatre is burning. Among the
stores that are threatened snd will probably
be burned are Atwood's Pharmacy, Rodrigues
cignr store, a saloon st Fourteenth street and
Fourth avenue, Ward's gentlemen's furnish.
ing store and other stores.

Threo sixes will probably be sent out.

A dense crowd of people are filling np the
lower end of Union Bquare, blooking Four-
teouth street and Broadway, Loung lines of
cars nre bloaked,

Chief Olork Downs said to an Evewxmo
Wornp reporter: ‘' Bomo one ocame in
shouting that the Upion Bquare Thestre was
on fire, and it didn’t take me long to find out
tlint the Morton in the rear was also on fire,
{ had the guests quietly notified and they
are getting out without any confusion."

As Mr, Downs spoke men and women came
down the stairs with bandles of elothing in
their arms, bell-hoys were rushing about as.
sisting the porters to got out what waas vala-
able in the house.

The scens was strange and intensely exeit-
ing, yet nono of the guests were greatly flur.
ried. Btil), as the upper floors of the hotel
wore crowded, it is quite probablo thet some
may be seriously burned or injured.

At 1,40 ». m. the bulldings were s mass of
flamos and smoke, and it looked as if the en.
tire nquare bounded by Fourteenth street,
Broadway, Fourth mvenune and Thirteonth
street would in s fow hours be a mass of
ruins,

At 1,80 v. M, o'clock three ambulances were
summoned to the scene of the fire,

The police had difficulty in keeptng back
the thousands of people who were congre.
gated in Union Hqusre.

All the wdjoining streets were pouring
crowds of anxious and excited people inlo
the suare,

Lope lines were soon run about, and the
police managed to hold back the people,

The fames rapidly cousumed the interior
of the theatre, and finally the stairway on
the right of the entrance fell with o ernah,

Four firetnen of Eogine Company 14, who
were on the stairway st the time, were earried
with it, nod were dragged out of the debris
by their companions, who ran in from the

The fire is said to have started in the ser-
vants' quarters of the hotel. Bpark fell upon
the roof of the Union Bquare Theatre audi-
torium, and burning through the roof wes
speedily fed by the scenery and trappings of
the theatre,

In a fow moments the hody of the theatrs
was & sea of flames, extending from the gal-
leriea to the stage—the sconery,costumes and
valuable properties being totally destroyed.

The wardrobe of the ' Henrietta com.
pany was saved, but the soenery was de-
stroyed. ;
