AFTER CASTLE GARDEN'S POOL. _
Tho Interstate Insulon Investignting the

Rallroad Combine,

Tha Interstate Commerce Commission met
to.day in room No, 45 of the Federal Build-
ing and boegan an investigation of the rml-
road pool rates st Castle Garden on com-
plaints made to the committes by H, €.
Savery, of the American Emigrant Com-

pany.

Mr. Savery alleges that the Interstate Com-
merce Inw bas been violated by the rallway
pool at Oastle Garden.  For instance, tickets
to Chicago are sold to immigranta by agents
of the pool st Castle Garden for $18, while
outside of the Garden the immigrant is
chinrged %17, Diseriwinstion in rutes pro-
vails to other pointa.

Another cowplaint is that the railway com

ties overcharge the immigrants for extra
E::;gag(- at the rate of §4.60 a hundred pounds
when such baggage 1s sent by freight, and
that the rate for first-class baggage is about
20 cents less. Bince the complaint was filed
the pool has lowered and equalized the rates,
and the immigrauts are ailowed 150 pounds
of baggage. )

On opening the procesdings, Judge Cooley,
the Chairmun of the cowmmission, said that
while the commissivn intended to investigate
the complaint, still, as the matter under con-
sideration was of Im,uu public interest, the
investigution would be general, and any one
in the community who information wus
invited Lo give testimony.

Lawyer Blair, for Mr. Bavery, said that
four violations of the Interstate Commerce
Inw were charged, These were unjust and
unreasonable  charges, disoriniiustion in
rates, pooling rates in violstion of law. and,
lust, u} subjecting his clients to inconven-
ienoe m conduoting their work,

ARE GOULD AND BAGE SAFE?

Judxe Cowing Intimates that she Larceny
Charges are Outlnwed,

The Grand Jury, after & consultation with
District-Attorney Fellows, entered Part I, of
the Genoral Bessions at noon to-day to re-
ceive instructions from Judge Cowing in a
ense then under consideration, this case

being understood to be the charges of larceny 1°

agninst Jay Gonld and Russell Sage.

Thoe question was with regard to the effect
of the Btatute of Limitations,

Judge Cowing instructed the Grand Jury
that the statute began to run from the time
the offense was actuslly committed, If it
ware s easo of the withholding or wisappro-
pristion of bonds, then the statute wonld he-
gin to run from the time such withholding
or misappropriation bogan,

If for d\-r- years after that time tho offender
hid lived constantly nnder the jurisdiction
of the laws of the State, so that the law might
have boen taken cogunizance of, and yet no
action had been, brought, the matter was
outlawed.

Linder these eirenmetancos, the Judge con-
cluded, it wonld be utterly useless and s
work of supererogation to find an indiet
ment ngainst the parties who comnmitted the

offense.

Col. Fellows gat at Judge Cowing's right
hand during the dolivery of the reply, As
the Judge concluded, the foreman of the jury
thanked him for his instruction and the body

Bmoke curled from the roof of the Unlon
Bquare Theatre abont 1 o'clock this after-
noon and was carried off by the strong wind.
Policeman Van Ostrand saw it, and turned
in nn alarm of fire,

A moment Inter fire followed the smoke,
and out from the roof burst great tongues of
Aame,

Then there wera sounds of hurrying and

ories of fear in the Morton House, which
ndjoins the theatre. Word of the fire had
renched the guests and servants, and a panio
was the result,
" Tho fire spread very rapidiy, and within
five minutes after ita discovery flames and
smoke enveloped the entire Interior of
the theatre, and (hreatened destruction to
the Btar Theatre, which abuts on the Union
Bquare, and also begun to eat ita way into the
rear portion of the Morton House,

A strong wind from the northward fanned
the flames ana presaged a conflagration that
soomed for some time as if it wonld work
the total destruction of the block bounded
by Broadway and Fourth avenue, Thirteenth
and Fourteenth stresta

The inflammable nature of the mass of
scenery in the burning theatre added greatly
to the fire, and although the firemen
responded promptly to the  first
alarm and lsbored nobly to prevent
the spread of the flames, the force
on the ground was inadequsie to the task
and two more alarms were quickly sent in
and a large force responded.

