An expression of opinion 1 required as to
wtietber I favor the taMng o( tbo places of the
Brotherhood men bjr Knights ul Labor. I bavc
nothing to sar oonccrnlng tho matter of aBtrlko
on the rotu In question, for I do not know tbo

bfat If it Is true that tbo men are endeav-
oring to do away with the European custom of
craillna men up and down, regardless of merit,
they are In the right la making the fight for equal
Itj. Jly opinion of a man who tako tho place of
another who la atruggllng for nla rights In that be
deserves the contempt and scorn of every man
who loves justice.

It la true tbat members ot tho Brotherhood have
on repeated occasions taken tho places of members
or tbo Knights of Labor. It is true tbat away back
In the early days of the seventies the llrotherhood
men did tho Barao thing with tho machinists and
blacksmiths at the command or their chief. It Is
trne tbat llrotherhood men stabbed the Knights of
Labor in tne back on the Southern system, not only
by taking their places, but by urging them to
Btrlke, with a proffer of assistance If they would do
so. It Is trno that Knight wero used a cat's-pa-

by Brotherhood men la the straggle, and It Is true
that many engines were burned In raking out
the chestnuts for others. It Is true that
llrotherhood men did tako the placo of tbo
Heading mon In the ttrlko on tbat road.
Tho merits of the various cases herein d

have nothing to do with the principle of
honor which Is Involved in all of them. It Is to the
eternal ahamo of the llrotherhood men that Uiey
stooped to such acts of meanness and
and of unmanly conduct. The man who takes the
placo of another when that other Is engaged In a
struggle with a corporation Is a scab, whether ho be
a membor ot the Knights ot Labor or a member ot
the llrotherhood of Locomotive Engineer. When
Charles Wilson ordered membars of the Brother-
hood to take tho places of members of tho Machin-
ists and Blacksmiths' Union in 1872 and 1H73, he
did an unmauly, cowardly act When I. AI.
Arthur allowed the members of the llrotherhood
over which bo exercises such discipline to tamper
with the rights of tho striking employees or the
Missouri Pacific and tbe Wabash system two yesrs
ago, he, too, violated tbe principles or honor
which should restrain a man when abont to do a
wrong.

It mattered not that the strikes In question wero
not ordered by the chief officers of the Knights of
Labor. If the men wbo wero Interested felt that
they wore right and took up tho fight as cmployoes
reasrdless ot what organization they belonged to,
and on their onn responsibility, tney bad the right
to do so, and under the laws or the land the mem-
bers of tbe brotherboods wero not obliged to make
cravens of themselves, as many ot them did, both
on the Southwest system and In tho ltcadlug
strike. The taking of the men's places was mean
and dastardly. It these actions wero taken with
tbe sanction of the chief of tbe llrotherhood, he,
too, is mean and dastardly; but "two wrongs
never make a right," and what Is mean and das-
tardly In a member of the Brotherhood of Engl-nee- rs

cannot become noblo or grand In a member
of tbe Order ot the Knights ot Labor. No Knight
of Labor should belittle bis manhood by Btooplns;
to such dirty work. If It Is tne habit of Brother-
hood men to do such work as taking strikers'
places, in heaven's namo let them bavo u monopoly
of It.

Knights ot Labor, If you tako my advice you will
stand back and allow this struggle to go on. Let
the Brotherhood demonstrate Its power to stand
alone without any "entangling alliances with thos
ot other trados." Let the past bo forgotten in tbis
strike. No matter bow bitter you may feel towards
these men, remember that they have not stepped
out of the rut ot selfishness yet. and It is best to
teach them what manhood means by keeping hands
off tbe Chicago, Burlington and Quiucy
strike. The spectaclo presented by men ot labor
who belong to different organizations rushing at
cacti other's throats whenever a ttnke takes placo
must be a gratifying thing for employers of Iabur
to look at. It must lndeod give satlsiactlon to the
corporations to know that neither Knights of
Laoor nor Brotherhood men daro In future
ask for better treatment with any assurance
ot receiving It. It must be a consoling thought to
the monopolist to know that his power Is not half
to dangerous to a labor organization as the possi-
bility that another labor organization will espouse
his causo thronsh revenge. Labor will forever be
bound hand and foot at the fcot of capital so long
as worklugmen can bo pitted against each other.

No strike snould bo enterod Into until tho court
of lat resort has been reached, until tne last effort
consistent with manhood has been made, nntll tho
heads of opposing forces on both sides have been
consulted and their verdict given, until tbo last
bridge has been burned between then; then If It
was determined tbat the last thing possible had
been done to avert the trouble, every detachment ot
labor's army, horse, font and artillery, ahould at
wheeled Into line in defendlngthe rights or tbe men
In tho breach. I have never seen such a strike,
and never expect to until the narrow prejudices of
tho past are buried, nntll tho principles of Knight-
hood are properly understood, lhen we will ne
uo strikes. Kntglts of Labor, from Maine to s,

stand back! Keep your hands offl Let the
law of retaliation be disregarded, and let the men
of tho Chicago, Burlington and Qnlnoy Itallroad
win this striko It they can.

" I do not know, but if this Congress does
not another ono surely will. , Tho pooplo
themselves aro not so woll educated concern,
ing business affairs at present as thoy will bo
in the near futuro, and onco their eyes aro
open and thoy thoroughly understand tlio
tricks of tho moneyed scoundrels of tho
country who institute trusts to rob tho
people undor tbo shadow of this law thoy
will change tho law, novcr foar, and in no un-
meaning manner."
