babe. Dr. Andorson, tho family physician,
recommended to tho husband that his wifo
would bo better off if placed In an
asylum for treatmont by a specialist in
such casos, and Saturday Mr. Sutherland
mado application to tho Commissioners and
they Issued on ordor for the removal of the
mother to the Flatbush Insane Asylum.

Tho removal was to havo taken placo to-

day. Tho mother ovorhcard a conversation
about it between her sister and her husband
just before ho started for work this morning,
and ho had hardly got to his plaoo of employ,
incnt whon a messenger come to tell him that
his wifo had leaped from tho window to the
ground below.

Mrs. Sutherland's sister, who had nursed
her, leaving tho room for a moment.Bho arose
from bed, and, oponingarear window, leaped
out. Instant death was escaped by her fall-in- g

on a clothesline. Sho was pickod up
and taken to St. Potor's Hospital.

She received a severe scalp wound and con.

And ho is about right. Smith is
tho most overrated fightor in tho world.

"Mitohell haduo expectation or hopo of
getting oven a draw with Sullivan. Jem
Gamer called on him boforo tho fight and re-
ported to us that Mitchell had uo intention
of oven selecting tho placo of battle. We had
to do nil thnt. Wo selected the battle ground
and oven procured tho ropes and stakes and
set them up.

" It was a raistako to start with to mako a
match governod by Loudon rules.

"Tho battle showed that Mitchell had
studied out theso rules and was well posted
in them. It is extremely difficult to knock a
man out under tho London rules. Mitchell
would havo been knookod out in a fow min-
utes if tho fight was under Qneensbcrry rules.

" The stakes in tho match were Sullivan's
by default to begin with. Ho should havo
claimod them and then offored to fight
Mitchell under nny rules, anywhero or at
any timo for a now etako or for fun.

But John said ho wanted a battle uudor
tho conditions of tho match as mado.

This caso, which attracted much attention
n year ago, when it was tried boforo Granville
P. Howes, as refcroo, is to be revived on au
appeal from lleferee Hawes's judgment in
favor of tho defendant.

In preparation for UiIk appeal Attornoy
Francis H. Van Vcchten, of counsel for the
plaintiff, has put into the hands of tho printer
the exhaustive record of the testimony tukeu
before the referee. Henry S. Beuuett will
again appear for tho defendant.

Miss Mattern is determined to push her
caso to tho last point and is confident of win-
ning her suit against her broker.

In the original complaint, Mr. Sago, acting
as broker for the plaintiff from May. 1BS0, to
April, 1885. is alleged to have rendered im-

proper accounts and to havo entered into un-
authorized transaction. It wus thus made
to appear that tho plaintiff was indebted to
the broker in tho sum of moro than .7, COO.

Tho plaintiff declared thnt the indebtedness
btood the other way and domauded a truo ac-
counting and Hatibfaction.

Mr. Sage's denial was explicit to the last
degree, extending even to the declaration
that in tho period between tho dates men-
tioned he was not a commUsiou broker.

Among Miss Mattcru's allegations against
Mr. Sage was one to the effect thnt without
her knowledge or cousi-n-t he bought 100
shares of common stock ot the Missouri,
Kansas and Texas Hallway.
