Franeis W, Pittman, the muriderer of his
dangliter Itnchael, and who was sentenced to
lifo imprisonment yoesterday, had attempted
to commit snieide.

He was found st the hour named in his
coll suffering from opium polsoning.

Where he obtaiued the landannm which he
used is not known, but it is supposed that

his wife passed it 1o him.

The poison nd evidently been ndminis.
terad long before the discovery.

At 1,15 this afternoon, notwithstanding the
unremitting efforts of the medical force at
the hospital to revive Pittman, he was still
in n eritical condition.

He will probably die.

Ambulauce Surgeon MeKim administered
all the usual remedies, but with no spprecis.
Lile effect.

The whole hospital force was met to work
to maintain the spark of life in the miserable
man, that it may go out in prison in accor-
dunce with the sentence of Hecorder Bmyth.

It was said at the Tombs that when Night
Warden Orr knocked st the door of Pitt-
mun's ecll in Murderar's Row at 6.45 this
morning he got no response,

“Wake up, my man," said the Warden,
** the deputy sherifls will be here soon, "

He meant that Deputies Burke and Curran
wounld be there to escort the convicted mur-
derer to the Grand Central Dopot to take the
8 o'clock train for Bing Sing, his future

No Money, No Work, No Friends
and No Hope Left.

A Boy YNaby Alone Teft of the Family—A
Hussinn Iebrew Who Conld Not (Get Em-
ployment—The Wife Sought Crasta in Ash
Barrels ~-Hent-Day Came and There Wan
No Meney—The Last Dime Spent for Rnt
Polnon, Which They Drink Tegethor.

Death wns conrted as s happy relio! from a
lifo of poyerty by two tanants in the rickety
wonden tencment st 67 Croshy stroot last
night, snd after severnl hours of poigunnt
suffering it cnme to the poor starving wsouly
this morning.

The suicides were Russinn ebrews, man
and wife, who had lived in n narrow attie-
roum in the rear of the wretched building
since March 6, paying #6 for thelr miserablo
nocommmodations,

Lo busband hd given the name of Gal.

He wan a swarthy little fellow, thirty-two
venrs of ago, and his wifo was n stnrved.
Yookimg little woman of twenty-eight, Thoy
had a Loy baby about six wonths ald, :

For a month they L lived in the recking
atmosphore of their misernble attic roow,
how, no ong knows, The husband had no
work: they had no friends or relntives; no
one enlled on them oxcopt n messongor hoy
with a written reguest 1o spply ata Choreh
street tuiloring establishment.

I'wico these mossagos eame und were trins-
lated b Mrs. Chrstinua Dooring, who oom-
pied the room opposite the Golsteins,

Neither hudbnud nor wife understood Eng-
lish, but both did noderstund anid hpul‘ﬁt
German imperfectly, and in this langungo
Mrs, Deering oomversed with them ovoasion-
wlly, Sho was the only one of the neighbors
who konew anything concerning them, and
fha did not know their npme—only that the
min was i tnilor and was noahle to get work.

For n whole month the starving family had
hoou fighting the wolf Poverty ; the man
hiid been in constant search for work, but he
always returned nusuceessiul and depressod.
The womunn sought eagerly for crusts in the
nsli barvels, and the man nlways retarned to
his misernhle home with n stick or n hit of
conl to feed tho fire in the cracked plece of
enst iron which served them for a stove,

Four days ngo Goldstein wont out earryin

Mrs, Deering  hostened to the Mulberry
stroet station and Patrolman Jolin M. llu]n‘y
aceompanied her to the room. Golstein
told bim that his name was Hanz Btockrien
nud his wife's name Faony, He said that
thoy had taken rt poison, but given
nono to the child.  He would give no roason
for their desperate decd, To the abserver
who could witness the extremity of their des-
titution none wns necdod,

Aun nmbmlance from 5t Vincent's Hospital
took the sutfering mm;illu to that institution
where they died this  morning in grmn{
agony—the woman at 5,90 and ber husband at
Go'clock.
