The breasta of the 2,400 members of the
Consolidated Btock and Petroleum Exchange
swelled with pride and
satisfnction this morn-
ing ue they took pos.

The
brokers were all there, however, despite the
foet that earpenters and plasterers were still
at work in the gnlleries, and they showed as
much entbusinsm ns the condition of the
market and state of trade would admit.

When Chairmrn Peters mounted the mar.
ble rosirum at 9,46, with a colossal pink rose
ndorning the lupel of Lis coat, and saluted
the throng, & cheer went up that was heard
in the Stock Exchange, n block sway, and
made Assistant Sooretary Lewis remnrk that
he felt ns proud as it Le hed just been mar-
ried himself.

At 10 o'clock President Wilson went npon
the rostrum with Col. Thomns F. Watson, J.

TAKEN AWAY BUDDENLY AT LIVERPOOL
BY HEART DISEASE

e Had Gene toe Mort Hin Dasnghter, Whe

Loxpox, April 16. —Matthew Arnold, the
distinguinhed writer, is dead.

While walking with Lis sister yesterday in
Liverpool, whera he hnd come to meet hig
duughter, he suddenly fell on his face aud m-
stantly expired, .

His death wos caused by disesse of the
honrt.

Maotthew Arnold, whose name in fresh in
the munds of ull Tee WonLn's readers by rea-
#on of his recoutly published views on ** Civ.
ilization in the United Btates," was born st
Lalebam, England, Dec. 94, 1822, He dab-
bled in verse from his earliest years, and
wou st Oxford the Newdegate prize for
kunglish verse by an epic on Cromwe
