Commissioner Marsh, who bad
charge of the hittng of MoMahon, and to
whoso offorts aro duo the roforms in tho
Pol i co Department, is being hounded by the
politicians, and, whilo no ono denies his hon-
esty or usefulness, tbo Itopublican caucus
has docided to rejoct his name tor renomina-tio-n.

McMahon, in bis statement, declares that
the polico are oltber negligent or incompe-
tent, and that the Desmond gang is respon-
sible for tho only fine work in Newark.

Connie Smith and Dapper Degan, two of
tho men accused of being thieves, offered to
givo themselves up, but thero are no ohargos
against them yet, although McMahon speci-
fied robberies in which he said they took
part.

Commissioners will furnish evidence bo that
tho thioes may bo indicted.

In view of tho fact that Commissioner
Marsh says ho has lost confidence in tbo
local detectives, tho public is supporting
him in tho courbo ho lias taken.

Darker clouds than Ann O'Dolla has yot

Assurod of tho unfaltering support of tho
deltidod law yor, Marsh, bUo thought sbo
might bo ablo to elude the ohargo of con-

spiracy, but tho disclosures as to her relations
with old Miser Loowonhertz and tbo likeli-
hood that she may bo indicted for causing his
mjstorious death have daunted hor proud
spirit.

Looncnhcrtz was betwocn sixty-fiv- e and
seventy j cars of age, and had tho reputation
of being a miser. It is known that Mme.
Diss Debar had an influence over him, and
that during his later yean she lived in the
same house with him. Ho was not known to
bo pick till a fow hours before his death,
when Mme. Diss Dobar notified tho police,
and he was found unconscious in his room.

Tho autopsy developed traces of poison.
Mme. Diss Debar busied herself about his
room after ho died and attended his ftmoral.
Hbe removed many pictures fiom his u ore.
His ronutod wealth mysteriously disappeared.

Mr. Hummel says that ho has evidence on
whioh ho wid ask tho DUtrict-Attorno- y to
iudict Mme. Diss Debar for tho murdor of
Loov, enhortz.

An Kvenino Wobxd reporter, who hod a
long interview with tho medium in hor
Tombs cell this morning, found her in a
very despondont oondition.

THE BIG FIGHT IS ON.

108 Breweries Close Their Doora

at Noon To-Da- y,

Flvo Thousand Irion Thrown Out
of Employment

Tbe Ilosses Make Good Tlietr Threats or
I.ocUlna- - Out Their Workmen The Men
Bland Firm nnd Refuse to Raise tho
llorcott U hat Caused Inn Trouble Tho
Central Labor Union 10 Help tba Men In
Their Ureal Vlejht for Thoir Unions.

Tho great fight botween the boss brewers
aud their workmon has begun,

At noon y tho oxpectod lockout took
plnco. Ono hundred and oight breweries in
this city and vicinity shut down, throwing
about fl.o thousand men out of emplouicnt.

'Ilio troublo betwoen tho bossos and tho
men began several months ago, w lion Mil-
waukee malt was boycotted. On March 20
tho United States Brewers' Association de.
oided to rofusa to recognize tbo workmen's
unions. Soveral breweries In Brooklyn und
Newark woro promptly boyoottcd. and in
retaliation tbo iiKsocintiou, ou April 10, noti-
fied the mou that unions tho boyootts woro
removed tbo browerios would shut dowu at
noon to day.

Tho moil decided to carry on tho fight to
the end, as tbny believed that tho bosseswere
bent on breaking up tbolr unions.

Tbo police are
hold in resort e, as serious troublo is ex-
pected.

Enpig Albert is tho only firm of browers
that iR not in tbe pool. Tho demand made
upon tbe firm for its beer is enormous.

The Central Labor Union has issuod its
order doclaring that "tho friends of labor
shall not patronize any plsce whero
boor is sold, except such as are
recommended by the Journeymen Brew-
ers' Union." At tho meeting of
that body yesterday it wus tba unanimousopiuiin of the delegates present that the
fight was not Bimply between the men and
tho bosses, but is ono between capital and
organized labor, and that capital has thrown
down tho gauntlet of battle with tho full in-
tention of striking a powerful blow at organ-
ized labor.

Nearly the entire afternoon was taken up
by tho Coutral Union in discussing tbo brow,
ers' troubles. Tho National Union of the
United Browcry Workmen sent iu a commu-
nication asking that iu the event of a lockout
of all bauds in this city, all friends of labor
and members of societies nfllliated with the
Central Union bo requested not to iccept
employment in uny of the breweries in the
place of the men who may be locked out.

There was a great deal of talk ou tho mat.
tcr, tho speakers declaring that there was uo
altoruatnn for the employees in tho business
but to abandon tbe r organizations or submit
to a lockouts, tho manifesto sent out by
tbo Brewers' Association cliarly sUouedtbo
intention of that body, which is tho

of organized labor.
It was thereforo forced upon tbo Central

union to meet the association in tho struggle
for tho right of men to organize for mutuul
proteu ion. and tho dologates asserted that it
would bo done to tho utmost of their ability.

The Arbitration aud the Boycott Commit-
tees reported that ihey had used every hon-
orable means to settlo the difficulty, but that
the boss brewers bad refused to recognize
organized labor in the matter,

'lhe committees therefore submitted pre-
ambles and resolutions reciting tho intention
of the bosses to lock out their men
if tho Central Labor unions of Brook,
lyn and Newark did not oboy the
mandate of tho Brewers' Association
and drink the beer that it decided they
should drink: that the pool brewers have as-
sumed to dictate to tiio American poopio
what beer shall be drunk by them, and Unit
thoattompt to dictate is on Insult to etery
American citizen and an encroachment upon
personal liberty.

It was resolved that tho attempt be de-
nounced ; that the people bo requested not
to drink tho beer which the asoc a.
tion has decided they must drink, and
that the friouds of labor shall not
patronizo any places whero beer is
sold, except such ns are rocommendid
by the Journeymen Browers' Union,
especially avoiding the beer of 1'cler
Doelger, Henry Ellas.
