The Browerieas Ploketed by the Locked-Dut
Men—Committees at Work Trylog to
Mtop the Male of Peol Berr In the Maloons
~The Noycott the Malusiny of the Men—

The 8.500 men who were lacked ont of the
soventy-nine browories in thils city yesterday
noon vt in an early sppearance at Clarendon
Hall this morning,

Those with whom an Evexixe Wonrnn re.
porter convarsed were quite sanguine of sue-
coss. They declared that the bosses conld
not afford to place their immenne properties
in the hands of now and incompetent men,
and that not enough good, competent haudls
eonld be obtained to take the places of so
Inrgo a nnnber of men.

In the mean time the beer trade will suffer
from the failure of the brewing, the waste
and loss cansed by new bands and the boy.
cott. This Inst-named wenpon is greatly re.
lied on to bring the Losses to terms,

It was reported that more than two hundred
oast mide saloon-keepers had mont word to
Bocretary Herbrand asking where thoy could
get non-pool beer, and declaring their inten.
tion of abaudoning pool beer as soon ns they
conld obtain the bevorage having the stamp
and label of the nuion npon it,

The brawery men now 1dle are as able-
Dbodied n set of men v were ever locked ont.

There are 6,000 required in the broweries
of Noew York, hut it was not fonnd necessary
for the coopers and a few other hauds to go
out yesterday, so that not all are idle, but
they will undonbtedly becomws so. The
coopers will not handle any of Hchwnrz-
walder's ' seab " materinl, und ns soon ns
their bosses require them 8o to do  they will
quat.

A few of the chief eogincers who made
terms with their employers and did not go
out are strongly condemued by the locked.
out men.

The leaders of the locked.out men, includ-
ng officersand committeomen of the Central
Labor Union, the American Federation of
Labor, and the Brewery Workingmen's
unions had been busy nearly all night laying
plans to cironmvent the hoss brewers, As
so0on s they got together this morning com.
mittess were sent to all the breweries, with
instructions to picket them olosely and en-
deavor to persunde by peaceable means all
new wen from goiug to work. These com.
mittees will remain on duty constantly, and
report to the general committes at Clarendon
Hall whenever necessary.
