The Bosses and the Men Take Turms In
Clalming the Bost of the Fight—Figures
that Da Not Agree—Tho Board of Arhl,
tration Takgs a Hand—The Bossos Sald
te Be Nincklisting the Meon.

Each sideclaims to have the best of the
fight In the brewery troubles to-day.

At the bosses rooms, in Irving place, this
momning, Secretary Heifert reported that all
the pool Lreweries are in operation with new
and old men, the majority of the foroes
heing composed of union hands who went
out on Monday and returned to work on
Tuesday and Wednesdoy.

The only pool brawery that has gone over
to the unions, nccording to the bosses' side of
the story, is that of Hohmitt & Schwanon-
flugel. The wagons of that firm bore the eard
announeing ** Union Beer."

Secretary Beifert said that the firm signed
the wvool agreement, and that Gustave
Bohmitt had himeelf signed an agrecmont
with the unions, but Mr, Schwanenflugel had
not.

The bosses who were at the Brewers' Ex.
change declared that the lookout had secom-
Mighed their purpose, nud that they have not
been nor will they be forewl to recognize the
unions, whioh was tho question at issue,

FLAMES AND PANIC.

A Woman BSuffocated in a Fire-
Bound Faotory.

Others Escape Death by Jumping
Into the Nets.

Three Heore Men and Women In Perll o
Thelr Lives in a Bullding In Bast Third
Mireet—A Womnn of Seventy-five Lonps
from the Foarth HStory —Meveral Persons
Burned Mere or Loss Sovercly—Perlloas
FPussnge Along n Ceplng—The Fire-Es-
capes Hind Been Reportod InsnMclent,

Fifty women And fifteen men were at work
in the five-story building, 965 aud 367 East
Third strost, ooccupied as a rag shiop by
Charles Harley, when fire broke out on the
ground floor this morning.

The flames were discovered by James Me-
Curdy. a pressman, in o small area behind
the office ot A.55 o'clock, He rushed into the
office and told Mr. Harley, who ran out into
the street to give the alarm, while MoQurdy
went through the building to warn the in.
mates.,

Mr. Harley mot Roundsman John Dugan,
of the Union Market station, who sent out
the firs. alarm.

Engine Company 11 was olose by and ar.
rived on the scene a minuto later. When
Capt. Fisher saw smoke pouring from nearly
every front window of the building he at
once sent ont n second alarm.

A plastoon of police from the station near
by was unable to keep the crowd of spoota-
tors away from the building, and reinforce-
monts had to be ealled, At nearly every win.
dow of the upper floors white-faced women
stood shrieking, wringiog their bands and

calling for help.

him, and Ianded mafely on o manure heap in
tho rear yard. He was slightly cut about the
face by the glass.

Meanwhilo streama of water wero being
poured on the fire from the front and rear,
and the firemen soon bhad the finmes under
ocontrol.

About this time a womsn made her appear-
ance on the half-fool-wide eu‘::;:f under the
second story windows and wal thirty feet
along it to the wivdows of wnother houss,
through which she climbed, Her name was
subsequently ascertained to be Ellen Swith,

Up to this time it was supposed that every
one had esenped from the building, but sfter
the flames were extingnished the firemen on
going through the building found s woman
suffocated on the fourth floor. Hhe was car.
ried into the strect, where she was recognized
a8 Winnie Leonard, ﬂft{ {(,urn old, who Uved
on North Beventh strect, Willinmsburg, Her
body was taken to the station. houso,

The injured women were tuken to Ballovue
Hospital in two ambulances. They will all
be able to go home within s day our two,

The damage is esthinated at §8,000 to stock
and £3.500 to the building.

The fremon e« n]ll}ll&lnﬂd that the fire-es-
capes on the bulldiug were lnadequute, and
that for ten years the bullding inspectors
have complained of the structure on this ac-
connt.
