erty of Luther H. were loft ar the

ouse,

Mr. Friedlander, speaking as a connoisseur,
said he had olosely examined the gpirit pic-
fures, and judged them to be the worst
da_ul;u ever used to impose upon an ignorant
mind.

The person who painted them had no ar.
tistio training whatever. They violate every
principle of art and are utterly worthless.
