ROSCOE CONKLING AS A BOY

SOME MEMORIES OF HIS OLD ACADEMY

DAYS AT AUBURN,

He Wns n llrfaht T.ml with Hla Fellorvs, but
Not srllh Ills Hooka Ills Long Btvlm lor
Ills Clothes Ilolng Up the Cnnlne that
Ilothrrril Ills Yellow Hoar by the War.

The Ilul'cttn, of Auburn, N. Y.. In which
city lto9coo Couklltig spent several of tho
years of his boyhood, attending the Auburn
Academy, has collected interesting rominis-ccnce-

from men who were schoolmates with
tho dead statesman. Many of the character-
istics of the man aro recalled ns thoso which
W'jro noticeable iu tho boy. Ho was u leader
in everything except his studies, and wns

to bo tyrannical iu his boyish way.
Ho wns u bright boy, but noser a studious
one, nud would much rathor spend his timo
iu reading favorite authors or playing than
with his school-book- It is said .that ns ho
lulwuicc d in venrs his cnioless spirit nnd ways
worried the Judge, who frequently took the
young fellow to tusk for his follies, nnd, in
fact, that wnen Hoscoo wns about slxtcon
years old ho left homo on account of ono of
these, frequent inisundoi standings.

Among tho younger boys who attended tho
academy at tho timo Hoscoc wns thero was
William I'. ltobinsnu, who remembers that
Conkllug, much bigger nnd somo older,
pitched him into it deep snowbank one
winter's day. head first, just for the fun of
the thing. In tho school speaking class, the
awkward, d youth, who, like all
boys of thai time woro n roundabout jacket,
gao no Indications of tho eloquence for
which he was nftcrwards noted.

In fact, if "the child is father to the man,"
thero was nothing thnt his schoolmates enn
recnll which promised for him n brilliant fu-

ture. Among tho othor hovs nt tbo school
who are now alivo wero Frederick Hownrd,
Clarence A. Seward, now a prominent Now
York lawyer; Tluodoro 1'omeroy, 11. U. Snow,
Calvin Sitser. John Underwood. Itutus
Sheldon, now Professor of Mathematics iu
tho Hrooklyn Polytechnic Institute j Oscar
llathbun

Among the anocdotes of Conkling's life
here is n swimming episode, which shows that
thu. boys of his iluy wero up to tho tricks of
thoso of tho present. Tho storv is that Hos-
coo nnd his older brother, Atireliau, who
afterwards wns tho first Mayor of tho city,
were swimming in the Ownsco outlet, above
the big dniii, nenr what tho boys who swim
thero now call " Dug Out." They, of course,
hung their clothes on the regulation hickory
limb belore they plunged into tho peaceful
waters and crossed over to tho opposite bank
or up aud down tho stream. At anyrato,
somo of tho neighboring boys, probably to
lay off an old scoro, itolo the Conkllug boys'

Ilabilimouts shirts, roundabouts, breeches
aud all.

When tho boys tirod of tho wator and went
to dress they distoered their loss. Tho
thieves in the mean time had crossed to the
opposite sido of tho stream and commenced
to taunt the Conklings, who stood on tho
bank as nuked ns whou born. They flaunted
the white shirt, und tlicro was nothing for
ltoscoo nud his brother to do but cie chose
nnd recover their covering, for they could
not go home ns thoy were. Plunging into
tho water, the naked pair swam for tlio op-
posite shoro and thoir clothes. When tho
boys with the stolon clothes saw them com-
ing they thought to keep them bnck by a
fusillade of stones, nnd missiles Hew thick und
fast nrouml tho swimmers. Hut tho Conkliug
blood was up and they wouldn't retreat.

Notwithstanding tho stones, they crossed
the creek and gao chase for their clothes,
which tho boyB dropped as soon as thoy saw
tho gnino wns up. for tho Coukling boys wero
not to bo trilled with when It catno to fisti-
cuffs.

William P. King was n frequont cnller nt
tbo Conkllug mnusiou and for two summers
wns it const, nt playmate with young ltoscoo.
As Mr. King remembers him nt that time bo
was tall, slim, sandy-haire- pugnacious,
rather imperious, but genet ous to a Inult.

" We wero of nbont tho same ago nnd size,
but 1 was n little tho homier nud btrougcr
und could always bundle him iu the numer-
ous encounters which wero provoked by his
high nature. Hoseoo's father wns n rich
mau, aud no man iu Auburn nt thnt timo oc-
cupied so fine n house or drove so fine a span
of coach horses. His daughtcis were highly
educated nud had no superiors in social life.
Mr. Conkliug wos proud, n finely educated
nnd courteous gentlouiuu. Hoscoo nt this
time did not attend school, but received pri-
vate iustructioti from his fathor.

" I had free access to tho houso duriug tho
two summers and, although I was a poor boy,
by no word or action of my playmate wus 1
oer reminded that thero was any difference
iu our social position. He delighted in hunt-
ing nnd fishing, nnd wo took ninny jouruevs
behind Iiib littlo Shetland pony with our
guns nnd fishing rods. His mother would
often assign us a small task with the promises
of tho ui-- of tho pony when tho work was
completed.

" Ono day wo woro promised the use of tho
horse for tho afternoon if wo would first go
out to tho Hunter farm aud get somo gravel
to put on a walk. Wo uecordingly started
with the horsos. We wont both barefooted
nnd I wns timing. A jellow dog, tho pet of
tho Conkliug family, accompanied us.

"Kcrythitig went smoothly until wo
passed a point whoro Perry slreot is now sit-

uated, uud then our dog was attacked hy a
largo bulldog that threatened his destruc-
tion. I immediately handed over the lines
to Hoscoo and, leaping down, threw cobble,
stones, uud soon had the dogs parted. Just
ut that moment 1 saw Hoscoa give tt flying
loap from tho wagon, his eyes all ahluze, and,
leaving tlio horses, he rushed for the fero-
cious bulldog nud put him to flight with
stones.

"When wo looked for tho team it had
passed Seward uenuo and was pointing for
tho country at a gallop. Wo immediately
gae chaso, uud utter a long run caught them
just before thoy reached tho top of tho hiil
with tho heay wagon. When wo succeeded
in stopping tho horses I rebuked Hoscoo for
not holding on to tho linis after I had given
tlu m to nlm. He denied that I had given
them to him, and hold to tho fact that he was
out of tho wagon first, so greatly excited had
he become iu watching tho light. Thereupon
wo had u tussle, nnd I downed him in tho
rond aud choked him until 1 finally mado
him acknowledge thnt ' ho might luno been
mistaken,,' but no moro of n concession could
I get tut of him.

" Hoys do not study character In thoir
mates and these things did not mako him
then appear to me as it hoy of special promise,
yet 1 now see whore his pugnacity nnd

so marked iu his jouth, also stood
out especially tiromiiient in his lot or career." Although I did not consider it whou n
boj , yet 1 now see that ho was superior in
character nnd mentality to tho other boys
aud n child who might be termed n ' nromis.
mg boy.' Ho had his pony aud dogs aud was

ery affectionate with them, frequently
throwing his arms about his pony's neck and
talking to him by tho hour. He was gener-
ous, high-tone- d uud would struggle bard to
carry his point. Ho hndmauy uoblo traits of
character and, us n young associate, 1 liked
him.

" Let my description of him be that he wis
excitable, combative, ambitious, aflectipuato
uud generous. After tho oud of thu socittd
hummer our paths diverged, Hu went uvny
to school and 1 settled down to tho curicn.
tor's Undo, nnd, although I have frequently
heard him speak, I lmo never oxchnngid a
word with liiui Binoe,"
