Tlio brewers' lockout, as fur ns tho old em.
ployces and tho bosses oro concerned, rcnmins
in the siuno condition y ns it did yoster-da- y,

hoth sides claiming to havo tho bettor of
the battlo, nnd tho fight still going on.

Another pbaso was put on tho mnttorby tho
announcement that Master Workman Quinn
bnd reported tlint tho Executive Board of
District Assembly 49 had docidod that wher-

ever it was possible Knights of Labor would
take tho places of union mon in tho brew-crie- s.

Thoro was a groat deal of talk at Olarondon
Hall over tho report thus made, and many
expressed their disbelief in such a course on
tho part of tho Knights, who wore allalong
presumed to bo in sympathy with tho union
brewers, although not extending any activo
and financial support.

An Evesiso WonLD roporter saw 'William
Muller, Ilobort Dinkol and Georgo Kober-stei- n,

who woro appointed by tho locked-ou- t

men to visit tho Exocutivo Board of No. 49

and request tho moral asistance of that
body. Sir. Muller says that tho committee
saw fivo members of 49's Executivo Board,
who assured them that tho Knights of No. 49

Tiould bo requosted through tho local assem-
blies to give tho brewery workmen-al- l the as-

sistance in their power.
Ono member of tho Executive Board said :

" If it woro in my power I would take a club
and club out all the men who remained in
the breweries after such a lockout."I Tho attempt of tho Bun this morning to
strike another of its blows at tho Knights of
Labor by toying that tho Knights of District
Assembly 49 would toko tho placed of tho
locked-ou- t men was roundly denounced by
all concerned m tho lockout.

General Master Workman Quinn said :
" The Exocutivo Board held no meeting at

all yesterday. They have not taken any ac
tion whatevor towards putting men in others'
places, and neither will tboy, but they will
discountenance any efforts made in that di-

rection. I nover called on the brewers'
unions to roquost their aid in a sympathetic
strike, and if any of their members havo as-
serted that in the past or tho present it is en-
tirely false.

" Tho statement in the Bun that X caw the
reporters yesterday is not true. I was not in
the Stato of Now York Yesterday."

Upper Clarondon Hall was crowded again
this forenoon with tho inside brewery work-
men.

It was reported that 100 mon bad left the
breweries nnd rejoined the ranks of tho
locked-ou- t forces.

Several speakors denounced those news-
papers which bad favorod tho bosses as
against the union mon.

Two young women, who camo as dolegatcs
from Section 10 of tho Socialistic Labor
Party, spoke encouragingly and said they
had driven a largo quantity of pool beer out
of uptown saloons.

At tho association rooms, in Irving plaoe,
the bosses htill claimed tho victory. Thoy
were further encouraged by tho report that
tho Knights of Labor would take tho placos
of tho union men. but they declared that no
organization would bo recognized as such in
any negotiations with their employees, Tho
bosses think that tho Board of Arbitration
baa no businoss to interfere in tho present
case.

Along the Bowery soveral saloons havo tho
dgu " No Pool Boer Sold Here " dls ilayed.
but at Capt. Jos. Emerich's saloon, No. 207
Bowory, nearly (he entiro front of the
saloon is taken up with a sign which reads :
' Notice : No Beer will bo sold hore until tho

brewers relent." Next to it snuothorsign
annouscing'that ' All kinds of drinks except
Fool Beer " aro sold within.

A telophono meBsago received at the
Brewers' Exchange from Conrad Stein's
brewery announced that a committee of tho
unions waited on Mr. Stein nnd requested
Jura to sign their agreement. Ho rofused to
do so and his employees all le t tho browery.

Mr. Ktoin said that unless his old men re-
turned by noon y ho would declaro their
places acaut and put now mon iu them. Tho
association sent new men to tho brewery at
noon.

At tho meetings in Clarendon Hall it was
announced that Brev,or Fcigenspahu, of
ulendalo.L. L.had signed tho union contract.
Ills men continued at work. Ho is n member
of the Association, and is thcreforo liable,
under the pool agreement, to forfeit $5,000
for a violation of the resolutions ogainbt the
recognition of tho labor unions.

