The newest thing in the brewers' lockout
go.day is the interposition of the kindly of-
ficors of tho State Board of Arbitrration and

Mediation,

Commissioners  Purcell, Robinson and
Tonovan, after heariny both sides prelimi-
narily and carefully deliberating over the
matter, decided to hold an investigation for
the purpose of bringing out all the facts, and
thus discovering the coauses which lsd to the
Jockont and then place the responsibility
where it belongs.

With that end in view Commissioger Dono-
van called at the Brewers' Exchange, in
Irving place, this forenoon and gave Presi-
dent Miles, of the United Btates Brewers'
Associntion, and Secretary Beifert forma)
notice that an investigation would be held,
beginning next Thursday morning st 10
o'clock, st some place to be desiguated in the
mean time.

Recretary  Seifert sald that the association
was willing to let matters remain as thnf Are ;
the ?Amcintmu was not anxions for sn inves-
tigation,

‘o:gmmioner Donovan informed the two
officers above numed of the manner in which
the investigations are held hr{ tho Board, say-
ing that the object is to bring out all the
facte, The investigation, therefore, will
take the widast range.

The Commissioner then went over to Clar.
endon Hall and snnounced the deeision of
the Board. The locked-out men, who had
pssemblod in large force, received the an-
pouncement with lond cheors.
