That
is all. Thoro is no glowing language of
eulogy, nothing but the modost narration of
a splendid deod.

Tho dood speaks for itself. Bhotoric is
not needed to amplify tho glory of it. In
most of these instances which are rocorded
in tho "Roll of Merit" this comment is
found: "Ha did this at considerable per-

Tho Central Labor Union was n very busy
body yesterday, all tho delegates being pres-

ent. Tho brewers' troubles occupied most of
tha fosslon, but other matters wero nctod
upon.

In accordance1 with tho resolutions of the
Building Trades' Section, noted in Saturday's
Evening Would, tho Central Union dis-

cussed tha admission of eighteen Italian
marble workers by Collector Mayono, after
it had boon shown by couubel for the labor
unions that tho foroigueis had been engaged
by a Boston firm uudor a contract, the terms
of which rcquiro them to pay back to their
employers 300 francs each.

It was, therefore, Biiid that the Collector
erred in admitting them, and tho Cono-spendin- g

Secretary was instructed to send
copies of the resolutions to the Secretary of
tho Treasury.

Tho iailtiro of the Legislature to malco an
appropriation for tho Bun an of Labor Sta-tistl-

was discussed. liesolutions wero
adopted declaring tho Bureau a great benefit
to tho public und asking tho Legislature to
provido for its maintenance. Unless an np.
propriation is made tho Bureau will havo to
cease operations until next October, accord-
ing to a statement made to delegates.

A complaint having been made that mem-
bers of the Amalgamated Carpenters' Union
wero working in Mertz fc Son's shop, against
which a boycott was ordered, the Griovauco
Committee was instructed to inquire into tho
matter and request tho withdrawal of the
union men from tbo shop.

It having been reported that Vogol Brothers
employed "hcabs" in their bar fixture manu-
factory, tho Aibitration Committee was in-

structed to inquiro into the mattor.
All organizations will be requested to

pationiu only thoso truck drivers and ico
anil cool peddlers who carry union cards.

Tho Arbitration Conmiittoo will eudonvor
to get tho proprietor of Leggett's Hotol to
make it a union establishment, all efforts of
tho waiters' unions having failed hitherto.

Iloholutions requesting that tho officers of
tho law take moasures to extend greater oro-tecti-

lo tbo femalo operatives in factorios
and shops were adopted.

Joseph It. Buchanan, a uromincnt leader
in tho lubor moemont in the West and well
known as an opponent of tho present regime
of tho Knights of Labor, mado a short ad-
dress, m the course of which ho advisod
groatcr interest in political affairs and a re-
sort to tho ballot-bo- x to right tho wrongs of
tho laboring class.

Collector Magone Raid this morning, in
reference to this action of tho Central Labor
Union, that ho had decided, after a careful
consideration of tho report of tho Commis-
sioners of Emigation, that tbo immigrants
referred to did not como under tho ban of tho
prohibitory law.

He can act only when his official interfer-
ence 1b requested by tbo Commissioners. In
this case his attention was callod to. tho mat-t- or

of tho lauding of these Italian marblo-cuttcr-

and ho communicated with tho Com-
missioners of Emigration, who reported that
thoro was no evidence, impliod or otherwise,
that theso men came under contract to lubor
in tbe United States,

The Collector, ho said, can only decide a
quoHtion cf imported contract labor on the
ovidonco, not on his conjecture as to tha truo
state of the caso.

A docistvo
blow can always bo struck at that hydra,
Croesus, when endeavoring to lap up as much
of humble labor's vitality as it can dare with
impunity. The truo and trite adage should
bo norno in niiud " Tors est unitas."

Since my advent to tho States I havo mado
tho labor question my study and hao failod
to find that tho laboror has been in any one
instnuce overpaid for his day's work. The
contrary is invariably tho case Very inade.
quato remuneration for work done, seems, in
too many instances, to bo quite common
here.

Mr. Editor, your " " little paper,
sinco it camo luto exlstonco, has posed as the
hnmblo workers' champion. Well, worthily
aud ably has it advocated thoir cause May
it long continue to so do. I trust it will not
be behindhand in letting the public know,
tluough tho columns of its influential pages,
the names of the members i f the "pool"
who are attempting the rolo of the "white
slave driver," as thousands of mechanics,
laborers and men of lighter avocations will
bo on tho qui vivo to ascertain.

It will aot as a stimulus to thoir curiosity
to learn what extra inducements tho dis-
pensers of tho od beverago
may bold forth for its consumption. Ear-
nestly wishing that your ingenuity in bring-
ing to light the wrongs inflicted on humble
labor may bear bouefioial results, I have the
honor to bo, Mr. Editor, your obedient ser-
vant.
