Leola DMontex's Spirit Portrait Damaged by
the Police—Mr. Marsh Did Not Know
that the Medium was Not Gen. Diss
Debar's Wifes It He Had He Wenld
Have Turned Them from His House—~The
General und Ann O'Delin Bought the
Camvases and Palnts on Hixth Avenue,

The presence of a dosen or more of Luther
R. Marah's alleged spirit pictures lent an ad.
ditlonal interest to the proceedi=gs against
Ann O0'Delia, Goen. Diss Debar and the Law-
rences in the Bpecial Sessions Court room
this afternoon.

The pictures were brought from Police
Hendqunarters at 1 o’clock by Detootive Bergt.
Heidelberg, who executed the search war.
rant for Mr. Marah's house,
