Ho had beou iu
the habit of touching one. of three, electric
light lamps whioh bung w ithin easy reach in
front of tho storo and receiving slight shocks.

Although warned frequently not to haudle
the lamps, ho grospod one of them last oen-bi- g

and in an inBtnut tho suhtlo fluid had
eowsod through his body and he was dead.

lie clung to tho framewoik for nearly a
miuuto, during which time his contortions
ware dreadful to behold. It was discovered
jiter tho body was removed from tho Eliza-
beth streot station-hous- e to Undertaker
Bievin's, in Spring street, that (he violence of
the muscular movement had dislocated tho
right olb w.

The lamp was on tho circuit of tho United
States Illuminating Company, but none of
the officials of tho Stanton street plant of tho
eompany would talk with an Evening 'Wobld
reporter who sought to interview them con-
cerning the danger of electrio
limps.

Killing by electricity is becoming too fre.
orient of lfttu to be called accidental. Cor-
oner Nugent, who has the case, is expected
to thoroughly investigate and see that the
criminnl negligence is charged on tho re-
sponsible parties.

Iu tho Howery aud on the west side in par.
ticular there are hundreds of oloctrio lights
hung within easy reach of any person of
ordinary height. Some of them are so low
that a tall man could not pass under without
coming in contact with them.

Some of tho more dangerous aro those in
front of Nos. 10. 12. 22. 32, 32tf, 62, 57, 74, 82.
102, 109, 110, 131), 112, 1G0, 170, 177, 178, 198 and
201 Bowery.

" That woman is ery shrewd, 'ho said, re-
ferring to Ann O'Delia, " and now that sho
knows we aro in scaroh of tho childron she
will stop at nothing to keep them out of our
way."

Mr. Gerry also confirmed tho statement
that tho society is acting at tho instance of
Mr. Marsh.

"Upon what grounds can the society or
Mr. Gerry intorforo in regard to tho chll.
diou?" was ftBkcd.

" In the first place," Mr. Gorry replied," wn belie vo tho woman Salomon or Mcssant
or Diss Debar is not fit to have chargo of
young children. Then it is charged that
Ihoy have been treated unkindly, and even
cruolly. There is a law to reach such cases,
and, while the society docs not act thought-
lessly or lu disregard of any one's rights, we
nronoso to act vigorously iu a case liko this.

After wo
havo found thorn I will tell you tuoro."

Pearl Eytiugo Yard, tho actress, lives on
tho ton floor of 21 Union square. She hires
a singlo room off Mrs. Samuels, who rents
tho flat. She said to the reporter y :

" It is not true that I have the children in
my keeping ; neither do I know where thoy
are. Last Monday morning, before Mr.
Marsh sent Alice and Dodo away from his
bouse. I brought them here and tried to get
Mrs. SamuelB to lot them stay with me, but
my landlady said she had no room for chil-drc-

I then took thorn baok to Mr. Marsh's
house.

' You may soy," continued Mrs. Yard,
"that I have done with Mme. Diss Debar.
She has treated her children badly, and I
now know that she cannot tell the truth. Sho
is a bad woman, and I will never go to sea
her again, lhe noxt time I have a philan-
thrope impulse I will repress it."

In explanation of this outburst on the part
of Miss Eytinge, it may be stated that tho
latter had a stormy interview with Ann
O'Delia in her Tombs cell this morning. Mr.
Marsh's fat priestoss was in a dreadful pas-
sion and accused Pearl Eytingo of telling the
reporters lies about her.

HARVARD STUDENTS ASTOUNDED.

The Committee on Alhletlr In Favor of
AbellablutT Intercollegiate Contests.

liriCTAL TO TBX WOBLD. 1

Bortoh, April 28. Had'a bombshell been
oxplodcd in Harvard Collego tills morning it
would havo caused loss consternation than
did tho carefully prepared report of the sub-

committee of ilvo of the Board of Oversoors
to consider tho subjoct of athlotics at tho
university.

It was well known among tho studonts that
a majority of tlio Hoard wero opposed to
uthletio contests, but it was hardly antici-
pated that so radical a reform was contem-
plated as tho total condemnation of all to

contests.
Such, however, Is tho fact, for a majority

of tho committoo has recommended to the
ovorseers a plan which, if carried out, will
demoralize tho shorting olemout in tho uni-
versity and do rnoro to decroaso the attend-
ance at tho institution than almost any other
radical measure ever dreamed of.

After a detailed statement of tho collego
contests that hnvo taken place between Har-
vard and other institutions for thu past
twonty years, tho majority of tho committee,
consisting of Moorfleld Storoy, T. Jcfforson
Coolidge, Henry W. Putnam and Francis
C. Lowell, have reached the conclusion that
to remedy the oxisting ovils it is necoasary to
prohibit all iutnrcolloglato contests and to
placo tho supervision of athletic exorcises in
tho univoreity itself, uudor the control of a
committee iu which tho Faculty shall have a
stronger iufluenco.

Thov thereforo rooommond tho adoption of
tho following rules :

Voted That the faculty be requested to prohibit
any undergradnate from taking part In any ath-
letic contest with the atudenta of any other college
or with any organization not belonging to the Uni-
versity during the collego year.

Voted That tho exUtlng committoo on athletics
ahould be Increased from Ave to seven by adding
thereto one member of tne faculty and oneunder- -

and that this committee should be alveufrailuate supervision and control of all atbletlo
exercises within the precincts of the university,
subject to the suthortiy of the faculty.

Thoy also bolievo that competition botwoen
tho various classos iu tho university is to bo
commended and heartily encouraged.

H. O. Waloott disseuts from tho opinion of
tho majority and submits a rciiort which he
thinks will tend to promote a bettor feeling
in tho athletic world of Harvard College.
He doos not Join in recommending tho
total abolition of all the intercollegiate con-
tests, but does advise that they bo rogulated
in the following manner :

First That tbe former Intercollegiate contests be
limited to Yale, and that university to be alone per-
mitted to take part In them.

Second That tlicae contests take plaoe only at
New Haven, Cambridge or such other New Eng-
land city or town aa tbe Athletic Committee may
from time to time designate.
