$95,000 STOLEN.

Assistant Cashier De Baun Eoba tho
Park Bank.

He Resigned on April 19 and Is
Now at Large.

The Htalen Money to Its Entered on the
Profit anil I.oe Account tho Directors
Decide To-Da-y Much Itetlcenee fllnln-taine- d

About tho Way the Money Waa
Taken lie llaun Lived Above Ilia Halory,
but the nank People Were Not

riuttuciitl Now York vM startled y

by n rumor that tho staid old Park
National Hunk, itt 216 Broadway,
ono of tho oldest nnd stablest
of tho banking Institutions of tho country,
but lost a largo amount through tho defalca-
tion of nil ofQoor.

The rumor was confirmed at noon y

after a two hours' meeting of tho Board of
Dircotors,

Coming go soon after tho death of thn ven-ernb- lo

1'roEldont of the tmtik, (leo. II Potts,
which occurred last Saturday, his domino was
counted with the bniik'n loss as though
immediately resultant' therefrom, but to-
day's revelations prove that Sir. Potts wna
not aware of tho crookedness of his employ ee.

Thoro wero present nt tho meetlnp; of tho
board, besides Eugene Kelly, who presided.
Cashier E. KoIIobb Wright, George 8. Hart,
Charles Btcrnlinoh, Edward O. Uoyt, Joseph

$95,000 waa ohargsd to profit and loss by the
unanimous action of the Board or Directors y.

q. Will the bank directory prosecute De Baunt
A. I decline to aniwer.

Q. When waa tma defalcation discovered, and
how 7 A. That I decline to answer.

. How long since De Baun left the employment
of the bank? A. He resigned voluntarily on April
19, giving ill health as t'je only reason for bis resig-
nation.

q. Was the money taken from tlmo to time. A.
It was.

Cashier AVright. who is one of tho largest
stockholders of the Park Bank hud who will
probably succeed to tho Presidency, hore

to answer any further Inquiries with
regard to tho matter.

From other sources tho reporter learned
that De Bnnn'S position has been tcmporarilv
filled by Correspondence Clerk Baldwin.

Ono of tho directors who wns hot so close,
mouthed and reticent as Cashier Wright, bat
who did not care to be hamod, stated that tho
mouoy had been taken through tho system of
foreign correspondence of which De Baun
had had chnrge for yoars.

Tho Park Bank IB tho New York corre-
spondent of hundreds of provincial banks
and Do Ilium attended to all of this, and by
fixing tho aocounts ingeniously ho covered
his frequent peculations so effectually that it
was almost impossible to detect them. '

De Baun was a trusted employee and his
bond was only $10,000.

Whilo corresponding clerk De Baun's sal-ar- y

was $3,600, and It was noted then that he
was living milto boyond the limit Of expense
warranted by such a Balary, but it was

that he had another source of lncomo,
Charles I. Do Baun is forty-thre- o years old

and has a wife, the niece of W. W. Wlokcs,
the merchant, and sovoral children.
