HE fire at the Elheron
Flats demonatratadthe

This recalls to my mind an fncident which
happened some thres years ago which i

1t was at n firein Barclay street. . I wan with
the Hook and Ladder Truck Ne. 8 at the
time, When the alarm was given we hurried
to the spot and found s five.stor y building
wmpped in flamos, The fire was raging in
the interior of the building. #Jhief Rowe
ordered us to the roof to open it up, We
made our way through the adjoiningz building,
and got from the roof of that om to she roof
of the burning tenement-hougs, We had gone
up on this building because the reaf of it was
more on o level with the roof of the other,
The building was 80 con structeli fit from
the rear there was & light shaft, -which set
half way into the building and furirshed light
and air to the whole line of storiex, We
skirted around it, and, getting over. made
» hole with our axes in the roof, so that the
smoke might have an outlet. It ponred ount
in thick, black clouds aud ohscwred every-

Fireman Bhute hiad charge of the tiller of
the truck, namely, the wheel, The driver of
the truock and the man who haii to look after
