dircet evidence to associate him with the
orime,
Circumsatantinl evidence against him was
very stroug.
By his own confession he was the last per.
son to e Lillle Hoyle alive and the last one
to talk to her.
On the night Lillie left hoer home for the
Inst time a young man numed Grimley slept
with Cowle, who stood, as he says, at the
frout comner of the honse while Cowis wont
nround to the side door to get his evening
paper, and it was at that side door where ho
ul]nﬁed he eonversed with the dead girl two
or three minutes,

Of that conversation Cowlie has given sev-
eral versions.  Young Grimley, however,
who stood within n fow foet of the door, told
the officers that he saw no one but Cowie,
heard no talking, and that Cowle was gono
only long m:unuil to cover the distanoce, get
his papers and return,

Then thero was evidence to show that the
uncle and girl had been intimate and that
this manifestation of mutnal regard bad
raised the ire of Mrs. Cowie, who is said to
have looked with suspicion on the hushand
and niece.
