K. C. Mooro, who entered the race as tho
protege of Jimmy Albert, was obliged to give

.up at 2.18 o'clock this morning withascoio
ot only 102.4. Ho had barely covered the
necessary 100 miles in the first 21 hours.

Of the fifteen men left to fight it out,
George Littlewood.. tho Sheffield blond, led.
bis nearest competitor, Lcpper Hughes, be-

ing ten miles behind him.
Hetween 4 and 5 o'clock this morning Dan

Horty, the Uoston persistent. oertook
Ocorgo Cartwright, the other Englishman,
uml passed him whilo he slept, taking third
place.

l'eter Golden, tho ono-tim- o favorito ama-ten- r
of this city, slept from 11 until 3 o'clock,

permitting Horty and Cartwright to get
ahead of him, but returned to tho track fit for
ngood duy's work.

At midnight the record of Charlie Howell,
150V miles, was still unbroken, Littlewood
having covered only 137 miles.

Hut this was seven miles better than Al-

bert's score for tbefirst twenty-fou- r hours in
the last race, in which he made tho six-da- y

record of 021 miles, and elevon miles hotter
than 1'addv Fitzgerald in 18S4. Hughes also
bested those records, scoring 111 miles.

Tho other leaders stood as follows : Herty,
123.1: Cartwright, 125.1; Noremao. 118.1;
Goldon, 125.5; Hegclman, 115.3; Hart, 114.7.

Gus Guerrero, the California Greasor,
covered only four laps over the 100 miles in
tho 21 hours, and Dan Dillon, who had hoped
to win the race, barely squeezed out his 100
miles, while "Old Hport," l'eter Napoleon
Campann, had worked his ancient limbs for
Kil miles.

Tom Cox, the Philodelphian, hud covered
in" miles and Sam Day 114.4. Both retired
for rest a little later, ana when they awakened
weio very stiff. Day walked three miles
further and retired again. Cox got as far as
ltw miles 7 laps, and tlien ho, too.went to bod
ii"aiu.
, (Jus Guerrero hod two hours of refreshing
sleep during the night aud resumed his work
in a little better form. Just before dawn ho
took to pestering that mass of btolidity. Jack
Hughes, aud chimed him for a long time,
playing on a harmonicn us ho ran. Homo
passed a banjo to him and bo thumbed it tune
loi a counlo of laps. Hut Lcpper Hughes
seems to lio enthused with some of his old
spirit and keeps up a jog trot, deceiving in
that it is much faster than it seems to bo.

Hughes was ten milos behind Littlewood
at 7 o'clock, and the Englishman was in n
good condition.

LITTLEWOOD LIMP1NU 1'AINFULI.V.

Littlewood went to his hut soon nf tor 10
o'clock. He hod been limping slightly for
an hour. His foot was rubbed and bathed,
and he took sleeu.

During tho hour following, while Littlo-woo- d

slept, tho Lepper put in good work,
Littlowood's lead to tho miles.

Littlewood returned at 10.10. Ho limped
painfully at first, but limboicd up aud run
again after a few turui of tho track.

Hum Day's name was taken down from tho
sooro list this morning. At !) o'clock he
caruo on the track and made a vigorous pro-
test. Ho then began travelling at n good
rato of speed.

Hart and Cox at thnt hour were out of tho
raco.

Jimmio Albert said this morning ; "Ithat my rocord of 021 miles will bo
beaten by ono of tho four leudors, and I hopo
it will. If it in beaten I shall cliallcngo the
winner for tho world's championship."

Albert further said thut he thought that
Hughes was tho best muu, and talked of a big
sweepstakes if his record is broken.

Parson Tilly and Williams returned to the
track during tho forenoon and started in
neuin, lint they wore compollcd by tho judges
to retire llothwero well nigh tearful be
causo they could not continue the hopeless
struggle.

Despite Albert's prediction that bis record
is going to bo broken in this race, Littlewood
was moro than four miles bohiud it at noon.
Littlewood'B lameness liothored him consid-
erably aud his face woro u look of discour-
agement, and Hughes hud been steadily gain-
ing upon him and was only a mile and a half
behind him.

Herty's lead of Cartwright was increased
two lans between 11 and 12 o'clock, and l'eto
Goldeu's steady canter was ovcrhaulmg tho
Londoner, too.

l'eter Hcgolman, who has dono excolleut
work as a spriutcr, but who failed in the
February race, again broko down this morn-
ing, and put on his citizen's clothing aud
left tho Garden. Ho had covered 125Ji
miles.

