MKS. RITSCH'S,

No Account Taken of Age, Wex or Condls
tlon- The Money, Mrs. Ritseh Says, In
Not for the Chilldren, but Simply tor Her
Trouble In Taking Care of Them-—The
Infunts Appenr te KRecelve Guoed Care,

With the iden of learning more regarding
the ndoption of infants, an Evexgya Wornn
reporter visited the howse ot Mrs, Ritach, 274
Enst Tenth street, who hos advertised ex.
tensively regarding Luvies for ndoption.

The room into which the vimtor was shown
adjoined the kitehen, the hieat from which
wis nlmost  intolerable, making the atmos.
pliere olose and probubly unwholesome,

Two infants were reposing peacefully inn
Iarge erib, ulrwnnin]ily nneonseioun of their
future lot, stray wails to be launched upon
the great sen of the motropolis,

Mrw, Iitseh mmde her appearaves from an
inner room, an elderly German woman, with
great binck eyes and ruven hair, streaked
with grav,

After o little oxplanntory conversation she
retired to the inner room, resppearing shortly
with » babe in her arms, windch, as she in-
formed the reporter in broken English, was
a girl that had been born Inst Friday, and the
wother—a married womnan . was still nndor
hor enre, Mra, Ritseh being a midwito by oc.
cupation,

All efforts to tind ont why a mother should
conseut 1o part with her child a few days
after birth being unavailing, the reporter
turnod his sttention 1o the infants in the
erib, which were also girl bavies,

These wore nged two nad three weeks
respectively, The elder one. which had by
this timo awnkened, proved to be an un-
usially  bright ehild, with bluek hair and
eyes, and u swarthy complexion that sug-
gestedd Spanish or Ttalinn parents.

This idea wis quickly dispetled, however,
by Mrs. Ritsch prosenting the wother of the
ehild, o buxom German wowan, the imagoe
of the infunt in the erib, and who, despite
the mdditional information that khe was un-
married, bore this nud the eontemplated pur-
chinsing of her ehild with stoie indiffercnoe,

Rother than distarb the remaining infant
from its slumber, the reporter contented him.
solt with a cursory  glance, which revealod
the faet that, should it live to he & womon,

Rogarding the terms, they were of a uni.

out regard for nge, sex or condition. This
money, o8 Mra. Hitsch explained, was not
intended as purchase money for the child,
bt merely to pay her for ber trouble in tak-
ing enre of them from the time of their birth
until they are ndopted.

A peculinr feature of this nursery was that
there wore no wnls infants to be disposed of,
but Mrs, Ritsch said that in tho eourse of a
few wooks there tnll{hl bo ono come into her
possession that would snswer the reporter's
requiremaonts,

The infunts apparently receive the best of
sttention, They are all healthy looking. In
this ense the parents ssein to be «f the poorer
olass, the restdence of Mrs. Lit=ch being in
n thiokly settlod tenement-house district.

The babes are all of Gierman purentage, and
respectability is essentinl to the reception of
nehild, The mother ia compelled to give
written document surrendering all interest
in the child, which document is in turn de.
livered to the person adopting the infant. so
that there can be no future claim of parent.

When the debate on the eligibility of
women ne lay delegates to the Methodist
Episcopsl Genernl Conference cloged to.duy
A vote was tnken u{!uu the adoption of the
substitute otfered by Rev. David H. Moore
of Denver, pru‘luu!ng to ot the women
elected us luy delegutes and then refer the
wistter to the ehurelies and anoual confer-
onces to doternine whother women should
be eligible to future General conferenoes,

This substitute was lost,

A vote was tuken then upon the amond-
ment to the report offered by Rev, Dr,
Neeley, of Philadelphia, This amendment
excludes women from the present General
Coufersnce snd refors the question of their
eligibility ns delegutes to future Genernl con-
ferences to the Aunusl conforences.
