of tights preparatory to resuming tho work
of cntchinc up with the rocord of Jimmio
Albert. Ho lind slept sinco a llttlu nftor 0

o'clock, when ho had scored 427 milos mid 2

laps. Ho wan ten milos and two laps behind
Albert's record for that hour. Hut Albert
worked until midnight in his rnco beforo ho
slept, and his scoro at that hour wtvs 450

miles and 1 lap.
Littlewood was a little stiff, and it took him

two hours to get his joints in first-cla-ss

working ordor, during which timo ho limy
havo cogitated oomfortnbly on theso points :

Albert made 102 miles 1 lap on Thursday m
tho February rnco, nnd tho blond from John
Hull's Island covered only 101 milos. Hut
llazaol mndo tho rocord for tho ninoty-nint- h

hour, and Paddy Fitzgerald's score in 1881

for the twolvo suoocoding hours is still tho
rocord, while Qeorgo Hnzaol oomes in ngam
for tho rocord from tho 128d to the 132d hour.

Albert mado 11 milos bettor than Fitzger-
ald at tho cud of tho race and George Hazael
did not win, although his rocord wns nine
miles bettor tnan Littlowood's nt midnight.

Albert covered only 94 miles 7 laps on Fri-

day because ho had a sure thing, and Satur-
day ho took moroly nu after-dinn- stroll of
70 miles.

Llttlewood started again exactly twenty,
three miles behind Albert's record. That was
four hourti' work. Thoro wnB coufl.
denco in his fnco as he limbered up. To boat
tho record at 10 o'clock night ho
must cover 195 milos. Ho had forty-si- x hours
to do Hin, nnd his flve-mll- o trot would do that
nicely, leaving him seven hours for rest and
' recreation."

Gus Guorroro had been industrious while
the Uhoffiold boy was taking natural sleep,
and when Littlowood resumed work tho
greaser was only five mileB behind. But the
Azteo had hardly slept a wink in twontv-fou-r
hours, and, although ho ran as lightly as
ever, no wiib not so insi, nnu uiiiowoouh
faco woro n satisfied smllo as he looked tho
brtiwn-face- d Westerner ovor.

Hut Gus Guerrero is an uncertain quan-
tity.

Jack nughos, his loft leg soaked full of
liniment, hobbled painfully. He had dropped
back from first to hfth uluce in tho race, nnd
at midnight Noromac, the drawn and canny
Scotchman, caught and passed him, and Don
Dillon, cadaverous nnd thin, was overhaul-
ing him in the early morning.

The samo
fait until midnight would malto him a record
breaker, with nory easy task to
bent Albert's imnl record.

Dim Hertv's fnoo wears the samo uncon-corne- d

expression that it has borno nil
through tho rnco. Ho has his schodule to
work upon aud he cares for nothing else. Ho
has seen Guerrero run first in a rnco until tho

erylast day and tlion suddenly drop out.
Heluiows how much his own framo will
stand, nnd ho puts on no extra strow. At 0
o'clock this morning Guerrero wus flfteon
miles ahead of him.
