LITTLEWQOD HAS IT

He FaBses Hazael'a Big Sooro at
10,01 A. M. To-Da- y.

Every Indication that He Will
Break the Record.

Llttlewood touched Albert's record in tho
659th milo at 7.22 o'clook this morning. At 8
o'clock ho scorod 662 miles 2 laps, or two
miles better than Albert at tho soxno hour.

Llttlewood was then in splendid condition.
Littlewood hod 628 miles to his credit at

midnight. That was sevontcen miles loss

than Champion Jimmlo Albort had scored at
tho conclusion of tho fifth day in his raoo
last February. It left tho Englishman with
93K miles to cover beforo 10 o'clook
or 4,V miles an hour. Ho had had an hour
and forty minutes' sleep, but bad risen very
stiff at 0.40 o'clock.

Yhon tho sixth day began, littlewood got
fairly limbered up, but he was not in suoh
prime condition as tho beginning of the last
day found Jimmie Albert in. His eyes wore
sunken and thcro was an anxious look on his
faco.

One nood not look far for the causo of tho
anxious look. It was not fear that ho could
not perform the ninety-fou-r miles in tho al-

lotted twenty-tw- o hours. To u&e bis own
expression: " That is too easy."

But gambolling about tho track, in gor-
geous tights of royal purplo, with bright
greon trunks was the indomitablo but dis-
agreeably uncertain Gus Guerrero. He was
lots than four miles in the Englishman's
rear, and he capered and ran as freely as if
tie had but Just como out for a little exercise.
He was as frisky as a kitten, and, spurting,
ran threo laps toXittlewood's two easily, lie
was evidently in muoh better condition than
tho Britisher.

Littlewood had watched the fickle greaser
for three days as he overhauled him, but
bad placed roliance on the reputation of
Guerrero for "slumping" nt critical mo
ments, and bad laid tho ttattoring unotion to
his soul that Gus would be out of the race by
Friday night.

At any late ho had not been considered at
all dangerous to the Englishman's suprem-
acy. And hero he was racing like Maud 8.,
at a gait, getting all tho
applause from the swell people who hod
come In after tho theatre, and behaving
otherwise in a manner quite disappointing,
not to say disheartening to those who hadn't
taken him into their calculations.

Littlowood paokea dust for five miles in
his first bour. Then Guerrero took his turn
on tho little cot-be- d.

When he reappeared at 2.30 in tbo morning
Littlewood had put eight miles more between
them.

The greaser was not Quito as spry as ho
might be, and in tbo next four hours Little,
wood gained two miles more and his face

a mora confident expression.
Fully five hundred spoototors romained in

the big pavilion all night, watching the work
of Littlewood, and comparing it with the
records of Albert, Fitzgerald and Hazael, as
clipped from The Evkmimo Would.

Between midnight and 6 o'clock Littlewood
did not dothe four and one-hal- f mile aver-
age. At 0 o'clock ho had scorod 661 miles,
seven laps. That was eight mi'es, six laps
short of the record of George Hazael, but it
was only two miles less than Fitzgerald's
reoord in the same race, and just one milo
and uaven laps short of tho score of Albert
at the t hour.

It left him 70 miles to cover in sixteen
hours if ho would put his peg above, that of
tTe Atlantio City boy.

Guerrero was thirteen miles behind him,
u id as the hours rolled slowly around and
too 'Azteo" made no headway against him,
theie was more courage in the Sheffield boy.

Dan Herty was st'll travelling at hjs own
gait. His speed was better than on any
previous day since Monday, and his face
wore the smile of certainty. Unless Guerrero
or Littlowood broke down he would aohieve
third place. He asked for nothing more. Ho
did not expeot to win tbe race. Ho only
hoped tbat he would not be beaten out en-
tirely.

Pete Golden, cheerful and blitho, albeit
he sleeps as he runs and occasionally walks
into some one elso, bad succumbed to the
vitality of Noremao, and was fifth in the
race, while the little Scotohmon. whose in-

terest in the race is not diminished by the
fact that a deputy sheriff is waiting for him
at the box office with an attachment for his
share of the gate-mone- y on an old debt, ac-
tually spurts with the fleet-foote- d Guerrero,
and beats him, too.

Groat
excitement provallod among them. They
ran wildly about and yelled at their favorites
on tho traok to tho musio of " nory O'Moro."
Littlowood, Guorrero and Noremao ran
abreast for half a dozen laps. Iho excite-
ment of tho crowd was intonso.

Guerrero and Llttlewooll are on tho bost of
torms, and the ".YallorSkiu," as ho is called
by tho boys, mokos no effort to catch tbe
Queen's subject. Littlewood is vory uuiot
in manner and snoaks pleasantly in response
to thoso who call to him on tho traok.

When it became known that Littlowood
had passed the record the band played " Hail
to tho Chief " and thou " God Bavo the
Queen," and Littlowood struck his six-mi-

gait for a mile.
Gus Guerrero's excellent work in this raco

will make him a first-ola- ss man in tho scalo
of podestrianism. Tho prediction at 11
o'olook. whon tho Greaser had 650 milos to
his credit, was that ho would beat all former
records except Albert's, if ho did not push
Littlewood for first place.

Guorroro has gained cne pound in woight
since Monday.

Mr. and Mrs. James Albert (Cathcart) and
it lady friend oooupiod tho box set apart for
them during llio day. They watohed tho
pedestrians with muoh interest, comparing
notes with rocords and speculating on the re-
sult.