The firemen did nobly, and s0 good was
their judgment and active their work that at
2.55 o'clock the fire waa under control, with
the Morton House and Star Theatre savad.

It was a narrow escape for Wallack's old
home, It wassmoked completoly ont. All it
sconery was removed to s place of safety
while the fire was raging,

It will be put back, however, for to-night's
performance,

The Union Bquare Theatre was complately
gutted, the front part of the building just
over the entrance being the only part un.
harmed,g

Clerk Downs, of the Morton House, noti-
fied the guests to quletly move out. They
did so, and there was hittle confusion.

Clerk Downs got the money and valuables
from the safe, and, with the sccount hooks
of the hotel, they were sent over to the
Union S8quare Hotsl,

Trunks and clothing were seized Ly the
guests and employees of the honse and
hustled into the streot.

A deuse crowd of peoplo are filling up the

tire square bounded by Fourteonth stroet,
Brondway, Fourth avenue and Thirteenth

The police had diffioulty in keeping back
the thousands of people wlo were congre.
gnted in Union Bquare.

All the mdjoining streets were pouring
crowds of auxions and excited people inlo
the square,

Rope lines were soon run abont, and the
police managed to hold back the people,

THE SERVANTS PANIO STHIOKEN,

When the alarm was given in the botel the
men and women servants in the upper part
of the house bhecame panie stricken and
rushed pell mell down the stairways to the
ntroet.

The guesta in the hotel took fright and
hastened out also,

The fire is sald to have started in the ser-
vants' quarters of the hotel. Bparks fell upon
the roof of the Union Bquare Theatre audi-
torium, and burning through the roof was
speedily fed by the soenery and trappings of
the thestre.

In a few moments the hody of the theatre
was a sea of flames, extending from the gal-
leries to the mago—the scenery,costuames and
valuabile properties being totally destroyed,

The wardroba of ** The Henrietta' com.
pany was saved, but the scenery was de-
stroyed.

The noise of the falling raftera in the upper
part of the burning building startled a num.
ber of men in the ocorridor of the Morton
House, and a general rush was made for the
doorway under the impression that the ceil-
ing was about to give way.
=As they reached the street the erash of the
falling stairway ir the lobby of the thestre,
where about » dozen firemen were bravely
entleavoring to keep the flames in check in
the suditorium of the playhouse, sent a cloud
of smoke and cinders through the open door-
way, concealing the men within from sight.

An exclamation of horror came from the
growd of spectotors who had witnessed the
sovno from the square, and at the same time
s ory of terror resched them from the fire.
men within the bnrning building,

An instant later, when the smoke had
cleared away, the majority of the men were
found to be uninjored. Bix, however, were
missing, and their mufled eries told that
thoy had been buried beneath the fallen
framework, With the assistance of & num-
ber of policemen the mass of débris was
raised up aud the wen dragged out,

Assistont Foreman Alexander Eakin and
Fireman Joseph 8. Rowen, of Engine 13, and
Thomas Leddy, Willilam O'Conner and
George Fraenzneck, of Engine 14, and George
MeCrade, were pulled out from under the
dibris of thoe fallen staircase more dead than
alive,

Thelr facas were black and burned sna
their ¢lothing was torn and burned. They
were tuken into the offices of the Morton
House, where the ambulance surgeons
dressed their injuriey.

Aiken and Howso had suffered a sovere
burniug from the flames that burst up throngh
the opening made by the falling away of the
stuirway, but bad broken no bonpes, They
were taken to 8t. Vinconl Hospital,

Leddy showed no injury on his person ex-
copt that his faco, head and hands were
badly burned, and he was taken to New York
Hosapital, Tt is thought that he has re ceived
internal injuries,

Geurge Fravnzneck, who his beon s fire-
man ouly nshort tie, was extricated with
much Jdificulty, His right log was broken
and he was bdly Gurned about the face and
bands aud alinost suffocated by the smoke,

Wi, O'Connor's left forearm was broken
and he, too, was borned, These two were

tuken to New York Hospital,