Secretary lteign, of tlio Beer Drivers'
cmon, reported that sixteen old drivers t ho
had pone back to work after tho lookout had
left their places and joined tho men at Clor-endo- n

Hall. Five others loft the union men
and wont to work

The brewers' unions gave the men who re-
turned to work until noon to rejoin
tne locked-ou- t forco. Hereafter all union
men who turned traitors to the cause, are
to bo proscribed as " scabs."

John Kelly and Edward Dcrtlno, tho two
conspirators who plotted to rescuo Honry
llcnson, tho Moxlcnu swindler, from Ludlow
Stroet Jnil, wero rcmnudod by Jttstico
O'Reilly, ut J ell or son Mnrkvt. until

when further cvidenco against them
will bo forthcoming.

lleiifion's plot to oscapo was first discovered
by Warden Keating nbout boveu wocks ago,
when tho prisoner raadn a proposition to
John McCnoo, ouo of tho keopors, to obtain
for him nn impression of tho kcyliolo iu tho
corridor door.

Hince that time tho conspirators havo been
followed up by tho Warden, uud McCnbe,
who was bolitivcd by Douson nud Kelly and
Dcrtiue, his friends on tho outside, to bo
tlioir ally until sufliciont ovidonco was

to cnuxo thoir arrest.
Warden Keating was in high spirit this

morning over tho huccokh of his efforts to
tho conspirators, and lleuson, who up to

this morning has believed himsolf thoroughly
protected by McCabo, was perfectly tltiin-lound-

by tho disclosure which was mudo
to him.

He wept and protested his innoconoo at
flrbt, calling his dead mother to witness tho
truth of his statomsnts, but finally becnino
perfectly stolid and refused to say a word in
answer to tho questions that wore nut to him.

During tho three weeks that Itonsou lias
bcou lockod up nud his friend Kelly rofused
admission to the jail, tho conspirators havo
only been able to commutiicato with each
other by letter, Keeper JlcCabe being the

All those loiters, of course, passod through
tho Warden's hands, nnd ho read them all,
taking copies of the originals, boforo per-
mitting McCabo to dolUor thorn.

" Everything had been arranged for the
eRcapo, " said tbo Warden, " for Wednesday
night, us the lettor Bout by lleuson to Kelly
tho day beforo shows, ilo belioves that Mc-
Cnbe had scoured the key to tho corridor,
nndgaoin this lottar as his linnl instructions
to Kelly that ho should go to a certain friend
of his uptown und procuro a drug that would
(ausoBloep.

"Whon I had gone tho drug was to bo
given to tho othor two keepers In uharge, and
when it had tnado thorn unconsoious McCabe
was to let him out and they would make their
escapo together.

" Meanwhile it was to bo arranged that two
men should follow me, and if I started to re-
turn before the drug could have its effect
they woro to lay me out.

" McCabe and Benson wero to go to Wash-
ington, and from thonce to Canada.

"I intonded to keep the lottor at first, but
decided to lot it go, as I knew that Inspector
Byrnes was to make an attompt to arrost tho
men that night. As luck would havo it, the
fery letter was found on Kelly whon ho was
nabbed and is tho host link in the chain of
evidence against tho conspirators that wo
could desire."

In another letter received somo time ngo,
Ilonson told Kelly to get 6omo files and saws
from n man whom they knew,, for breaking
iron bars, nud at another time 'ho sent for a
certain kind of acid.

The Wnrdeu had no doubt that Kelly know
where all of Benson's " boodlo " was con-
cealed and he found out from the letters
which passed between tho conspirators that
Kolly was failing to make tho proper account
to Benson of tho money which ho was spend-
ing.

The miners were hurled in every direction

by the forco of tbo explosion, and as soon as
an examination could bo mndo it was found
that twenty-fou- r mon had been killed and
ten woro so seriously wounded by flying
fragments that most of them will dio.

The victims wore blown into fragments,
and the gallery in which the disaster oc.
currod presented a sickening sight.

Most of the dead miners had families who
ore loft in great destitution.