Sam Day retired for good after n few turns
around the ring, leaving the race to elenen
men.

IICOIIEH TAKES F1I1ST FLACK.

Tho seats began to fill up with spectators
after 12 o'clock, and Lepper Hughes was
putting in his best work. F.very third or
fourth lap bo would overtako limping Little-
wood, and as hu passed him the crowd would
c oer and applaud vigorously. It was a race
uctween Irolund and England, and when at
12.10 o'clock Hughes overtook and parsed
Littlewood in tho fourth lap of the 180th
mile tho crowd fairly went wild with en-
thusiasm.

This was too much for poor Liltlowood,
and when tho crowd cheered aguhOm tho clo.
vatiou of Hughos's score over that of tho
Englishman on tho big blackboard, and tho
bond struck uu " St. Patrick's Duv,"it broko
his British heart, and he vtant to his hut,
tears gleaming in his honest eyes.

Then Hughes ran n straight mile in nino
minutes, to tho music of " Wearing of tho
Green." Cartwright stopped to look at the
score, and then a grim smile spread over his
face at tho discomfiture, of his hated rival.

victory. Tho bankers and bloated bondhold-or- s

und a powerful lobby so worked upon
the commercial members of both houses that
eleven days ago it received the sanction of
the Seuato and Assembly, but Gov. Hill has
stamped his heel uion Mich pernicious legis-

lation, though repeatedly requested to btato
what would bo his action.

Tho GoNcrnor declined uutil lest nght to
furnish any information. Just before tho
session began the Qoeruor sent for Kouutor
Walker. Tho luttor was ask id towithdrnw
His obnoxious measure, it boing intimated
that tho Governor might approve n bill g

for full holidays four months in n
year.

Tbe capitalists absolutely rofusod to nccedo
to tho Governor's request on tho ground that
it was too lato in tho session to mnko tho pro-

posed change.
.Fifteen minutes after Mr. Walker returned

to his scat iu tho Senate, Col. ltice, tho Gov-

ernor's private secretary, appeared bearing
nu oblong yellow package decotuted with a
pretty bit of bluo ribbon. Capitalist
Walker turned pale, . Insurance JlroKer
George Zerubabol Krwin looked snd whilo
Trust Agent Vedder's fnco woro n most aged
expression. Sonator ltcilly, however, who
bus almost single-hande- d fought to keep tho
law upon tho statute books, smiled exult-
antly. All divined what Col. Itice's appear-
ance, meant.

Thp Governor listened to tho arguments of
The Evening Woiild's representatives for
over an hour, but did not intimate what his
action would bo.

The following is a full text of Gov. Hill's
veto :

Stat of Nkw Yokk, Kxecutivk Chamrkk, 1

Alius V, N. Y., AlayT, IbsS.
To lite Senate :

Senate bill No. 103, entitled ' an act to further
amend chapter 27 of the laws of 1875, entitled as
amended by chapter 30 of tbo taws of 1BH1 an act
to designate tho holidays lo be observed In tbe
acceptance and paymeutof bills ot exchange, bank
checka and promissory notca. and relating to tho
closing of public offices and to repeal chapter 461 of
the laws of 1B7. " la herewith returned without
approval. . .

1 bis measure proposes to abollsn what la known
aa tne present Saturday and to substi-
tute In us place a Saturday during tbe
lonr month of June, July, August and Septem-
ber. The y law ihua proposed to be re-

pealed or modified wmt Into effect scarcely a jeir
ago. It met wlih conslderablo opposition from tho
start and It must be conceded that It haa not se-

cured that "..eBot public favor that was antici-
pated. Nevertheless. It Is evident mat the law hua
not hud a thorough trial. Onu year la scarcely a
sufficient period In which to test the merits of such
an lnnovallon,"und It would seem aa though u
sound public i olicy would dictate tho continuance
of the law for at least another year, when, If it
does not prove reasonably satisfactory, tt can
readily be modified.

Theroahould not be tn much fickleness In onr
legislation. While lawa should of coarse reflect
publlo sentiment they should not be disturbed with
every passing change of public opinion. Kvory law,
when once enacted, should have a tborougli and
Impartial trial and should not be hastily or Incon-
siderately repealed. This course will prevent the
original enactment nf unwise an 1 doubtful meas-ute- a

and will secure more atcadlnesa and conslau
ency In our legislation.

It la the experience of every thoughtful observer
that there are many laws paused one year only to
be repealed the next, and this evidence of vacilla-
tion and Inconstancy should be avoided. It should
not be expected that such an Innovation as t at of
the Saturday law would Le entirely
attsfactory to all portions of tbe people, especially

at the very threshold ot Its inauguration. Hut the
Interesta of no one class are to be solely consulted,
but the advantages to the community aa a whole
and to the maues ot tbe people are
rather to bu considered. There are undoubt-
edly lnconvenleara to many persona occasioned
by ita enforcement; but Its enforcement, with a
few exceptions, Is not coiupulsorv. It agecU
banks only aa regards tbe payment, presentment
or protest of commercial paper on the day, and
publlo offlces are permitted to be legally closed,
but aside from these exceptions Lit other business
may be transacted II tho people desire to transact
it. Therols mberwleo no compulsion anywhere.
The law may be regarded as simply declinatory of
the puhllo desire that the people should olmertH
the day, but It provides no penslllei tor Its vlnla.
linn. The peoplo need not observe the Saturday

y any more than Washington's lllrth.
day. the Fourth of July or Decoration I)jy, unless
they prefer to do so. It 1 a matter to be largely
regulated by public sentiment, aud tbe advocatea
of the movement may well Insist that It Is fairly en-

titled to a longer trial to demonstrate Its gronlng

It must be admitted that Innovations of tbia
character bave alwaysmct with violent opposition,
bnt It la evident tbat the tendencloa of the ate
favor more opportunities fur recreation, and It la
wise to recognize the fact. There ) no actual

A nrLK loussrcm peculiar to llMlf is ImparteJl la

suiukui I isiim caoss.cvr CiuaakiTas, ',

FLED 10 DEATH

..a n.i.ia.

Broker Nathaniel W, T, Hatch

Found Dead in a Yard.

He Accompanied Mrs. C. W.

S colloid Home Last Night.

Hor HuBband Was Thoro and Hatch
Looked Himself in a Room.

Mr. and Mrs. Scoflold Placed
Under Arrest.

The denel body of Nathaniel W. T. Hatch,
a bunker and brokui nt 14 Nassau street, was
found this morning by it workman iu tho
yarel in tho rear of 01 West Twentieth stroet.

His1 skull was fractured and his body lay in
a pool of blood. His clothing was disordered
and thero wero bruises on bis body. Tbo
limb of it tree in the backyard, near which
the body lay, was broken.

Tho story of how ho came to his death is
ouo which has often been told, and iu tho
relations of the doad mau with Mrs. Lillian
ScoQold, a nchlv dressed and haudsomn
woman of about thirty years, thero was
enough to suggest it suspicion of it murdor
actuated by jealousy.

Mrs. Seofiehl was taken to tho West Thir-
tieth street police) station noon after the dis-

covery of tho body. She aud her htisbaud,
Charles W. Scoilcld, live at tho address
given.

Copt, ltcilly set an investigation on foot at
once, and his detectives found that Mrs. Sco-

ilcld dined with Hatch last night at it restau-

rant in West Twcuty-ieveut- h strcot, it placo
known as Mine. Faunv's.

It was within half nu hour of midnight
when they left tbo restaurant, aud Mr. Hatch
accompanied her home. Arriving there, sho
invited him in.

After they had been together nbout ten
minutes Mr. Scolield cuuio iu, nnd his sua.
picious wero at once nrousud lu regard to Mr.
Hutch. Tho latter was hastily concealed in a
room on tho second tliirir. niiil.Mrs Hrodold
turned to n.cet her husband.

Scolleld's jealousy was raised to it hot
pitch aud ho questioned his wifo iu a most
violout way concerning tho man who Intel

been with her. Shu steadfastly refused to
give the man's name and insisted that ho had
left tho limine.

Thero then, according to tuo police, ensued
a lively quarrel between husband and wifo,
which ouly ended when Scoliold loft tho
house.

As to what happened uftor Soofiold loft his
wife tho police could obtain no satisfactory
information. They suspected that ho met
Mr. Hutch and engaged him iu a furious en-

counter, which ended in tho broker being
thrown from tho rear window of tho second
floor Citpt. Eoilly decided to detain both
tho Scotields, and thoy wero placed under
arrest.

Mrs. Scolield was palo, but told her story
with the utmost calmness to Sergt. Schmitt- -

bcrger, giliug evideuco of no agitation.
Sho said sho saw nothing of tho broker or of

what happened iu tho yard until the body
was discovered by tbo workmen.

Thu husband, Charles W. Scolield, was also
taken to tho station. house. Ho was formerly
a broker and in good circumstances. Ho has
been mvity from homo for n considerable
tune.

Ho told tho police that ho had had cause on
several occasions to doubt bis w Ife's fidelity.

An Ev i'.nimi Would reporter saw Mrs. Sco-

lield later at the West '1 hirtii th stroet sta-

tion. Sho is ubuudsomo woman of between
thirty und thirty-fiv- e ytitrs : a brunette. with
a neb, clear complexion and fine dark brown
eves. Iter dross was tasteful, ami she wore
nun but unostentatious jewelry.

Sho sold sho was anxious to clear herself of
tho chnrgo on which she was detained, and in
a quiet and composed manner told tho fol-
lowing story .

" My uuino is Lillian E. Scofield nnd I am
tho wifo of Charles W. Scolield. My litis-bau- d

bits been out of business foi some time,
but I bulievo bo is now counocted with sonii'
electric lighting company.

"Up to May 1 we lived in LastThirtv-fouit- h

streot, but vto tluu moved to (.1 West
Twentieth street, tho house where this un-

fortunate ulfair happened.
" '1 he house needed thorough repair win n

wo moved in, uml tho plasterers, painters ami
paperhaugers took posse bsiou along with us.
"Iho only rooms we could have for our own

use were the back parlor, in which mv bus.
band liveel, and the trout room one' flight up,
which was milts.

"I have independent menus of my own,
aud huvo for vcats carried on small specula-
tions iu stocks. 1 have regular accounts with
I A S. Worinsci. . T. Hutch A Sous anil
other Hrins."

Mrs. Seollehl hero handed to the reporter

" Yckttrdiu noon I vent downtown to give
orders about some stix 1. tlitiisai'tions. I first
weut to I. .V S. ot niMir's and then to Hatch
A Sons' office. N h' u I hail done my bllsi
noss I said 1 was going to take lunch at tho
Hotlmau restailinut, coiner of New; and
Heaver stnels. uiul Mr. Nathaniel Hatch
walked down llro.nl street with me

" 1 told him 1 was going to pass an hour or
twoat tlio ulhee of mr buiiher-iii-liiv- t, 1). U
Ferris, a broker at B5 Hroadway.

" Mr. Hatch came to my brother-in-law'- s

office at about 1 o'clock and we waited thoro
till about C. Then we went uptown. Mr.
Ferris was not able to roue for a few mln.

ovstor house, Twentv --second street and Sixth
avenue, atc.30. Ho got thero bofoto us, but

It was a tusk bevond my
strength so I wont out to got n policeman to
help me. Mr. Scofield was thou sitting on a
btoop soveral doors distant.

" Tho oftlcer burst open the door of the
bathroom, but I could seo no truco ot Mr.
Hnteli. 1 went through tho two rooms and
thu extension which connects with thu bath-
room, but still 1 could seo no one.

"All tho w indovrs e,u th floor had boon otien
all day, nuiHhey wore'still open. 1 looked
into thu closets and then went to tho front
window. It opens on tho top of the bay
w iiiilow of tho parlor, and seeing how easy it
was for any ono to descend to tho stiuct bi-
nds window, I thought Mr. Hatch hadilone
so. I nmdu no further search, and in a short
time went to bod.

" Mv husband ilid not return to tho hotts3
till II.IIU. 1 did not hear of Mr. Hutch's death
until B o'clock, when tho painters told mo
thi'V bud found his body lu tho yard.

Sho know ho was n marrieel man
vtith a family, but ho was it pleasant com-
panion aud sho felt on friendly terms with

Sho said show as sure Mr. Seollehl had no
encounter with Mr. Hatch. Mr. Scoliold
was a very niild.mnnnereil ninn, and he know
sho had business relations with people which
bo must not interfere with.

Scolield nnd his wifo were held at the loliec
station to awtiit the action ol Deputy Coroner
Scholer, who hail been notified of Hatch's
dentil.

Meanwhile, Detective Haves was detailed
to investigate tho case and obtain ovory pos-
sible cluu to the mnnuor of tho broker's death
aud as to w ho had caused it.

After viewing tho body Deputy Coroner
Scholer gave pel iuUmoii for its removal to
,T West Fifty-thii- d street. It was token thero
at 11 o'clock.

Tho house iu which tho trageely occurred
is at tlie southeast corner of Sixth awuue
aud Twentieth street, opposite tho Church
of tho Holv Communion.
